Pan to Visit Cities in Which Di-
vision Headquarters Are
Located.

RENDER ACCOUNT TO PEOPLE |

War Councll Proposes to Let Public
Know How $100,000,000 Fund
« for Relief Work ls Being '
Utilized.

Red Cross war council, Henry P, Da-
vison, chalrman of the council, and
Harry D. Gibson, general manager of
the American Red Cross, have under-
taken a tour through the West, in the
course of which they will visit points
at which division managers of the Red
‘ Oross have been stationed. The pur-
4 pose of the trip Is to meet with repre-
sentatives of Red Cross chapters, also
with those who have contributed to
Cross funds and with the publie
generally. It Is also the purpose of
the war council to render an account
of Its stewardship, to Interest the
people In the work of the Red Cross
and to let the public know just how
the $100,000,000 war fund is being utl-
Hzed,

Beginning at St. Louls October 22,
the schedule for the trip called for
large meetings to be held successively
at Denver, San Francisco, Seattle,
Minneapolls, Chicago and Cleveland.

Purpose of the Trip.

In announcing the purpose of the
trip, Mr. Davison authorized the fol-
lowing statement:

“With the division of the United

W States into thirteen districts, each
headed by a successful business man

] perving this country through the Red
Cross during the war, the Red Cross
organization In this country Is now
complete. Also speclal Red Cross mis-
\J slons, made up of competent and sym-
pathetic American citizens have now
ved and are at work on behalf of

@ American Red Cross Iin France,
Great Britaln, Russla, Italy, Rouma-
nia and Berbla,

“Collections to the war fund of the
’ Red Cross up to October 1 amounted

o $64,424,232.90, of which $0,209,560.57
has been refunded to chapters to pro-
wide for thelr own Red Cross activities.
Up to that time the war council had
appropriated from the war fund $25.-
000,870.41. The Red Cross membership
bas just become more than four mil-
lion. Included in that memberghip are
hundreds of thousands of American
women who are knitting, making sur-
gical dressings and comfort kits. The
Red Cross war council 18 seeking to
render an account of Its stewardship
to the American people In the most
effective manner possible. It is giving
frequent announcements of its activie
ties and every fact concerning the
work of the Red Cross Is avallable to
everybody. We now wish to go a step
farther and give a detalled account of
our stewardship, as well as to advise
with Red Cross workers and support-
ars throughout the country as to Red
Cross pollcy and methods. We have
felt that this could best be done by ap-
pearing face to face before audiences
of representative citizens, telllng the
Red Cross story, answering questions,
and ourselves gaining a more complete
knowledge of public sentiment.

Would Inform Publie.

“We are extremely anxious that the
people at large should be fully in
formed as to the methods and policies
adopted In bhandling the great fund

with which the Red Cross war council

been intrusted and also that all
policies and activities of the Red Cross
mhould be In accord with a fully in-

{ formed public sentiment. The purpose
| of this trip Is not to solicit subscrip-
| tions or to take collections, although
! we expect to glve to the Amerlcan
! people the latest advice we have res
| celved a8 to conditions in France,
| Russia, Roumania, Italy and Serbla,

“Our reports Indicate that the Amer-
' fcan Red Cross has an opportunity to
lend a helping hand and to carry a
practical message of chber to suffering
| humanity such as no philanthropic un-
II dertaking In the history of the world
has ever had before.”

Accompanying Mr. Davison and Mr,
Gibson on this trip Is Rev. Robert Da-
wis of Englewood, N. J., who has just
poturned from France, having gone to
WParis with the American Red Cross
commission in May.

TROOP SHIP STRUCK

AMERICAM TRANSPORT ANTILLES
SUNK BY SUBMARINE.

WHAT THE WAR IS COSTING

One-fourth of Daily Expenditure |Is
Paid by the United States—
Responsibility ls on
Retailers.

Washington.—The American army
homeward bound
under convoy, was torpedoed and sunk
by a German submarine in the war
zone Wednesday., About seventy men
are missing and probably lost. Al
the army and navy oflicers aboard and
the ship's master were among the 167
survivors, The missing are members
of the crew, three civilinn engineers,
some enlisted men of the navy amd six-
teen of thirty-three soldiers returning
home for various reasons. Neither
the submarine nor the torpedo was
seen, and the transport, hit squarely
amidships, sank in five minutes,

This tragedy of the sea, the first in
which an American ship engaged In
war duty has been lost, Is the first
of its magnitude to bring home to the
people of the Unlted States the rigors
of the war in which they have engaged

| against Germany.

It carries the largest casualty list
of the war of Amerlcan lives, and
marks the first success of German
submarine attacks on American trans.
ports, That the loss of life was not
greater is due to the safeguards with
which the navy has surrounded the
transport service and the qulck rescue
work of the convoying warships.

Quick upon the wave of sorrow at
the news of the loss of the transport,
came n feeling of distinct rellef be-
cause she h.d met her fate homeward
bound and not on the way over with
troops. The only soldiers on board
were returning to the hospital or on
special assignment.

Responsibility on Retall Dealers

Washington—The food administra-
tion has telegraphed to all federal
administrators in the different states
warning them that “publicity must
control the unlicensed retallers.,” This
followed up food administrator Hoov-
e's statement that the corner had been
turned in wholesale prices of food and
that the responsibility for continued
high cost to the consumer rested
squarely upon the retail dealers, over
whom congress has given the admini-
stration no authority.

Mr. Hoover sent the state adminis-
trators resolution adopted here by rep-
resentatives of every branch of the
rotail grocery trade, endorsing the
licensing of dealers in staple food com-
moditles and expressing willingness
to comply with the food administra-
tion's rules and regulations whether
licensed or unlicensed when dealing
in staple foods mentioned in the pres.
ident's recent proclamation.

WHAT THE WAR I8 COSTING

United £tates Pays One-fourth of
Daily Expenditure.

New York.—The war Is costing the
belligerent nations of the world at the
rate of $160,000,000 a day—§6,500,000
an hour—and the United States is pay-
ing at least one-fourth of this stagger-
ing sum, according to estimates made
by the Mechanics National bank of
New York. The estimated dally cost
at the beginning of the war was §50,-
000,000 and a year ago it was $100.
000,000. This country's rate of ex-
penditure is greater than any other
nation, Great Britain being second
and Germany next.

By mnext August, according to the
bank's figures, the total cost to the
world will be $155,000,000,000. Al-
ready expenditures have reached
$100,000,000,000, of which all but a
fraction has been translated into per
manent indebtedness,

Stopped Just Short of Mark.

Washington.—The liberty loan cam-
palgn has progressed to the threshhold
of officlal expectation and paused.
Treasury heads had hoped the $2,000,
000,000 line would be erossed, Appar
ently the big total stopped just short
of the mark with an estimated total of
$1,973,000,000, The result means that
$600,000,000 a day must be subscribed
every day the remaining week of the
campalgn if the $5,000,000,000 goal is
reached when subscription books close
next Saturday night.

Washington.—Ten members of con-
gress, carrylng speclal passports ar
ranged for by the state department,
are on the way to Europe to visit the
war fronts and fraternlze with the
parllamentary representatives of the
allies, In the party are: Representa-
tives Dale, Vermont; Taylor and Tim-
berlake, Colorado; Hicks, New York;
Johnson, Dill and Miller of Washing-
ton; Goodwin, Arkansas; Stephens,
Nebraska, and Parker, New Jersey;
former Representative Stout of Mon-
tana, Roes L. Hammond of Fremont,
Neéb., and others.

Should Be Bond In Every Home.

Philadelphia,—Soldlers of the Amer
fcan expeditionary force have cabled
the liberty loan committea of this dis.
triet subseribing $50,000 to the second
liberty loan. In a telegram to the lib-
erty loan committiee, Theodore Roose-
velt appealed to the Philadelphia dis-
trict to subseribe its full share of the
loan. “To own bonds of the United
States at such a time as many as
eiach of us can afford,” sald the tele
gram, “is a badge of honor, There
should be liberty ' bonds In every
home,”
