ed States. No tax is imposed on com-
mutation or season tickets for trips
less than 30 mlles, or in cases where
the fare does not exceed 35 cents.

Five cents for each telegraph, tele-
phone or radlo dispatch originating
in the United States where the charge
is 15 cents or more.

The foregolng taxes are pald by the
persons paying for the services or
facllities rendered, A enrrier making
no ¢harge for transporting a commod-
ity becnuse of Its ownerzhip thereof,
or for any other renson, Is required
to puy a tax equivalent to the nmount
which would be Imposed If It recelved
payment, except In the case of com-
modities which are necessary for its
use Iin the conduct of Its business or
the business of another line constitut-
Ing & purt of the snme rallrond sys-
tem. Service rendered to the federal
and state governments Is exempt from
taxatlon. Persons colleeting these
taxes are required to make wmonthly
returns and monthly payments to the
federal government.

For every ten centx or fractlon
thereof you spend on the movies you
must turn over to the government one
cent.  Of course, the movie propri-
etors may siuve you the inconvenlence
of handling pennies by raising his ad-
tmlsslon price o nlekel, ax many other
persons selling goods aMected by the
wir tnx have alrendy done,

Here I8 the way adinlssion tax and
the club dues levies will fall upon
the publie:

One cent on each ten cents or frac-
tlon of the amount pald for ndmission
o uny place including admisslon by
senson  teket or subscription, to be
pidd by the person paying for such
ndimdssion, except In the cuse of chil-
dren under twelve, where the tnx In
overy cnse Is oone cent, Persons ad-

[ mitted free pay the tax on the basis of

the charge muade to other persons of
the same  class, except  employees,
munivipal officers on official business
amnd  children under twelve,  Where
the chnrge for ndmission to a enburet
or shmilar entertalnment Is wholly or
In purt included In the price paid for
refreshiment, service or merchandise,
the nmount paid is to be computed un-
der regulations to be prescribed by
the treasury department.

In the cnse of persons having the
perintiinent use of boxes or sonls, or
n lense thercon, the tax 1s equivalent
to 10 per cent of the siount for which
u similar box or seat Is sold for the
performanee or exhibitlon at which
the hox or seat Is used or reserved by
or for the lessee or holider.

These taxes are not 1o be Imposed
In the vase of 0 place where the maxi-
mun chiarge for admission 1s five cents
or for shows, rides or other amuse-
ments in outdoor genernl amusement
purks where the admission s ten cents
or in the case of shows, rides or other
umusciments (the muxbmum charge for
admission to which Is ten cents) with
in outdoor general amusement parks,
or in the case of admissions to such
parks. Where the proceeds Inure ex-
clusively to the benefit of religlous,
educntionnl or charitable societies or
organlzations, and In the cnse of ad-
missions to agricultural fairs, no tax
shall bhe levied, provided none of the
proceeds are distributed to stockhold-
ers or memhers of the assoclation.

A tax of 10 per c¢gnt Is lmposed on
the nmount pald as dues or member-
ship fees, including initiation fees, to
uny social, athletie or sporting elub
where such dues or fees are In ex-
cess of $12 per year. such tax to be
pnid by the person paying the dues
or fees. Dues or fees pald to fra-
ternnl or heneficinry societies, orders
or associations operated on the lodge
System are exempt,

Those collecting admission dues or
fees are required to collect the tax
and mike monthly returns and pay-
ments to the government,
