 STATE WEALTH GROWS
IN LAST FIVE YEARS

ASSESSMENT RECORDS SHOW
INCREASE OF 10 PER CENT

——

NEWS FROM STATE CAPITAL

of Varied Interest Gathered
from Rellable Sources
at the State
House

Comparative assessment figures for
Nebraska covering the last five years,
a8 complled by Secretary Bernecker
of the state board of equalization,
show a steady increase In the valu-
ation of all property In the state,
amounting to $68,000,000 on the basis
of onefifth actual value, or $340,000,-
000 real worth. The state's assess-
ment In 1913 was $470,890,000, while
this year it stands at $528,801,000,

Farm lands and other real estate
show some gain in values, but the big
increase {s that shown on live stock,
Cattle, listed in 1913 at an actual
value of $20.70 aplece for animals of
all ages and sizes, are now assessed
at an average of $40.40 each. Hogs
have jumped from $10.156 actual val-
ue, In the former year, to $15.80 in

1917. Sheep are now counted ws
worth §$5.60 aplece, compared with
$3.60 In 1013,

Due to the passage of the Osterman
act forbidding banks and trust com-
panies to deduct thelr reml estate
mortgages from capital stock in mak-
ing assessment returns, the taxable
valuation of banks this year is $8,.
681,000, where only $7.176,000 was re-
turned In 1913, The actual values of
these items are the real increase of
this ftem is about $7,000,000,

Money on deposit made a material

| gain in the assessment tables, having

grown from $5.025,000 in 1913 to §8,-
661,000 this year,

Automoblles fell off in their as
sessed valuation from $80.70 In the
former year to $64.36 the present an-
num, but the number of them was
quadrupled and the gross nsszessment
is raised from $2,112,000 to $6,579,000.
Next year will show almost a 50 per
cent Increase In the 1917 figures on
automobiles,

Wheat, oats and corn, of course,
have greatly Increased in value, but
the shrinkage in wheat stocks which
occurred last winter and spring partly
nullified this gain. About 25,000,000
bushels of corn was assessed In 1913,
and virtually the same amount this
year, but only $1,927,000 while now it
is $4,696,000. v

The rallroads have not had any ma-
terial Increase in their assessment
during the five-year period. Aslde
from a raise of $1,000,000 last year,
their valuation has remained prac-
tically stationary, while most other
property was being increased. They
are assessed for this year at $56,
865,000,

The woman's committee therefore
appeals to the public in Nebraska to
give support to this necossary co-
ordinating work which s the back:
bone of all the war relief work
Among women. An especlal day, the
15th of December, has been set
aside for the campalgn to raise
funds for the Nebraska state divi-
sfon of woman's work of the coun-
cll of natlonal defense,

It is earnestly hoped that every
person who is called upon will re-
spend  heartfly and  willingly, and
thus do their bit toward keeping the
work alive, and carrylng it to =
glorious finish.

Must Secure Certificates of Health

Students, members of the faculty
and employees of the university will
be required to show certificates of
vaccination or officially slgned certifi-
cates of good health, fssued dally, In
order to gain admittance to the
campus, beginniug Monday, Decem-
ber 3 and continuing until other
notice is given.

Six German insurance companies
that have held licenses In Nebraska
must cease doing business In the state,
under the federsl government's order
forbldding them to continue operations
in the United States. Flve of them
have headquarters In New York and
the sixth in Washington, D. C. The
names of the companies and amounts
of insurance carried are: Prussian
Natlonal, $2,394,930; Hamburg-Brem-
en, $1,301,470; Aachen & Munich,
$1.065,077; Nord-Deutsche, $137,650;
Mannheim, $72; Frankfort (not stat-
ed). The first of the five are fire in-
surance companies. The last does a
general insurance business, including
fire, accldent and some other lines,
