This Price Will Hold For Some
Years.

A well advised commercial authority
gives it an his opinlon, “as a slow,
descent may be counted don In the
prices for grain when the war ends—
it may take severanl years to restore
the world's stock of foodstuffs to ner-
mal—there 18 good ground for confl-
dence In the outlook for rapld devel
opment In agriculture.”

If this be correct, It follows that
the profession of farming will mate
rially Increanse Its ranks in the next
few years,

Today, the price of wheat Is set by
the United States government at $2.2
per bushel, and In Canada the price
has been set at $2.21. ‘This, of course,
is less frelght and handling charges |
which brings the avernge to the farm-
ers at about $2.00 per bushel. This
price will pay so long as land, mate-
rial and labor can be secured at rea-
sonnble prices. It remains for the
would-be producer to ascertain where
he can secure these at prices that will
make the production of grain profit-
able. He will estimate what price he
n afford to pay for land that will give
m a yleld of wheat which when sold
at $2.00 per bushel, will return him a
falr profit. Local and social condl-
tions will also enter Into the consldera-
tion. Finding what he wants he would
be wise to make his purchase now.
Land prices In same portions of the
country are low, certainly as low as
they will ever be. City property and
town property will fluctuate, but farm
property will hold its own. The price
of grain Is as low ns It will be for
some years. ‘Therefore It would be
well to look about, and find what can
be done.

There are doubtless many opportu-

in the Western States, to purchase
good agricultural lands, that will pro-

duce well, at reasonable prices. 1If the |

would-be buyer has the time to Inves-
tigate, and that is needed, for these
lands do not exist in any conslderable
area, he would be well repald.

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Reservolrs bullt in the beds of
streams or other depressions are
used mainly for firrigation purposes,
The dam may be of earth, loose rock,
timber, concrete, or masonry, or com-
binations of two or more of these,
However, since on the large majority of
sites earth Is the most abundant and
cheapest material avallable, it has
been used chiefly. The percentage of
fallure of dams of this type has been
large. The maln causes have been
(1) fauity and inadequate wasteways,
T (2) porous earthen embankments not

properly compacted, and (8) Insecure
foundations.

Examination for Foundation.
When the loeation for the dam has
| been decided upon a eareful examina-

tion of the foundation should be made,
| Test pits should be sunk at intervals
| across the stream bed or depression,
and If rock or other impervious ma-

monly used method of building earthen
embankments and of loosening and
transferring earthy material for other
purposes, In making use of this
method an ample supply of water Is
necessary. What Is enlled the “cutting
stream” s under high pressure from
60 to 100 pounds per square Inch. The
pressure may be obtalned by gravity
fall or by pumping, and the water is
conveyed to the materinl to be exen-
vated In a pressure pipe of sultable
dinmeter. The end of the pressure pipe |
terminntes Iin a glant from which
a stream 18 directed agalnst the
bank of dirt. A Iarge stream of wa-
ter, but under little or no pressure,
then Is added to the former stream to
carry the material loosened by the
glant Into n lume or pipe In which It
Is transported to the dam. Figs. 1
and 2 show two forms of woodgn
flume used for this purpose, The
grade on which they are laid should
be ns steep as practicable, and never

terial Is found near the surface, the
more porous top covering should be re-
moved and foundation lald on the Im-
| pervious substratum. In any event, all
| shrubbery, sod, and decayed vegetable

matter should be cleared away be-
fore the dam is begun. In the bet.
ter class of such dams a narrow trench
is dug beneath the center of the em-
bankment down to bedrock or other
| good material and a wall of concrete,
known a8 a rim core wall, is bullt
| thereln. This wall projects above the
surface and serves a purpose similar
to a tongue In grooved-and-tongued
lumber joints. A clay puddle may be
substituted where a concrete core wall
around the rim would prove teo ex-
1 pensive. In this ease a much wider
trench should be dug, filled with the
best materinl avallable, and carefully
puddled and rammed.

Packing Materials.

In bullding a reservoir embankment
of earth many farmers and not a few
engineers fall to understand the differ-
| ence between an embankment capa-
ble of withstanding a lond such as Is
placed upon It by the passage of a
| locomotive and one compact and stable
enough to hold water. In highway and
rallrond fills little, If any, attention Is
pald to packing materials, but In the
case of earth fillls to retaln water,
packing Is necessary. Experlence has
shown that one of the best wa%s to
pack ordinary dirt which does not con-
tain too much clay Is to dump It Into
water and let nature do the packing.
When this method Is not feasible the
earth should be placed on the em-
bankment In thin layers and each Iay-
er molstened and rolled or otherwise
compacted. In some cases the earth
can be molstened before It is removed
from its natural site.

Cause of Fallure.

As has been stated, a frequent cause
of fallure of such dams Is faulty waste-
ways. The dams belng bullt for the

most part in the beds of gtreams and
in the direct line of flood flow, are sub-
Jected at times to high water which
mny carry flonting driftwood or other
debris. The overilow dam is deslgned
to withstand such severe tests, but
the dam consldered here 1s not of this
type. It is Intended only to Impound
water to a certaln safe helght and to
by-pass all surplus waters through the
wasteway. This throws a heavy bur-
den upon this structure in times of
flood, and it should be of such strength
and capacity as to perform its part
without danger to the dam. In mak-
Ing provision for a wasteway it should
be borne In mind that a flood may oc-
cur when the reservolr s full, so that
the entire flow of the stream must
pass through the wasteway. Consiger-
atlon also should be given to obstruc-

8ection of Dam.

tions to the flow of water caused by
driftwood and clogging by fish screens.

Such features of this type of reser-
voir as Inlet and outlet pipes, slope
protection and the like have been dis-
cussed in Farmers' Bulletin No, 828,

Commonly Used Method.

In the early days of mining in Call-
fornia, someone evolved the idea of
washing down the gold-bearing sand
by means of powerful streams of wa-
ter directed agalnst the banks and hill-
sldes. This practice has been Im-
proved and extended and now is a com-

less than about five per cent. Under
favorable conditions material can be
placed In a dam by this process at a
lower cost per cublec yard than by the
use of teams and scrapers or teams
and wagons. BSuch embankments are
also more compact and water-tight
than those bullt by ordinary methods.

Unsuitable to Retain Water.
Dams bullt of loose rock without
any cementing material usually have

sufficlent welght to withstand water '

pressure but the ease with which wa-
ter can percolate through such struec-

tures renders them unsultable to re-
taln water., This defect is overcome
In various ways of which two will be
described here briefly. The usual way
of making loose rock dams water-tight
Is to place earth In front in the man-
ner indicated In Fig, 8. The same care
should be taken In placing this earth
as has been recommended for earthen
dams proper and the cut-off wall of
concrete placed along the upper toe
of the rock slope usually i n neces-
sary part of spch combination struc-
tures. Another way of making loose
rock dams watertight Is to line the
front face with timber in gome such
way as that shown In Fig. 4.

MANU..c TO INCREASE CROPS

At Pennsyivania It Was Found That
Application of 8ix Tons Was
Better Than Ten.

Stable manure has long been con-
sldered a very valuable fertilizer, It
Is usually thought by farmers that the
larger the application of manure the
greater the crop increase. Experimen-
tal data shows that such s not the
case. At Pennsylvania it was found
that an application of six tons per
acre gave a return of $3.20 per ton as
compared with $2.20 per ton when ten
tons per acre were used. This is a dol-
lar a ton In favor of the lighter appll-
cation, At the sameé rate the farmer
who has a hundred tons of manure to
sprend can save nearly enough to pay
for his manure spreader, Hand spread-
ing could hardly put manure on at the
rate of six tons., This Is not an Iso-
lated case, Other work has shown an
actually smaller yleld with a large
amount than with a smaller amount of
manure,

FEEDING GRAINS TO LAMES

Ground Corn, Crushed Oats, Wheat |

Bran 2 1d Linseed OIl Meal Is
Best for Younmu

(Ohlo Collm of A culture Bulletin.)
A good graln ratlon for lambs just

bexlaninu to eat Is ground corn, one
part; crushed oats, one part; linseed
oll meal, one part; and wheat bran,
two parts. Wheat bran is very essen-
tial In this ratlon, and the shepherd
should alwnys see that it Is present.
A graln watlan  econsisting of two
pounds of wheat bran, one pound of
oats (crushed oats being preferred),
one pound of finely ground cornmeal,
and one-half pound of oll meal has
proved to be an excellent grain ration
for young lambs. It has also been
found that a grain mixture of oll meal
and corn meal has given better re-
sults than a mixture of cottonseed
mep) and corn meal.
