ASKS RIGHTS FOR SOLDIERS

Enforcement of Voting by Mall Bill
Urged by Major Maher—*“Antis"

Referendum

Washington.—The United Btates
and the allles will make every effort
force a decision in the world war
uring 1918. Few military and naval
experts belleve that the central pow-
ers will permit the war to run through
another winter,

“As |1 have stated heretofore,” saild a
military expert of high rank, “in my
Judgment there Is not the glightest
chance that the Germans can make
any headway that will do them a par

ticle of good on the western front. I/

seriously doubt that the kalser or von
Hindenburg belleves the statements
recently credited to them concerning
their faith of victory for the central
powers. They simply camouflaged
their people and their armies, just as
they have many times in the past.

Will Defend Fight on Referendum

Lincoln, Nebr.—L. B. Crofoot of
Omaha, whose wife I8 chhirman of
the executive committee of the So-
elety Opposed to Woman Suffrage, de-
clares that the "antls" will defend the
attack on the referendum petition
made by the suffrage workers, Mr.
Crofoot spent several hours at Secre-
tary of Btate Pool's office going over
the petitions.

“l am only making a preliminary
survey of the situation,” Mr. Crofoot
sald. “"We are going to fight the
case, but our plans for doing so have
not been formulated.”

Prosecution of the injunction suit
brought against Secretary Pool to
prevent him from submitting the par-
tial suffrage law passed by the 1917
leginlature to a referendum at the
general election next fall will be
pushed with all possible speed In the
district court here. The suit charges
that wholesale frauds occurred in Om-
aba and Lincoln.

ABKS RIGHTS FOR SOLDIERS

Maher Urges Enforcement of the Vot-
ing by Mail Bill

Lincoln—The right of 20,000 of the
24,000 Nebraskans who will be In mill-
tary service to vote cannot be gues-
tioned from a legal standpoint, and
provision for receiving their ballots by
mail should be made Immediately,
Major John G. Maher, of Lincoln, now
in the guartermaster department of
the regular army at Omaha, writes in
& letter to Governor Keith Neville.

After the passage of a voting law,
provisions of which Major Maher out-
lines, it will be time enough to test
the constitutionaiity of the vote of the
other 4,000 in “the regular army,”
whose right Is questioned under the
Nebraska constitution.

At the same session of the legisla-
ture a state moratorium law should be
passed, relleving both a soldier and
his dependents from financial obliga-
tion during the period of the war,
Major Maher says, and the powers of
the state council of defense should be
enlarged to better curb disloyalty and
promote a better co-operation In war
work.

“In no state is better exemplified than
in Nebraska the spirit which has en-
abled this arm of the government to
do its work.,” There are at the present
time *,076 four-minute men engaged In
work in Nebraska.

Douglas park aunditorium, A ridt call
was sent in and a crowd of 4,000,
which attempted to break into the al-
ready overcrowded hall, was driven
away by the use of clubs,

corps was killed while flying fifteen
miles west of Fort Worth. Castle had
made over 150 flights over the German

thington ~The Nrst ofMicial Indi-
cation of what proposed railroad wage |
Increases would cost was given at a
hearing before the railroad wage com-
miasion, when J. A. Franklin present.

“Figuring an average of 33 13 per
cent Increase, on the fat Increases
asked,
$82,000,000 annually,” Secretary Lane,
chalrman of the commission, comput-
ed. Mr. Franklin sald the estimate
seemed correct based upon Increases
for 260,000 organized men. e also
had suggested that any Increases
should apply to unorganized workers
of the same trades, numbering about
260,000, who were not filgured in the
reugh calculation. The wage basis
asked was $6 a day for skilled men
such as carmen, machinists and black-
smiths, $4.60 a day for helpers, and
time and a half for overtime, Sunday
and holiday work,

Urges Use of Pinto Beans

Washington,—Acting on advice from
C. W. Pugsley, of the Nebraska state
farm, S8enator Hitchcock has taken up
with officinls here the matter of ob-
taining a supply of pinto beans in-
stead of Japanese beans for growing
as food supply. It appears that the
government hes commandeered from
certain sources not made known, about
twenty milllon pounds of Japanese
beans, and is overlooking a much
largeér supply of pinto beans, which
Mr, Pugsley claims have a higher food
¥alue than the Japanese beans and
which can be obtained at a lower
price. It is to have the government
get the pinto into the hands of growers
that Mr. Pugsley, who has been trying
for some time without results to get
action by the government finally has
taken it up in a new way.

Britalns Here Subject to Call

London-—The convention between
the British recrulting mission and the
United States draft authoritles under
which It Is expected 200,000, British
subjects in this country will be subject
to service in the British army, has
been agreed upon. The agreement only
awaits ratification by the senate and
the signatures of President Wilson anid
King George to become effective., All
subjects between the ages of twenty
and forty-one are llable to call.

News Astonighes Washington

Washington. — Administration of-
ficlals are considerably upset by the
news that the bolshevikl government
of Russla has withdrawn formally from
the war and ordered the demobiliza-
tion of the Russlan army, although re-
fusing to slgn a peace treaty with Ger-
many. The state department was
sllent on the matter, refusing to credit
the dispateh from Amsterdam until of-
ficlally confirmed.

Tuscania Victims Mcrease

A Scotch Seaport.—The Amerlcan
dead as a result of the sinking of the
steamer Tuscania apparently Is at least
169, Thus far 145 bodies have been
burled along the Scotch coast, and
fourteen more awalt further disposi-
tlon.

Washington.—To facilitate the
movement of graln for the allies and
home consumption, Director General
McAdoo has ordered preference given
to graln shipments throughout all the
principal agricultural stiates,

Time Extended for Filing Returns

Washington.—Extension of time for
filing Income and excess profits re-
turns from March 1 to April 1 {8 an-
nounced by Internal Revenue Conymis-
sloner Roper. This ruling applies
also to reports on paymenis of more
than §800 during the yeur to be made
by employers and business enterprises
and covers Incomes both above and
belo® $3,000, and corporation In-
comes, Delayed preparation of blank
forms and regulations was the princl
pal cause for the postponement.

To Help Move Potato Crop,

Lincoln,—Belief that most of Ne-
braska's potato crop can be moved is
held out by H. L. Russell, adviser to
Food Administrator Hoover, in a tele-
gram to Prpf. C. W. Pugsley of the
agricultural extension service. Mr.
Russell states that the bringing of
potatoes down to a reasonable level
is forcing a free contingent on the
consumption of the product, securing
of cars. Becretary McAdoo has prom-
ised to furnish transportation as soon
as weather conditions permit.

German Hope for Peace Weakens.

London.—Germany’'s declining faith
in victory is described by “a well-to-
do neutral medical man who lately left
Gormany after living In Augsburg dur
Ing the war period."” Writing from
Berne to the Daily Mail, he declared
that though still belleving that Ger
many could not be beaten, the German
people had long since become war
weary and had given up hopes of the
so-called German peace.

CLAIM MANY IRREGULARITIES

Suffragiets Plan a Knockout of Anti
Referendum

Lincoln, Neb.—In a petition filed in
district court here, charges of fraud
and forgery are made against a refer
endum petition filed with the secre
tary of siate last July, suspnding un-
til the fall elections the law passed
by the last legislature, giving to
women of the state limited suffrage
rights.

The petition just filed Is signed by
a number of the members of various
women's activities of the state, and
severnl Omaha and Lincoln lawyers
will represent them in the case,

The charge is made that more than
half of the 383,986 names on the
referendum petition are either for-
eigners, or have been secured by
misrepresentations, or are {(nvalld
glgnatures on account of legal defi-
clencles.

The suffragisis hope to secure a
final decislon in the case in order, if
they break down the referendum,
that they may take part in the spring
town and city elections.

Washington.—With 164 Amerlean
soldiers of the Tuscania known to be
dead and buried on the Scottish coast,
an unofficial estimate places the total
loss of American troops at 267, After
ellminating from the passenger list the
names of the survivors and the identi-
fled dead and accounting for thirty-
three unidentified, 1236 soldiers still
are not accounted for, and it is be-
lieved they are lost.

Lincoln—Patriotlsm reigrzd supreme
at the Lincoln high sehool Tuesday
forenoon when the 1,600 students met
in the auditorfum to celebrate Lin-
coln's birthday. and unfurl a service
flag, containing 323 stars, each one
representing a student who was at
present or in the past a member of the
Lincoln high, but who are now some-
where in America or somewhere in
France, in defense of the fag.

Deming, N. M- The Thirty-fourth
division at Camp Cody will be almost
100 per cent insured. The campalign
for insurance among the men has
closed and it 1s predicted that less
than 100 men In the camp are without
insurance. Men of the division now
have gigned for $28,600,000 in govern-
ment pollcies.

Lincoln—County federal food ad-
ministrators and general committees
of the federnl food administration
have been called to meet here Febru-
ary 25 and 26,

Washington — Unnaturalized Ger-
mans who have not yet reglstered
with the police or postmasters will be
gubject to internment for the war, the
department of justice explains In a
final warning to those subject to reg-
fstration. The time was extended to
allow the enrollment of farmers in the
west who could not get to town during
the bad weather of last weak.

Reports indleate that many Ger-
mans remained unregistered In east-
ern cities, where the department had
been particularly anxious to obtain a
full census.
