BIG INCREASE
INFOCD SUPPLY
IS DEMANDED

Agricultural Department’s Pro-
gram for 1918 Points Out
Needs of Nation and Allies.

GROW MORE SPRING WHEAT

Necessity of Producing Large Supply
of Foods and Feedstuffs Is Empha-
sized—More Hogs Demanded
—S8outh Is Urged to Feed

Itself.

Washington, D, O.—The plunting of
an Increased acreage to spring wheat
and the production of an Inereased sup-
ply of other food products and of live
stock, especially hogs, Is recommend-
ed In a supplementary food production
program issued by the United States
department of agriculture.

This program re-emphasizes and am-
plifies the food-production program
for 1018 Issued by the department In
August, 1917, and other suggestions
made in the fall and the first of this
year regarding Inereased pork produc.
tion and Increased production of food-
stuffs In the South. Taken In connec-
tlon with the recommendations previ-
ously made, 1t suggests in full the pro-
posals which the department thinks It
desirable to offer with a view to se-
cure enough meat and dairy prod-
ucts, cerenls, sugar and other staple
and perishable foods, wool and cotton
for the natlon, Its armles, and the al-
Hes. It gives suggestions for the ap-
proaching spring operations, based
upon the latest avallable Information
as to the condition of the fall-planted
crops of winter wheat and rye and as
to the number of meat and dalry anl-
mals reported for 1017. They repre-
sent the best thought of the special-
ists of the department who have had
the benefit of advice from sagricultu-
ral leaders throughout the country.

Our Best Efforts Required.

“Notwithstanding an Increased pro-
duction of staple crops Iin the United
Btates In 1917, there I8 need for more
food,” the program states, "Taking
into account our own needs, the needs
of the nations associated with us In
this war, and the needs of friendly
neutral natlons, our best efforts will
bhe required to provide enough food In
1018. Whether the war continues or
not, the demands on this country, be-
cause of the lucreasing population and
the needs of Europe will be great. An
eapecially strong demand will be mnde
on this country for meats and live
stock. In 1017, notwithstanding the
meny difficulties encountered, the
farmers planted the largest ncreages
in the history of the nation, harvested
record crops of most things except
whent, and succeeded In greatly in-
crensing the number of live.stock."

“The situation Ig such that chief em-
phasls should be given to the produe-
tion of the great staple food products,
with specinl stress on wheat and hogs,
the leading war foods."

The South Is urged to provide food
for Its own people and feed for its live
stock and then to plant as much cotton
as can well be cultivated and harvest-
ed., To ralsers of hogs and beef ani-
mals the world need for meats and
fats I8 made clear. Farmers are urged
to join with the men on the ranges in
providing sheep whose wool Is needed
to equip soldlers.

The program discusses the farm la-
bor problem, points out the lines of ef-
fort for relief, and outlines the actlvi-
tlea of the federal and state agencles
to furnish assistance,

Spring Wheat.

In dealing with the gquestion
spring wheat, the program states:

The acreage of spring wheat should
be Inoreased in order to make certain
that we shall have an adequale suppiy
of wheat for our own uses and to meet
the needs of the allies.

“While the aren of winter wheat
sown In 1917 was the Inrgest on record,
the conditlon of the crop, us reported
on December 1, was the lowest ever
recorded, Indicating a probuble produe-
tion of only 540000000 bushels,
Whether the actual produetion will be
greater or less than the estimnte will
depend upon conditions prevalling be-
tween now and the time of harvest. If
there were planted to spring whent In
the United States this year an acrenge
equal to the sum of the record plunting
in each spring wheat state within the
last ten years, there would be sown ap-
proximately 23.3800,000 acres. ' If there
should be planted an ncreage equal to
the sum of the record planting for each
state within the last five years there
would be sown approximately 21,000,
000 acres. The record planting for any
year was 20,451,000, In 1911, The ucre-
nge for 1017 was 18,511,000,

“The department of agriculture has
carefully studled all these records and
other data In connection with the pres-
ent war eonditions and needs, and be-
lleves that it will be possible (his year
to secure un acreage lu excess of the
record acreage which was planted In
1011, It is belleved that Increased
acreages can be secured In states and
sectlons where spring-wheat production
is known to be reasonably promising,
and that such Increases can be made
without vpsetting furm plans,

The total acreage will be greatly In-
fluenced by what Is done In Minnesota,
North Dakota, Montana and Idaho,
where the cond{tions have not been the
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most favorable and where, In some sees
tions, tlicy have been decldedly unfa-
vorable during the past two yours,
North Dukotu's nerenge In the Iast five
vears was thnt of 1017—7.000,000 ; Min-
nesoin's, 8,200,000 in 1917 ; Montann's,
90,000 1o 1913, and Idaho's, 200,000 in

1818, North Dakota's record nerenge
In the Inst five years was 8,350,000 in
1015 Minnesota's 4,150,000 In 1013
Montann's 1,122,000 In 1017, and Ida-
ho's 875,000 In 1M7, North Dakota's

five-yenr average (1012:10168)  was
TOLT7.000; Minnesotn's 3.905,000; Mon
tana's 666,000, and Tduho's 281,000

Montana's annunl planting has shown
Inerenses during the last four years as
follows: 101415, 321,000; 101516
IRG,000; 101617, 187.000. What llwm
states enn do this spring it 1= diflenit
to datermine,

It Is hoped that many farmers, espe.
cinlly In the northern part of the corn
belt, will find 1t possible to plant five

to ten acres addittonal in wheat., In '

some cases they will plant more, In
A number of states In the eastern and
central portions of the country where
spring wheat has not been grown In
recent years, the crop Is now being re
extablishied and It s recommended that
this movement be encournged.

To n small extent the acreage In

outs, If necessary, could be reduced In
the interest of whent. Likewise, n
very small portion of the saereage

which normally would be planted to
corn in the northern part of the eorn
belt might be sown to spring wheat.
If the acreage of spring wheat Indi-
cated for some of the states cannot be
planted, the burley acreage, which s
known to grow better in some loeall-
tles, might be incrensed. The use of
barley for food Is inereasing In this
country and It Is a welcome food In
Europe.
Summary of Other Recommendations.
Following Is & summary of other lm-
portant recommendations regarding
cereals, ment, poultry, and perishables,
Hogs. The number of hogs should

be Increased by at least 15 per cent |

during the yvear 1018,

Sugar. Effort should bhe made to
muintain the acreage of sugar cane and
sugar beets, and to Increase these
areas in so far as these crops are well
established or are necessary to sound
ngricultural practice.

Production of satisfactory substi-
tutes for sugar, Including sorghum,
corn and cane sirup, maple products
and honey can and should be In-
creased,

Sorghum slrup, {t I8 polnted out, may
be produced In nearly every state In
the Union, and increased production of
sorghum sweets would enable the pub-
lle to conserve siill further the sugar
wupply In the form most available for
transportation to our soldiers,

Dairy Products. The supply of dairy
products should be maintained to meet
the needs of this country and to help
supply the Increasing demands of the
allles.

Poultry. Poultry production should
be Inereased greatly, especlally in back
yards and on farms where waste mate-
rial I8 avallabla and the purchase of
expensive grains and other material Is
not required,

Corn. An ncreage of corn approxi-
mately equal to that of 1017 should be
planted, with possible slight reductions
in certaln sectlons to free areas for
spring whent,

Oats, Barley, Rice, Buckwheat and
Flaxseed. The area In oats should be
malntalned, especlally In reglons and
on solls which are not so well adapted
to other grains, but with a small reduc-
tlom to provide for Increasing the
wheat acreage. Barley production
should be increased In regions where
It grows best, especlally In the north-
ern edge of the corn belt and In sec-
tlons north and west of the belt; and
rice, buckwheat and flaxseed produc-
tlon should he malntained and, if pos.
sible, increased,

Grain Sorghums. The production of
graln sorghums (kafir, milo, feteritn,
etc.)  should be increased greatly
throughout the drier portion of the
Plains region, Kafire are the most
certain grain crops in this section and
they can he made to supplement wheat
as human food and to replace corn as
animasal food.

Potatoes. The normal acreage of
Irlsh and sweet potatoes should be
maintained In 1018, notwithstanding |
the large crops in 1917,

Hay, Forage and Pastures. Wher-
ever feasible, the area devoted to hay,
forage and slluge crops should be In-
creased and these products should be
used to a greater extent in place of
gralns and other concentrates.

Beef Animals. The number of beef
animals should be maintalned and, In
areas where It is clearly the best range
and farm practice, should be increased.

Beans, Peas and Peanuts. The pro-
duction of beans and peas should be
incrensed In reglons to whieh they are
udapted, because of thelr high food
vilue, keeplng qunlities, and avallabil-
ity for domestie or export trade., Soy
beans and peanuts should be Ingereased
in order to supplement beans and peas
a8 human. food, as a source of much
needed oll, and as anlmal feeds,

Perishables. (n) Market gardens
near Inrge consuming centers should
be Incrensed so us to meet, as nearly
a8 possible, the needs of the eommuni-
ty. angd In order to obviate the neces-
sity of transporting soch products
from distant points.

It 18 Important to do all that 18 pos-
gible to relleve the struln upon trans-
portation facilities,

(b) The planting of home gardens,

especially for fumlly needs and for
preserving food for future use, again
should be emphasized.
(¢) The commerclial production of
perishubles generally should be In-
creagsed nbove normal wherever It ls
reasonably eclear that transportation
and marketing facilities will be avall-
abla,

Shipyards to Win or Lose.

“Those who give thelr strength and
influence to the speedy construction of
ships render service that Is patriotic
and highly essential to the successful

Plans for the organization of the
Shipyard Volunteers were lald with
the vlew to Interfere as little as possi-
ble with the private Industrial con-
cerns and to eause the minimum of
inconvenlence to the workers them-
nelves,

Under this system, when an acety-
lene or electrical welder, blacksmith,
boller maker, carpenter or any other
of the akllled workers or laborers is en-
rolled, he need not fear that he will he
