Expansion of Armed Forces Out-
standing Feature of Period.

1,628,924 MEN IN. THE ARMY

OfMclal Review eof Twalve Monthe
Activities Shows What Various
Departments of Government
Have Done.

“The United Btates has been an Ac-
tive participant in the great world war
for one year. At the opening of the
second year the government commit-
tes on publie information has Issued a
review of the first twelve months of
hostilities, showing what has been
done by varlous branches of the gov-
ernment to place the Unlted States In
& position to play an effective part In
the ultimate defeat of Germany and
her allles. The committes on public
information says that all statements
contalned In the followlng summiary of
the review are authorized by the war
department, navy department, United
Btates shipping board and treasury

department,

The outstanding feature of the first
yoar of war, it I8 pointed out
| In the review, has been the transfor-
wation of the standing army and Na-
tional Guard, composed of 9,024 ofll-
cers and 202,510 men Into a fighting

ficers and 1,028,024 eulisted wen.
I A statement of the adjutant general
| shows that the regular army which in
| April, 1917, comprised 0,701 oflicers
and 121,797 men, now Is made up of
10,008 officers and 503,142 men. The
Natlonal Guard In April, 1917, includ-
| ed 8,738 officers and 76,718 men, while

431,088 men. The reserve corps in
service one year ago included 4,000
men. Now It includes 98,210 officers
and 77,800 men. The Natlonal army,
which did not exist one year ago, now
includes 516,830 men.

A wsubstantinl vanguard (milltary
[ expediency prohibiting publieation of

actual numbers) of this army Is meet-
| ing the enemy In France today or Is en-
camped there awalting the call to the
trenches; In 10 cantonments and 18
camps and on numerous aviation flelds
and in a variety of other schools in
all parts of the United States the men
of the remalning army are hardening
and training for thelr part in the great
contest oversens.

Behind the activities of this vast
force lles a great Industry organized
to produce an adequate supply of mu-
pnitlons, equipment, and provigions,
and to provide transportation to the
firing line, nlmost every branch of
esgential industry of the country hav-
ing been drawn upon to produce these
material requirements,

Expeditionary Forces,

Military necessity particularly for-
bids a detalled review of the activities
of the American expeditionary forces.

General Pershing and hls staff ar-
rived In Parls on June 14, 1017, 69
days after the declaration of war, The
first American troops arrived In
France on June 26. On July 4, In cel-
ebration of our natal day and a new
fight for liberty, American troops pa-
raded the streets of Paris and were
greeted as the forerunners of great
American armies and vast quantities
of supplies and ammunitions.

On October 10, 1917, 187 days after
the war was declared, American sol-
diers went on the firing line. In Jan-
vary American soldlers took over per-
manently a part of the line as an
American sector, and this line is grad-
ually lengthening.

Behind the fighting line in France
the American forces have sclentifically
prepared s groundwork of camps, com-
munications, supply bases, and works
In anticipation of operations by the
full force of the army. They are
bullding and have built rallroads, hos-
pitals, ordnance bases, and docks In
France, They have constructed im-
mense barracks; erected sawmlills, re-
claimed agricultural lands, snd car-
ried forward many Incldental enter-
prises,

The construction & an ordnance
base in France, costing $25,000,000, |s
now well under way, Great quantities
of material used In the foreign con-
struction work have been shipped from
the United BStates—from fabricated
ironwork foran ordnance shop to nails
and crossties for rallroads, and even
the plles to bulld docks.

All the while there has been a fu.rly
even flow of men and materials from
the United States to France. The men
in the trenches, back of the lines, on"
the construction projects, and in the
hospitals have been steadily supplied.
Our losses at sea, In men and mnate«
rials, have been gratifylngly small
The greatest single loss occurred on
February B, when the British ship
Tuscania was torpedoed and sunk.
The bodies of 144 soldlers, en route to
Prance, have been found and 55 others
were still missing on March 16.

To secure an adequate number of
competent officers to lead the new
armies various plans ‘were devised,
Two classes at West Polnt were grad-
"uated in advance of the usual gradu-
ating dates and special examinations
were held in various parts of the coun-
try for appolntments from eclvil life.
Three series of officers’ tralning camps
have been held. Of 63,208 candidates
in the fisst two serles of camps 44,478
qualified and were awarded commis-
sions. In the third series of camps,

now it comprises 16,803 officers and ]

opened January 8, 1018, about 18,000

eandidates, conslsting largely of en-
listed men, have been In attendance.
Corps of Engineers.

At the beginning of the war the en-
gineer troops conaisted of three regl
ments of ploneer engineers, with
trains, one mounted company, oneé en-
gineer detachment at West Polat. The
aggregate strength was approximaite-
ly 4126 ofMcers and _enlisted men. At
present the maggregate authorized
strength Is over 200,000, with an act-
ual strength of approximately 120,000,

Of the special engineer units re-
crulted for service on rallways and In
the malntenance of lines of communi-
catlon, many are already In France
and others are awalting recrultment
to full strength in order to be ready
for oversens service, The first en-
gineer troops, 1,100 strong, to be sent
abroad, arrived In France about three
months after war was declared, Since
that time the number has been greatly
augmented. These troops have been
constantly enghged In general en-
gineering work, Including the con-
structlon of rallways, docks, wharves,
cantonments, and hospitals for the use
of the Ameriean expeditionary forces.
They have, In some Instances, in the
performance of thelr duties, engaged
In nctlve combat with the enémy.

Ordnance Department.

Since the outhrenk of war the
commissioned personnel of the ord-
nance department has expanded from
07T officers, operating with vearly ap-
propriantions of about £14.000,000 and
with manufncture Inrgely conflned to
government arsenals, to 5,000 officers
In this country and abrond, transacting
an unprecedented war program for the
supply of ordnance, the total direct
appropriations and contract authoriza-
tions for one year having been $4,-
750,508,185, 1

The ordnance storage properties
embrace separate warehouse bulldings
and miles of rallroad siding, all com-
prehended within the depot premises,
which are Inclosed by electrieally
charged wire barriers and lighted and
patrolled with unremitting vigllance.
One of these depots, now under con-
structlon, will Ineclude 100 =eparate
bulldings and 50 mlles of rallrond spe-
clally bullt to serve the depot's needs,
The supply division of the ordnonee
department handles material amount-
ing to approximately 10,000 ecarlonds a
month,

While building the foundation for
greater production, the ordnance de-
partment has provided 1,400,000 rifie®;
has brought the rate of rifle production
up to 45000 per week, sufficlent to
equip three army divisions; secured
deliverles on more than 17,000 ma-
chine guns; brought the rnte of pro-
duction of machine guns from 20,000
ta 225,000 per year; Incrensed the rate
of production of 3%-Inch to 9-inch eall-
bér guns from 1,500 to 15,000 per year;
and has arranged for the manufacture
of some 85000 motortrucks and trac-
tors for haullng heavy guns and am-

munition, which are being dellvered

nlmost as fast as they can be shipped.

One billlon rounds of ammunition
has been purchased for the tralning
of troops In the cantonments alone.

An ldea of the extent of the ord-
nance program may be gailned from
the following few Items of purchase:
Twenty-three milllon hand grenades,
725,000 automatic pistols, 250,000 re-
volvers, 28,000,000 projectiles for nll
callbers of heavy artillery, 427,240,000
pounds of exploszives, 240,000 machine
guns, and 2,484,000 rifles,

The orduance problem, however, Is
no less one of quallity than of quantity
production. The American soldler s
belng provided with weapons which
glve him an additlonnl safeguard to
itfe and a further guaranty of victory.

Achlevements of ' the ordnafce de-
partment incldde the Browning ma-
chine rifle, model of 1918, and the
Browning machine gun, heavy type.
model of 1018, production of the for-
mer now being on a quantity basis by
machine process, while similar produc-
tion of the heavier type Is Imminent.

The heavy Browning machine gun,
water cooled,. In a government test
fired 20,000 shots In 48 minutes and
16 seconds without malfunction.

Quartermaster

The magnitude of the work of the
quartermaster corps is Indicated by
the operation of the subsistence div!
ston, which Is charged with the re-
sponsibllity of seeing that food sup-
plies for the army are avallable at all
statlons from the Philippines to Lor
ralne. Purchases recently made In
cluded 40,000,000 pounds dried beans.
116,000,000 cans baked beans of the
1017 crop, 65,184,475 cans of tomatoes,
£1,000,000 cant of condensed milk, and
20,287,000 pounds of prunes,

The estublishment of the subsistence
division centralized the purchases of
foodstuffs for the army, previous to
which such products were distribute
through the depot quartermaster. KEf-
fective January 1, the centrn! contro!
system has resulted In greater effi-
clency and a big saving. In January,
for instance, $100,000 was saved under
this system as compared with the
prices obtalned by depot quartermas-
ters, and in February a saving of
$30,740 was made on potatoes alone.
The central control system s still be-
Ing. perfected.

Production of 10,000 new automobile
trucks {8 In progress for the army, In
addition to purchases of 8.520 passen-
ger cars, 6,126 motorcycles, and 5,040
bicycles, with appropriate repalr and
replacement equipment,

In three months the cantonment ai-
vislon of the quartermnster general's
department bullt 18 eantonments, ench
one practieally a small eity, compris-
Ing about 1,400 separate bulldings and
providing quarters for 47,000 men.

In the construction of these 18 can-
tonments over 22,000 Individual build-
ings of many types were erected for
the housing of the National army
while in trailning. The construction
cost  epproximately  $136,000,000,

sightly more than twice the cost of

buliding the Panama canal. The econ-

tractors’ profits on the several con-

tracta averaged only 2.08 per cent
Alr Service.

The alr service has been called
upon In the past 12 months to build
an enormous structure of the most
highly tralned personnel and the most
Intricate equipment with practically
no foundation®o sta®t from.

Three Inrge appropriations, Inelud-
