North Carolina
Led Colonies in
Freedqj_n’s Fight

T is popularly supposed that the

Independence of the United States

begnn on a Fourth of July In Phil-

adelphla, but down In the Old
North State I8 s community that
threw off the British yoke more than
a year before the

Tumult in the city,
In the guaint old Quaker town

annonaced the first general step to-
ward the freedom of the colonles.

In 1760 the British parlinment passed
the stamp anct. When the first sloop of
war arrived off Cape Fear from Eng-
Iand earrying stamped paper the peo-
ple terrorized the captain until he was
afrald to land his stuff, and then they
captured the stamp officer from the

But North Caro-
lina had found
that she had n
power when the
people arose, und
the English
Crown was never
agnin sure of it§
ground in the col-
ony.

The people as-
serted the right
of free  nssem-
blage after that,
and the assump-
tion led to numer-
ous clashes with
the governor un-
til in May, 1771,
the governor, with soldiers, proceeded
against a band of men calling them-
selves Regulators; and a few miles
north of Southern Plnes a battle was
fought in. which more than 100 casunl-
MHes occurred on both sldes, nearly two
score belng killed. This was the first
bloodshed In the Revolution, The In-
judiclous governor, whose force was
victorlous, aroused further hatred on
the part of the people by hanglng a
number of his prisoners, Herman
Husbands, the leader of the Regula-
itors, escaped and went to Pittsburgh,
'‘where he gettled, dying later at Phila-
delphla,

The feeling was fanned by the, ex-

convention was held at Newbern in Au-
gust, 17974, The meeting of the colonial
leglslature, which followed, practically
endorsed the radieal views of the eon-
ventlon, which was proclaimed by the
governor to he anarchy, The result wis
that the legisiature was dissolved and
the governor took refuge on a shlp of
wur In Cape Fear river.

In May, 1775, the people of Mecklen-
hurg county had a convention, and
they took occasion, nearly 14 months
before the Declaration of Independence
was Issued at Philadelphin, to say
that—

Ringing Declaration.

“We declare ourselves n free and
independent people; nre and of right
ought to be a sovereign and indepen-
dent self-governing assoclation, under
no power than that of our God and
the general government of congress,
To the malinte-
nance of which in-
dependence we
golemnly pledge
to each other our
mutual co-opera-
tion, our lives,
our fortunes and
our most sacred
honor,"

The econvention
that adopted such
startling  resolu-
tions of indepen-
dence undertook
to lay the founda-
tion for n govern-
ment for North
Caroling untll a
sultable and sta-
ble form could be
provided by con-
gress, and from
that dny the au-
thority of the British erown was exhib-
ited only during those few times when
Cornwallls made hls ventures with
more or less varyving success on the
territory of the colony,

North Carolinn wns the first of the
colonies to have an English settlement,
the first to shed blood in the war for
Independence, and the first to glve ut-
terance In explicit form to that inde-
pendence, Nor was the deeclaration of
the people of Mecklenburg the sole
manifestation of the sentiment In the
matter, At Fayetteville, on Cape Fear
river below Southern Plnes, gnother
Declarntion of Independence ante
dated that of Philadelphia. The peo-
ple in Comberland county, of which
Fayvetteville Is the eaplital, {ssued thelr
statement In June of 1775, inslsting
that resort to arms was justified, and
pledging each other to gacrifice life
and fortune to the freedom and safety
of an oppressed people, In April, 1776,
still before the Philadelphin Declura-
tion of Independence, the provinelal

Some Tory Sentiment.

All of this sectlon of North Caroling
was not enthusiastie In the Declarntion
of Independence, A portlon of the set-
tlers were ardent Torles—so ardent,
in faet, that it wns not until the war
of 1812 that the Scotch of Cape Fear
valley finally turned away absolutely
from the royal standard.

The story is one of gingular misfor
tune. The Cape Fear valley was sef-
tled largely by
the adherents of
the Stuart famlily,
which met with
such disaster nt
Culloden that
many of the fol-
lowers of the Pre-
tender were bun-
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for taking up
arms agalnst the
British crown. Be-
fore these people
were permitted to
snll  they
sworn on a hind-
ing oath to e
loyal  henceforth
to the English
king. When the
sertlers arount
them  in North
Carolinn were ris
ing ngailnst the
royal governor, declaring Indeper
dence, refusing to pny stamp taxes,
making new constitutions and fighting
