Allies Continue Their Advance in
Picardy Steadily but
More Slowly.

ROYE AND NOYON IN DANGER

First American Field Army is Formed
—Situation in Austria and Russia
Improved—Man-Power Bill In.
troduced in the Senate.

Moving more slowly but steadily and
with determinntion, the uliles  lust
week  pushed the Germnns  further
back in Picardy. Generul von Boehin,
the Hun “retreat speciallst,” having
been plaeed in command on the Somme
front, put up an inereasingly strong
resistanes to protect his withdrawal,
nnd the fighting beenme rather loenl-
lzowd, The fiercest straggle was towaied
the sotith end of the bttle lne, where
the rench were forcing thelr way to-
wird Noyon, Overcoming trewendons
resistance, they drove the
from wost of the mnssir or heighis of
Lassizny enrly in the weck, and nlso
moved forward in the Oise  vulley,
Then they gained a secure footing on
the Thiescourt platesu and thas dom-
inated most of the country northeast
of them for miiles, This movement snd
the unceasing pressure of the Diritish
from the northward hmperiled the en-
emy's positlon In Roye, saithough he
rlung with desperation to that elty
and to Chaulnes further north.  Along
much of the line he was holding he
had the advastange of the old trenches
and wire entunglements built by him
prior to July, 1916,

Whether Von Boehm would eleet to
