THE GREAT WAR

Reorganized Serbian Army Starts
an Important Offensive on
the Saloniki Front.

BULGARIANS ARE IN FLIGHT

Franco-British Forces Closing Down
on 8t. Quentin Despite Strong Re-
sistance—Americans Shelling
Metz—Austria’s Peace Sug-
gestion Promptly Re-

Jected,

With a regenerated and reorgannized
army, Serbin took the lead lnst week
in smushing the Hun and his allies.
Alided by French and Greek contin-
goents, the invd-ighting Serbinns struck
nt the Suloniki front held by the Bul-
gorinns and  certain German  uunits.
They struck hard, too, and within three
days had advanced 12 miles on o 20-
mile front, taking 50 towns, Including
the strongest of the enewmy positions,
At first the resistance wng stubborn,
but by Thursday the Bulgarians were
reported In full retreat and the Ser-
bians pursulng them day and night
The enemy threw In fresh divisions,
but In valn, for they too were com-
pletely defeated. So swift were the
flight and the pursult that the Serblans
had not hnd time to count the great
number of prisoners taken or to estl-
wate the quantities of materinl that
fell into thelr hands.

This Serblan advance by the end of
the week wans seriously menacing the
city of Prillp, one of the chlef bases
of the central powers in Macedonin. It
is not beyond the bounds of possibil-
ity that It muay Inter be connected up
with the operations of the allies in Al-
banin, of which little has been heard
Intely., A good muny authorities long
have held the opinlon that the war ean
be brought to n successful end soonest
by a great offensive In the Balkan re-
glon, cutting off Turkey and DBulgaria
fiom thelr nllles nand threatening Aus-
tria from the south,

——

With the Franco-British pincers
slowly but surely closing down on St.
Quentin, the French and Americans
in possession of the western end of
the Chemin-des-Dames and steadlly
pushing toward Luon and the Yankees
firmly established on thelr new lines
in Lorraine, shelllng Metz and threat-
ening the great iron and coal flelds of
the Briey basin, the German high com-
mand Inst week was still clinging to
the Hindenburg line through most of
Its length. The Huns had massed vast
numbers of long-range guns and were
resisting desperately, but thelr Inereas-
ing dearth of man power was becom-
Ing more evident dully, and the pris
oners taken, though well fed and
clothed, were despondent and tired,

After severnl days of preparatory
operntions Fleld Marshnl Halg on Wed-
nesday attacked on a 16mile front
nerthwest of 8t. Quentin, from Gou-
He-

 fore nightfall the British had smashed

ahend to a depth of three miles, taking
Pelzlere, La Vergulere, Epehy, Rons-
soy, Villeret and other towns and bag-
ging more than 0,000k prisoners, The
primary ohject of the drive, which was
wade in a hard rolpstorm, was to gain
possession of the old Britlgh trench
system of Iast March, running along
an lmportant ridge. Many of the hest
fightlng units In the German army were
opposed to Halg's men, but the latter at-
tnined thelr object In the maln and st
some polnts went further than had
been expected. The artillery work of
the Germans, especinlly with high ve-
loclty guns massed behind the 8t
Quentin cannl, was more severe than
for a long time hefore,

Simultaneously with Halg's attnek,
the French hit the Boches on a ten-
mile front gouth of 8t. Quentin, ndvane-
ing more than a mile and taking four
villages and hundreds of prisoners.
Military critles express no doubt of
the ultimate fall of 8t. Quentin, but
the enemy Is sure to pnt up a long,

hinrd fight before he evacuantes
keystone position.

Stubbornly hanging on to the west
end of the Chemin-des.Dames and lm-
proving thelr positions  there, the
Freneh repulsed many flerce attacks
lust week and advanced towanrd Loon
plong the southern edge of the St
Cohaln  forest, The entire platesu
southwest of Luaon Is under the fire
of thelr artillery, and though they were
moving forward with due eaution, tliey
showwl no intentlons of stopping.

On the new Ameriean front in
French Lorraine the Infantry activity
during the week was confined mostly
to operations for the solldifying of po-
sitions, though the Yankees did push
forward along the Meuse for a con-
siderable galn. Thils brought Metz un-
der the fire of thelr artillery and the
bombardment of that great fortress
city bepun st onee and vigorously, It
scems that the allles are now In a po-
sition to keep up the shelling of Motz
during the fall and winter, i neces-
sury, and thus its reduction, virtually
lmpossible by direet attack, may be
accomplishied, The Germans now ad-
it the hmportaonee of the Americnn
drive on the St, Mihiel salient, but the
deception of their people through the
ofliclal reports continues, ns exempll-
fied by the statement, one day last
week, thnt Amerienn attacks on Hou-
mont had been repulsed and the Yan-
kees also had been beaten at Thinu-
mont, At that time Houmont had been
snfely held by the Amerleans for three
dnys nand Thinumont was nlready five
mlles behlod Pershing's lines, Fresnes,
an Important eity, also was tauken by
the Yankees last week, and the line
bullt by them now runs parallel with
the Hindenburg line at an avernge dis-
tunce of u mile and a half. FEvery day
the German artillery has been deluging
the old sallent with explosive and gas
shells, and the Amerlcan gunners have
replied most effectively, battering the
towns held by the Huns and several
times breaking up attempted Infantry
attncks, with severe loss to the enemy.
The alrmen on both sldes were extra-
ordinarily active and the Americans
currled out o number of highly sue-
cessful bombing expeditions over en-
emy territory. In one of these, how-
ever, a superior force was encountered
and five of our planes were lost, Inci-
dentally, the Dritish reported that In
the St. Quentin sector the Germans
were using o new type of plune that
carrles elght men and bombs 18 feet
long and welghing 2,000 pounds.’

——

All along the west front the alr
fighting wus most intense. In one
day the British brought down 00 enemy
planes and lost 16, which Indicates the
fierceness of the struggle for the mas-
tery of the alr. The independent Brit-
Ish alr squadrons kept up thelr fine
work In the bombing of German cltles,
notably Mannhelm, Metz-Sablons,
Treves and Frankfort, This brings
howls from the Huns which are musle
to the allled enr.

——

The bolshevik forces In Russia, for
which some victorles were clalmed
early In the week, later were reported
to be retreating on both the northern
and southern fronts, The Czecho-
Slovaks along the Volga continued
thelr ndvance, and the fuct that they
captured Perm, capltal of the govern-
ment of that name, Indleated they were
in a falr way to effeet the function of
the forces which are fighting In west-
ern Slbera with those whilch have been
enguged In southenstern Russin.  As
was predicted, the Jupanese consors do
not permit much news to come from
the ullied expedition in Siberin, but
what does come 18 satisfactory,

In Iussin the relgn of terror instl-
tuted by the bolshevikl to suppress the
counter revolution continues snd un-
known numbers of the opponents of
Lenine nnd Trotzky have beon mas-
suered, The Ameriean government lnst
week Issued a series of articles expos-
ing those two preclous rascnls as the
pald asgents of Germany, giving the
text of many gecret documents obe
talned by an agent of the committee
on publie Information. All this made
