With the cheers of thousands of

ing In his ears, President Wilson salled
away for Europe on December 4, on
his mission of world pence-making. As

leonvoy, the battleship Pennsylvania
{lnd five destroyers. It was a pleasant
|@oincidence that the presidentinl party
'met several transports thronged with
!Amorlcan troops Just sent home from
{England and France,
| Mr, Wilson, it was expected, would
iland at Brest about December 12 and
'proceed at once to Parls, where the
‘residence of Prince Murut has been
|prepared for him. The other delegutes
and most of the rest of the large party
‘will be housed In the Hotel Crillon,
| The president Is assured of a wWarm
/and even enthuslastlc welcome in
'‘France, Great Brituln and Italy, FHis
arrival In Europe will be scarcely less
iwelcome to the people of what were
the central emplres. The governments
jof those states, distracted und dighev.
elled, look to Mr. Wilson to mollify
the entente powers and obtaln for
{thetn less rigorous peace terms than
ithe erimes of the Tentons have de-
served. Whether he will be uble to
accomplish thig, or even will attempt It,
vemalos to be seen, The president has
Aot taken Into his confidence the cons
#resa or the people of America, pos-
aibly because he could not guess, prior
'to conferences with the representatives
of the entente natlons, how far he
might dare to go In the way of human-
Atarianism. They are willing and enger
to confer with him on all mutters and
doubtless will defor to his judgment
in many things, but they huve thelr
own very certuln ldeas as to the tpent-
ment that ehould be aecorded the Gen
mnn pation aud people,

One of these fdeas 18 that the ex-
kalser must be put on trial for murder
and, If found gullty-—the " might ns
well be “when"—must be ndequntely
punished. The best legnl nuthorities
of Evglund and Frunce ugree that Wil.
llam can be extradited from Holluud,
and there Is no doubt that in any
event enough pressure  could be
brought to Induce the Duteh to glve

im up. From the beglnning of the
war the English und French have de-
termined thut Willlam should ultimates
1y be brought to Justiee personally,
and there is ample renson for the (le-
pression from which the deposed rulep
18 suld to be suffering at Amerongen,
The former crown prince, who, by the
Way, suys he hus not yet renvunced
his rights to the throne, muy wso be
put ou trlal. He, In his Dutch retroat,
hns been telling how he and his fithep
were forced Into all thelr OULryZeous
actlons by the milltary elique and
Bethmann-Holweg, He also tries to
shift to others the blume for the ter-
rific defeats his army sustained.
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Another fixed Iutenilon of the en-
tente powers Is to compel Germuny to
pay to the limit of her capancity. Her
abllity to make inuneclal repuration for
the damage her armies have done |Is
andoubted. The measures to be adopt-
od by the sllles are yet unsettied. Ger-
mAny's state-owned mineral, conl and
potash depowits nod rallways alope nre
worth vastly more than the clalma of
the allles will amount to, and 1t 1y not
unlikely that those will be selzed. In

This question of reparation brings
up the mutter of a commercinl boyecott.
Mnny nuthorlities assert that the only
way Germany enn pny will be by ob-
talnine raw materinls from the coun-
tries sliv hins been fighting nnd selling
her products o thelr markets, Very
Hkely the pence conference will decinre
ngainst the boycott Iden, but it wil
not be §o ensy to persunde the peoples
of the allled natlons to buy German-
mnde goods, Most of them would pre-
fer to see Germany reduced to the po-
sition she hus enrned for herself, to
have such money as cnn be taken from
her, and to let the rest of the finuncial
reparntion go by the board., Austrin,
too, Is making the loud wall for raw
materinls and markets. Dr. Frunz
Kleln, who will represent at the pence
conference the so-called Austrian re-
publie, provided he 18 ndmitted, Is re-
lying especlally on Amerlea to be
“fulr” and to solve the troubles of the
Inte emplre so that all the republics
enn lve Lo peace and prosperity. Some
Job !

Condltlona In Germany are almost
a8 uncertnin ns In Russia after the
fall of Kerensky. Just who or what
cowmprises the government it Is hard to
say. FPremier Ebert and his moderate
soclallst collengues are still the noml-
nal rulers of Prussin, but Dr. Karl
Liebknecht and hls Spartacus group
of soclulists—the German equivalent
of the Dbolsheviki—are vigorously
fighting to get the upper hand. They
are especlaly strong In Berlin, which
s In a state of great disorder. It Is
reported that Liebknecht has 15,000
men well armed and Is planning a ter
rorist revolution. IHe reviles Ebert for
asking food from Ameriea, for, since
this 1s conditioned on the malntenance
of order, It Is “ylelding to a eapltallat
effort to beat bolshevik alms.” Liebe
knecht's organ, the Red Flag, demands
the dismissal of officers nnd the
choosing by soldiers of thelir leaders;
the lmmediate arming of the revolu-
tlonary workmen and the disarming of
all other organizations; the destruc-
tion of capitallsm, the anuulment of
war loans and the soclalization of all
business,

The soldlers’ and workmen's coun-
clls of Germany have demnnded that
the ex-kalser be trled by a German®
tribunal, which would probably be
the best he could hope for.

In many parts of Germuny there 18
sWIft renctlon against the bolshevik
movement, und It threatens to grow
into & counter-revolution, with the pos-
sible restoration of the monarchy,
This 18 fostered by many offlcers gnd
supported by certaln units of the
army.
