CURRENT EVENTS

Germans Given Another Week to
Complete Their Protests
Against the Treaty.

ALLIES CONCEDING NOTHING

Yronic Replies to Brockdorfl-Rantzau's
Notes—Displeased American Ex-
perts Resign—Wilson's Stand
on Wartime Prohihition
Arouses Storm — Suf.
frage Winning In
Congress.

Stalllng and playing for time by
handing In many voluminous protests
and promising to produce many more,
the German delegates to the pesce con.
Perence succeeded Inst week In guining
an extension of time to May 20 for
making their full reply to the treaty
terms. To expedite the work DBroek-
dorfl-Rantznu asked leave for n gpe-
clal train to take printing presses and
printers to Versallles,

Among the notes, he sald, that are
to bhe presented to the allles were
those deallng with Alsace-Lorraine,
with the occupled territorles, with the
extent and discharge of the repara-
tions obligation undertaken by Ger-
wany, with labor laws, with German
private property In enemy countries,
and with territorial questions In the
east,

The answers of the allles to the
notes alrendy submitted by the Ger:
mans could not have given the latter
much encourngement o8 to results.
When they complalned of the taking of
mines and nitrate beds they were told
the treaty did not prevent thelr buying
minerals and nitrates from other na-
tions; when they ohbjected to the loss
of their mercantile shipping and the
consequent loss of employment for
thelr sallors, they were reminded that
the allles were not #Aus nenrly com-
pensated for thelr losses due to sub-
marine ravages; and when they sald
Germany would be unahle to feed her
population If deprived of agricultural
lands, they were told the reduction of
population through the loss of territory
left her fewer mouths to feed, and the
Germans could easlly obtaln agricul-
tural produets from other countries.

The attitunde of the allled delegntes
in that their countries have suffered
far too much already, nnd It Is the
turn of Germany, and they assert the
German people cannot shirk the re-
gponsibllity for the war because of a
partial and perhaps nominal change In
their form of government and In its
personalitles. Such, Indeed, was the
substance of the reply of the councll
of four to the German note regnrding
reparations, In which the Hun dele-
gates declared Germnny wounld not ad-
mit responsibility. They were told It
wAs too late to tnke such a position
and that 1t was impossible to disasso-
clate responsibllity from reparation.
Having nsserted the German people
would not have undertaken n war of
nggression, they are reminded that
they approved of Secretary Lansing's
note of November 0, 1018, In whieh It
*vas stated that the ohligatlon to

nke reparastion “arises out of Ger-
Mmany's ageression by land, sea and
alr.” The Germans nsked that the re-
port of the commlission on responsibil-
Ity be communiented to them ; this was
peremptorily refused.

Of course It Is apparent that In try-
Ing to diselalm the responsibllity of
the German people for the war of ag-
gression the Berlin delegates are rely-
ing on Presldént Wilson's early conten-
tion that America wns making war not
on the German people but on the
military autocracy that was oppressing
them. After a while he admitted he
was disillusloned by reallzation that
the German people heartily supported
thelr government as long as they were
winning battles .and then he directed
the exertion of “force without stipt or

Hmit," However, the Germans choose
to remember rnther his former staml,
and on that and the Fourteen Points,
they bake most of thelr ohjections to
the treaty terms. Those points nre
especlully emphasized in the statement
lskued last week by the Scheldemann
cabinet which says Germany ennnot
possibly accept the treaty as formu-
lated.,

What the Germans really will do
nhout the treaty s still the subject of
much speculation, Opinlon in Parls
that they ultimately will sign I8 un-
changed. and s supported by advices
from Berlin to the effect that a power-
ful party I8 growing there In favor of
submitting to the allles and gaining
peace that will permit the resumption
of husiness, In this the Independent
Socinlists are Joined by bankeges, mer-
chants and many others, who &y thnt
fnything would he preferable ta hol-
shevism, In Washington it Is believed
that the Ebert government mny retire
temporarily In order to let a dummy
government approve the treaty, The
dummies thereupon would he ousted hy
publiec opinion and the Ebert crowd
could return. but the treaty would have
been slgned.

It may be that final eatification of
the trenty will he delayed by the ane-
tion of the United Stotes senate, which
hus begun debnte on the lengue of
natlons  covenant, Some Republiean
leaders wish to notify the peace con-
ference formally that the covenant
must be nmended and ghould be sepn-
rated from the peace treaty of which
it Is now an Integral part. It Is certaln,
too, that the peace terms will be scru-
tinized at length by the senate. Sen-
ator Hitcheock snd other supporters
of the government are convinced that
hoth the treaty and the league cove
nant will be ratificd by the senate.

An Interesting fact concerning the
peace negotintions has just developed,
A number of the experts attached to
the American delegation have rerigned,
declaring the treaty Is unnceeptable to
them In many respects, They were
taken over to gnther historieal, racinl
and other data, and they nssert that
the mass of Information they handed
In has not heen used or even read by
the delegates. They more than Inti-
mate that the framing of the peance
trenty degeneranted quickly into a proc-
es8 of bargaining and that Mr. Wilson
was compelled to surrender his ldeals,
one after another, in order to put
across his mnln Idea of n league of
nations, According to these mnleon-
tents, the settlement of the Saar hasin,
Danzig, Shantung and other problems
wag all wrong, and they evidently have
no confldence that the Itallan muddle
wlill be cleared up properly and justly.

What shall be done with Turkey?
was a question that occupled the atten-
tlon of the counell of four lnst week,
President Wilson seting rather in an
advisory capncity since Amerlea was
not at war with the Porte., Some of the
delegntes wish the sultan to be re-
moved to a small territory In Asln
Minor and Constantinople turned over
to the Unlted States under mandnte.
The Indian delegntes, however, fear
that to force the sultan to quit Con-
stantinople would enuse great trouble
In the Mohammedan world, and there.
fore the British prefer that he bhe left
there hut with only spiritunl powers.
Though [t seems to be nececepted that
Amerien shall be the mandatory for
Armenia, It 18 not at all certain that
the Amerlean people wonld he willing
to toke charge of the Tg’klslu capital.

Continued fAghting between the Poles
#nd the Ukrainians gave the delegntes
ndded trouble, for the Ukralnlans, who
were losing ground In Gulleln, com-
plained hitterly, bluming the “Insane
polley of the allles In supporting the
Poles.” Paderewskl apparently eannot
compel his countrymen to cepse hos
tilities, and the councll of four ook
under considerntion the wisdom of
giving further support to any people
who refuse to obey orders from the
conference, Jews throughout the world
also have bheen aroused sngulnst the
Poles by reports of bloody pogroms In
which thousands of thelr race hnve
been slaln, and mass-meetings of pro-
test were held last week In the larger
American citles, The leaders of the

Poles deny the nccurney of the stories
nnd polnt to the foet that thelr rellef
orgnnization I8 supplying food and
clothing to Jew and gentlle alike,

natlons.

Presldent Wilson's message cahled
from Parls and read to congress s
sembled In  extroordinary session,
made varlons recommendntions for do-
mestle legislation, most of which had
heen anticipated by the eaucus pro-
gram of the Republieans, who control
hoth houses., These Include the ques-
tion of Inhor, the revislon of taxes, the
stimulnting of forelgn trade, the return
of telegraph and telephone lines to
their owners, the settlement of the
rallrond question and the adoption of |
woman suffrage. Mr. Wileon added
the advice that the warstime prohibi-
tlon law, which goes Into effect July
1. be amended or repealed In so far
18 It applies to beers and wines, Fora
day or so the "wets" were jnbllant over
this part of the message, but the “drys™
promptly declared thelr intentlon to
prevent any such actlon ns the presi-
dent recommended, and took steps to
put Inte effect the measure ans It
stands, Temperance and church bod-
leg all over the country joined In de-
nunclation of Mr. Wilson for what
they termed surrender te the enempy.
Sheppard of Texas, Introducing In the
senate a bill providing means for en-
forcement of the law, sald he knew
of no senator brave enough to Intro-
duce a bill repealing the measure, and
In Any event =uch an attempt would
be certainly defeated. He attributed
the presldent’s attitude to representas
tions mnde to him of widesprend unne
rest among labor as to enforcement of
the law.
