Department af Agriculture Has Taken
Up New Line, Which ls Bound to
Beo of Interest.

—_——

The department of agriculture has
begun the extensive ohservation of the
volcanoes within {ts borders and In-
sular possessions, and has recently
taken farmal charge of the observa-
tory on Kllauea, Hawnlian Islands.
Prof. T. A. Juggar, Jr,, formerly of the
Massachusetts Institute of Technology,
who has been directer of the observa-
tory since ita foundation, will remain
in charge. The Investigntions at Kil-
suen were begun In 1912, under the nu-
rpices of the Massachusetts Institute
of Technelogy, und since 1913 have
been malintalned at the expense of the
Hawalian Volcanoe Research assocla-
pon, consisting chiefly of resldents of
Bonolulu. It Is expected that the
wunither burenu’s work In voleanology
will be developed In many detalls and
prentually be extended to Alnska and
sther reglons under the control of the
United States In which active wvol-
canoes exist.
