A careful Inquiry of a number of
leading bankers In the Mississippl vald
ley, locluding such states as Iowa, INli-
nols, Michigan, Ohlo, Indlana and Mis-
souri, reveals the fact that in nearly,
every case the bankers did not hesl
tate to say that they would lend all th
way from 8 to 60 per cent. more on
land where farm bulldings were well
painted and kept In good condition,
They malutain that well kept-up and
well painted bulldings and fences are
an Indication of thrift and that the
thrifty farmer I8 a good cllent, and to
him money can be safely loaned. An
average of the returns from these
bankers shows that the increased loan
value because of palnted bulldings s
around 22 per cent, |

Some of these bankers mnake lnter-'l
estlng comment., A Michignn concern
says that, while not especlully pre-
pared to advise definitely In response
to this Inquiry, the ofcers would loan
more money on farms where bulldings
were painted than where they were
not so treated. This bank also finds
that where houses, barns and fences
ure well taken care of the farm Is a
profitable proposition, and bankers In
general conslder the farmer a good
cllent. Another Michigan bank un:
";urm bulldings out of repalr and
nedding phint Indicate that the owner
is slow pay."” Buch farms are ranted at
about one-third of the asscssed valne
for loans. Where the farm bulldings
are In good shape the rating s one-
half, The presldent of a middle west-
ern bank =ays that when real estate
loans are considered, pninted hulldings
ure always taken Into ¢onsideration in
maklug an estimate, The general ap-
pearance of the property surrounding
she house and bAry 4 lgo the felds
and fences would be carefully observ-
ed, He further snys that he has no
hesitancy In saying that he would ab-
solutely refuse a loan on farms where
the bulldings were not kept up and
well palnted. In his judgment, un-
palnted farm bulldings would reduce
the loan value at least 25 per cent.

A Minnesota banker says that he Is
much more willing to loan money
where the bulldings are well painted.'
In his particular case he belleves that
he would loan 20 per cent., more than
if the buildings were not properly
tuken care of. A farmer who will
keep lils bulldings painted takes a

much deeper Interest .n his work than
ona who does not, Another Minne-
sota bank says thot well painted bulld-
Ings have resulted In securing from
his bank sometimes as high as 23 per

cent, more money than where the
bulldings nve not painted, An Ohlo
concern says that It will loan 23 per
cent, more money on a well kept farm
where bulldings are painted at least
once every five years. A southern Illl-
nols bank says that It has no fixed
rule about this, but it does make a de-
clded difference when owners of farm
lands apply for loans, If the buildings
are well painted and thus well pre-
werved the loan rate would not only
be cheaper, but the amount of money'
borrowed would be larger. A northern
lilinols bank does not hesitate to say
that It would loan fully 50 per cent.
more on a farm whgre bulldings were
well painted and In good order than
where they were not. The vice presi-
dent, who angwers the laquiry, goes
on to say: “There probably are many
farmers good financially and morally
who permit thelr buildings fo rémaln’
unpainted, but ag a rule the most sub-
stantiul people who live In the coun-

_ try keep their bulldings well palnted.”,

An Towa bank, through its vice pres-
dent, Stiates that It would make a dif-
ference of at least 25 per cent, In fa-
vor of the farm with painted bulld-
ings. Another Towa concern says that
it wonld make a difference of at least
20 per cent, . -

All thin being true, It 1s perfectly
&ident that It I3 o good business prop-|
osition to keep the farm bulldings well
painted, They not only look better
and are more pleasing to the owner,
but the farm would sell to better ad-
vantage, the loan value of the property
would be greatly Increased and the
bulldings themselves would last much
longer and need less ltopau-.—'rlwi
