President Wiison on His Tour to
Argue Peace Treaty Case
Before the People,

HE ACCEPTS NO COMPROMISE

Senate Committee Votes te Report
Pact With Reservations—Supreme
Council Sends Ultimatum teo
Roumania and Warning
to Germany—Indus-
trial Conference
Planned.

President Wilson Is on his way, tell-
Ing the people of the United States
face to face how excellent a document
Is the peace treaty with the Incorpor-
ated League of Nations covenant, and
how necessary to the welfare of the
world It Is that it should be ratified by
the senate speedily. Begloning his ad-
dresses at Columbus, O., he continued
them at Indianapolls, 8t. Louls, Kan-
sas City and Des Molnes, and he Is
now procecding on westward by the
porthern route, Before lenving Wash-
Ington Mr. Wilson had a final confer-
ence with Senator Hitchcock and is-
wued Imnstructions to his supporters to
make a fight to a finish for ratification
of the treaty jJust as it stands,

Sepator Hitchcock on the same dny
uddressed the sennte on the question,
hotly denouncing the opponents of the
treaty, even those who favor only mild
veservations, He declased the real
purpose of the majority on the foreign
reilations committee was to kill the
pact entirely, and Indeed there seems
to be justification for that assertlon,
Benator Knox's propesal that the tren-
Iy be rejected and a separate peace
made with Germany, he snld was an in-
sane mixture of poltroonery and folly.
Mr. Hitcheock took direct Issue with
those who complain that the United
Btates will derive no advantages and
benefits from the treaty as it 1s. They
evidently have no conception, he said,
of the enormons henefits Ameriea will
get from it, and Intimated these wonld
come through the operations of the
reparations commission, though how,
and what they would he, he neglected
to explain,

The sennte committes on forelgn re
latlons voted to recommend the ratifi-
cation of the trenty by the senate with
four Important modifications, These
reservations provide for unconditionnl
right to withdraw from the League of
Nations; assumption of no obligation
to guarantee territorial Integrity of
nations or to employ troops for co-
ercive purposes or to accept mandates
except under the direction of congress ;
full freedom te determine what ques-
tlons are domestle and therefore not
subject to consideration by the leagne;
exemption of the Monroe doctrine from
congideration by the league und dee-
laration that the United States is sole
interpreter of that doetrine,

Senntor Shields of Tennessee, Deme
ocrat, Joined the majority In voting for
ull the reservetions except that re-
lating to artlcle X, Senator McCum-
ber of North Pukota voted agninst the
first two reservations. On the lust two
the vote wans 11 to 6,

The committes resolution stipulates
that the tecaty ratification by the Unit.

great powers: Great Britain, France,

As for the Chinese, If Yosuke Mnat-
sucka, a member of the Japanese peace
delegation, Is to be belleved, the wind
will soon be taken out of the salls of
those who are shouting against the
Shantung settlement. He thinks Japan
will open negotiations In a very few
weeks for the settling of the Shantung
question in a way that will satisfy evs

eryone. Tokyo will offer to restore the
territory to Chinn, withdrawing all

Jupanese troops, stipulating that the
peninsula shall be open to Imternation-
al frade and that there shall be an in-
ternational settlement at Tsing-Tao,
and that the Shantung rallway shall
be opernted by a Chino-Japanese joint
corporation, There are reasons to be-
lieve the Chinese government Is not
nearly so angry over the Shantung sar-
ticle as the Amerienn opponents of the
trenty pretend to be.

Hungary continoes to present the
most annoying problems now before
the peace conference, The Roumanlan
occupants of the country so far have
been absolutely defiant of the orders
of the supreme council and are said
to he plundering It In n most shame-
ful way. Fioally the exasperated
council last week dispatched to the
Roumaniang an ultimatum couched In
drastic terms, demanding that they
evacuate Hungary and hand over to
the allies for proper distribution all
the goods they have requisitioned. The
Roumanian diplomatic representatives
in the allied capitals also were sum-
moned by the forelgn ministers who
Impressed on them the seriousness of
the situation that would arise If thelr
government should refuse to comply,
The position of the Roumanians is that
what they call the war between them
and the Hungarians Is a new affaly and
that the allied eonference has nothing
to do with It

In Budapest they were trying hard
to establish a government that the al-
lies would recognize. Friedrich offer
ed to resign In favor of a coalition cab-
inet formed by Helprich, a wholesale
hardware merchant, on certaln condl-
tlons. Al Jews are barred from the
Helinrich ministry, but all other classes
and parties are represented.

The Reds clulm the eapture
of Dubovka, on the lower Volga, and
niso announced that Admiral Kolebak
had evacunted Omsk and established
his government at Irkutsk, 1,950 nlles
further cast. Kolchak has issucd a
stirring appenl to all loyal Russinns
to rejoln the runks, and his representa-
tives have heen granted the privilege
of recrulting In Japan. The Esthoni-
uns had the bolshevik armles In so
tight a hole that the Lenine govern-
ment offered to make peace with them,
Trotsky, addressing the Petrograd soy-
let, sald thae bolsheviki must stand {m-
pregoably in the defense of that elty,
The reports that Genernl Gough, the
writish commander, was about to at-
tnek Petrogrnd appear to have been
untrue,  The Poles also, using tanks
for the first time, whipped the bolshev-
Ikl capturing the fortified town of Bob-
rulsk sl H00 prisoners.

The supreme counell handed to Aus-
trin the tinul peace terms and o long
reply to the protests of the Austrian
delegates, The vote Impressed on the
Austrions the fact that they were pri-
murily responsible for the outbreak of
the great wor and ennnol escape ret-
ribution by clulming they have thrown
off the yoke of the Hapsburgs, The
people of Austria-Hungary, it said, had
glven full support to the ultimatum to

Serbia and to the prosecution of the
war, and for yenrs had supported the

militarist plot of Germany for the dome
ination of Europe, As It Is left by the
treaty, Austria will be an unimportant
“republic” of some 6,000,000, The
decislon whether It shall be permitted
to Join Germany Is left to the League
of Natlons. When the supreme goun-
ell read the new German constitution
the other day It found In It provision
for the representation of Austria In the
German relchsrath, This belng con-
trary to the Versaliles treaty, the Ger-
man government was told that the ar-
ticle must be changed within a fort-
night or the allles would undertake a
further occupation of the left bank of
the Rhine. The Berlln press thers
opon warned the allies of the danger |
of precipitating a new revolt of the |
German people.  The Pan-Germans, |
by no means suppressed, heldea union
conference recently Iin Berlin which
was participated In by Austrians, and
lnld plans for the restoration of the
tmperial government, union with Aus-
trin and the recovery of the lands ced-
ed by the pence treaty.

Marshal Foch hns determined the
territory which the American troops
will occupy permanently in the Rhine-
land, It will be about twice as great
In extent as that occupied by them re-
cently.

Just before starting out on his speak-
ing tour President Wilson announced
that a general conference on indus-
trial and economic questions would be
held In Washington early In October.
Alrendy a number of leaders of finance,
manufacturing, labor and sgriculture
have been invited and the ls{ will be
enlurged from time to time. The pres-
tdent and members of his cabinet will
take part In the discussions, and It 18
the hope and belief of Mr. Wilson and
indeed of everyone that the sesslons of
this round table will have decisive ben-
eficial results in the way of stabllizing
Industrial conditions, Certainly much
good should come of the frauk Inter-
change of opinlons and suggestions
that Is planned.

In general the labor situntion Is une
changed, pending the president's tour,
the war on high prices and the above
mentioned econference. At the same
time fhe radical elements are keeping
busy, and It may be the threatened
strike of steel workers will come any
day.
