Peace Conference Devises Plan
for Settling the Problem of
the Adriatic.

O'ANNUNZIO'S FIUME RAID

Baltic States and Russian Bolshevists
Talking Peace—President Wilson
Explaine Application of League
Covenant to S8hantung and
Irish Questions.

By EDWARD W. PICKARD.
While D'Annunzio held possession of
Fume after his spectacular raid on
that disputed city, the peace confer-
ence In Paris got busy and announced
its molution of the entire Adriatic
problem. It I8 a compromise plan de-
sigued to satisfy both Italy and Jugo-
Blavia, and It was cabled to America

to be submitted to President Wilson.

This compromise settlement provides
that Flume shall be a free state and
that its harbor shall be a free port;
that the Jugo-S8lavs shall have all of
the Dalmatian mainland except the
city of Zara, which shall be a free
port, and most of the Dalmatian
fslands ; that Aviona and the surround-
ing territory shall bhe under Itallan
soverelgnty, and that Italy shall re-
celve a mandate for nll of Albania ex-
cept the Epirus, in the extreme south,
which shall go to Greece. RBoth Italy
and Jugo-Slavia make concesslons un-
der this plan, and It 18 believed that
it will enable Fiume ultimately to be-
come a part of Italy—a consummation
which the American peace delegation
was able to prevent during the treaty
negotintions.

D'Annunzio's selzure of Flume was
decldedly embarrassing to the TItal-
fan government, To use force against
him was plainly out of the question,
for the sympathies of the nation were
with him, despite the fact that he and
his troops were technically mutineers,
However, the government ddid take
steps looking toward a blockade of IFI-
nme by land and sea In the expecta-
tion that the poet-soldier's nrmy would
be soon starved Into submission, and
in this measure the Jugo-8lavs co-op-
erated by cutting off all supplles by
land. D'Annunzio had about 10,000
regulars and four battallons of vol-
nnteers under his command, and oc-
cupled a fortified line around the city.
It was reported that he was prepared
to raze Flume If he could not hold
sut, and that in this he was support-
ed by the citizens.

Naturally, the Germans were watch-
ing this affalr with great interest, and
the news that the allles had declded
it was to be handled by Italy alone
was looked on by them as significant,
for some of them were contemplating
the possibillty of a similar rald on
Danzig. They figured that if the ex-
pressed will of the allied peace con-
ference could be defied In one place,
it might be defled In another.

In Hungary the allles are gradually
bringing the situation around to thelr
own way, for the Roumanians, it Is
unnounced, are withdrawing their
troops and have promised to restore
the materials they had confiseated.
Prime Minister Friedrich of Hungary,
it 18 expected, will quit, and a conll-
tlon cabinet will be recognized by the
allies,

The representatives of the Baltle
states are holding, or ahout to hold,
conferences with the Russian bolshes
vists, with the prospect that peace be-
tween them will be arranged. Wheth.
er this is with the tacit consent of the
ullled nations {8 not eclear. At any
rate, the White Russians are desper-
ately fighting agalnst such an outeome,
for it would mwean thelr destruction
by the Reds. The German troops In
the Baltie states, commanded by Gen-
eral von der Goltz, are Increasing in
numbers and are very active, The
Berlin government, In response to the
demand of the peace conference that
they be withdrawn, sald they were
not under German control, but this
plea the conference refused to allow.
The Russian soviet government asserts
that, despite Iis recent victories on the

Baltie front, it desires peace and
friendly reintions with the new stntes
formed In that reglon. Of course It
would then be able to turn most of I8
attentlon to the East, where Admirnl
Kolchak 1s reported to have had sev-
era]l notable successes recently.

Japan, according to report, has been
nsked by the United Stutes to pledge
formally the retvrn of Shantung to
Chinn, and to set a date for the resto-
ratlon. At the time of writing no re-
ply had been received from Tokyo,
and the Japanese forelgn office de-
nled that any such note had been re
celved from Washington. In state-
ments Issued in California, In reply to
lists of questions asked him, President
Wilson asserted that the League of
Natlons would have a powerful effect
in forwarding the flnal restoration of
Shantung to China, and that nn other
Instrumentality or action could be sub-
stituted which could bring ahout that
result. In one of his San Francisco
addresses he mald the great powers
had Japan's promise to return Shan-
tung to China, and Intended to see
that it was fulfilled under the league.
His colleagues at Versallles, he sald,
told him they meant under the league
to Inaugurate & new policy toward
China.

Another subject taken up by the
president In his answers to questions
and in his speeches was the Irish ques-
tion. This, he asserted, could prop-
erly be brought up In the council of
the league under article XI, “which
makes It the right of every member
of the league to draw attention to any-
thing anywhere that Is likely to dis-
turb the peace of the world or the
good understanding between natlons,
upon which the peace of the world de-
pends.” The covenant would not bind
the United States to assist in putting
down rebelllon In any foreign coun-
try, he sald, nor would it limit the
power of this country to recognize the
Independence of any people who reek
to secure freedom, He explained that
Ireland was not given a hearing at the
peace conference because the confer
ence had no jurisdiction over ques-
tions of that sort that affected terrl-
torles that did not belong to the de-
fented emplres.

The Irish-Amerlean opponents of the
league were far from satisfled with
this reply, and especlally did they dis-
like what they termed the president’'s
abiguousness. They asked bhim to
answer point-blank the question: “Are
you In favor of self-determination for
Ireland?' and requested a reply by
September 25, when the Irigh execu-
tive committee meets In New York. It
does not seem possible that they ex-
pect a “yes-or-no" answer to such a
question,

Some one must have whispered a
warning to Mr, Wilson concerning the
resentment caused by his general at-
tncks on al senators who do not favor
ratification of the treaty as It stands,
for last week hls speeches were
much more concillatory, and We even
had good words to say concerning the
“mild reservationists.” But his ex-
pressed opinlon of the Borah-Johnson
group had not changed, ‘Throughout
the country there is evident a de-
termination to learn definitely what
the treaty and covenant mean, and the
crowds that flock to hear the presi-
dent and the opposition senators are
not nctunted solely by curlosity to see
and hear notables, Each In his own
way, and from his own standpoint, the
speakers are trylng to enlighten the
people, and It Is especlally gratify-
Ing to note that Mr. Wilson is more
explicit In his explanations of the
articles over which the maln contests
have arlsen,

The national committee for organiz:
Ing Iron and steel workers announced
that the great steel strike would he-
gin Monday, Septemher 22 according
to schedule, since every effort to hold
f conference with Chairman Gary of
the United States Siee) corporation
had falled. Mr, Gary issued n state
ment explaining his refosal on twao
grounds:  First, that he did not be-
Heve the committee was suthorlzed to
spenk for large numbers of the em-
ployees: second, that a conference
with the committee would have heen
treated by It Is s recognition of the
closed shop method of employment,
which method the corporation 1s de-
termined not te countenance, gince it
destroys the worker's personal inde-
pendence and ambition to suceeed and
prosper. The organizing committee re-
plied that these two reasons are false,

and that the employees of the corpo-
ration are now compelled to resort to
a strike in order to prove to Judge
Gary the authority of their selected
representatives to present thelr griev-
nneces, In the Chicago district, at
least, strike-brenkers will not be em-
ployed, according to the company of-
ficlnls, The strikers will be pald off
and discharged permanently, and If

the walkout Is general, the mills will |

shut down. /

Disorders In Boston, due to the
strike of pollcemen, were largely sup-
pressed by the military, but the situa-
tion otherwise was llttle improved.
The firemen, however, decided not to
quit, and the threatened general strike
was at least postponed. The attitude
of the American Federation of Labor
toward the Boston case |s pecullar.
President Gompers, while defending
the strike, admitted the police were
given a charter on the express un-
derstanding that they would not strike.
Then Mr. Gomper's secretary visited
Boston to study the situation, and on
leaving announced that the federation
stood wmolldly behind the striking po-
licemen. He Intimated that he did
not favor a general strike at this time.

Chlefly because the police force of
Washington also was unionized In the
face of orders to the contrary, Presl-
dent Wilson took a hand in the mat-
ter of police unlons. He sent a tele-
gram to Commissioner Brownlow of
the Distriet of Columbia In which he
sald: “T think that any assoclation
of the pollee force of the capital city,
or of any great city, whose
object 18 to bring pressure upon
the public or the community, such as
will endanger the public peace or em-
barrars the maintenance of order,
should In no ecase be countenanced
or permitted.”

Announcement that the carpenters’
strike and consequent bullding Indus-
try tle-up In the Chicago distriet had

ended was not only premature, hut |

seemingly false. The earpenters were
ostensibly given a chance to vote nn
the question, but Instead of a secret
ballot, the voting was open, und the
