NEWS REVIEW OF
CURRENT EVENTS

Government Refuses to Vacate
Legal Proceedings Against
Coal Strikers.

GOMPERS APPEAL IS IN VAIN

Operators Declare Me Has Misrepre-
sented the Facts—People's Atti-
tude Toward Radical Labor
Leadership S8hown In Mas-
sachusetts Election,

By EDWARD W. PICKARD,
Firmly refusing to be put In the po-
sition of compounding a felony, the
federal government has rejected the
proposition of the unlon labor leaders
that It abandon the legal proceedings
against the coal strike as a prelimi-

nary to negotiations for peace.

On Saturday Assistant Attorney
General Ames asked Federal Judge
Andersan at Indlanapolis to make per-
manent the restraining order, thus es-
tablishing the lllegality of the strike.
If this is done, according to the lead-
ers of the miners, the strike will be
of long duration because the men “will
resist to the last any attempt at
wrongful compulsion.”

In most of the bituminous flelds
there was little change In the status,
though operators In Colorado and
West Virginia reported galns In pro-
duction.

In several states the shortage of
coal began to make (tself felt and
there were appeals for the relense of
coal conflscated by the rallroads: a
number of trains were cancelled to
mave fuel; In some places the schools
were closed for short periods.

President Wilson gave to Fuel Ad.
ministrator Garfleld full anthority
over prices, distribution and shipment
of all fuel. Doctor Garfleld delegated
to the rallrond administration his au-
thority over distribution.

Such broadly wns the coal strike
situntion at the time of writing. There
was little sign of ylelding on elther
side. The operators of Ilinols were
of the oplnion that the strike would
last two weeks longer and that then
public opinlon and the government
would compel the miners to call It
off and accept arbitration, In which
case the operators would agree to the
five-dny week, If assured of adequate
supply of cars, and would grant an
Increase of wages,

Samuel Gompers, who with W. 8,
Stone, head of the locomotive engl-
neers, has been working to bring about
& compromise, made the appeal for
vacation of the Injunction agninst the
atrike, and lssued a statement de-
signed to justify the demnands made
by the strikers and accusing the o
erators of much wrengdoing and un-
falrness. The latter rvetorted with a
statement saying that Mr. Gompers'
pronouncement was full of misrepre-
sentations, continuing:

“It Is not true that the operators’
representatives walked out of Secre-
tary Wilson's conference, leaving Mr.
Lewis with no altemative but to call
@ strike. The aperators’ representa-
tives accepted President Wilkon's pro-
posal In its entlrety and withdrew
from the conference In order that
their presence might not embarrass
Becretary Wilson In hig effort to per-
sunde the miners to take the honorable
course thus opened to them.

“4t the time of thelr withdrawal
the operators advised Secretary Wil-
#8n that they would remaln In Wash.
ABgton, awalting his call to further
"Ninference.

“It I8 not true, as Mr, Gompers im-
ptles, that the miners are not permit.
ted by the operators to work full time,
The operators have no control over
'the demana for coal. They can merely
stand rendy te produce and furnls}]
ft when the public requires and |s
willing to aceept It,

“It 18 not true that the miners pe-
icelved an advance of 20 cents a ton
in 1014,

“It 1= not true that the operntors
ralsed the price of coal §5 a ton In

1014. On the contrary, the price was
reduced,

“It Is not true, as Mr. Gompers
states, that for the past several years
the miners have avernged only 160
to 180 working days a year,

“It Is a fact, however—and Mr.
Gompers could easily have ascertalned
It—that wvirtually every blituminous
mine In the country has on its pay-
roll a substantial number of men who
deliberately lay off from one to three
days n week when they have an op-
portuuity to work."

Samuel Gompers and his conseryn-
tive assoclates among the leaders of
the American Federation of Labor de-
serve commendation for their efforts
to keep the radicals and anarchists
from galning control over organized
lahor In this country, but they are not
doing thelr cause or themselves any
good by giving thelr full support to
stich movements as the coal atrike,
the steel strike and the strike of Bos-
ton pollecemen. Publle sympathy is he-
Ing rapidly allenated by some of the
methods adopted by unfon labor, and
In America public sympathy s abso-
lutely necessary to success In such
matters,

That the people really are waking
up to the perils of the situation was
fully demonstrated In the Massachu-
setts election. Governor Coolidge,
who had taken a firm stand agalinst
the striking policemen and had in-
sisted on the malntenance of law and
order, was up for re-election and was
opposed by Richard H. Long, The lat-
ter, running on the Democratie ticket,
had promised to reinstate the pollce-
men If elected, and the contest really
centered In the strike, The result, of
course, everyone knows—Coolidge was
returned by an overwhelming major-
Ity and the radieals, who had gath-
eredl thelr forces to the support of
Long were crushed,

Of the other elections of the week
the most Interesting was In Kentucky,
where E. P, Morrow, Republican, de-
feated Governor Black by a large plu-
rallty and the state-wide prohibition
amendment won. In New Jersey E.
I. Edwards, Democrat, who ran on n
wet platform, was elected governor;
and Ohlo voted wet on all four of the
llquor propositions presented, aceord-
Ing to Incomplete returns. Maryland
and Misslssippl were enrrled by the
Democrats, In New York city Tam-
many sustained a terrific defeat, los-
Ing ten aldermen and elghteen assem-
blymen hesides various other offices,
The Oyster Ray district sent Lieut.
Col. Theodore Roosevelt to the as-
sembly with a whopping big vote.

President Wilson warmly congratu-
lated Governor Coolidge on his vie-
tory over the forces of misrule, as do
all good citizens regardless of party.
The Republican leaders nlso rejoiced
hecause they looked on the results In
the Bay state and In Kentucky ns a
forecast of the results In the next
presidentind election, Demoerats were
elated over New Jersey, and the wets
derived much comfort over the vote
in that state and In Ollo,

Despite the apparent deadlock over
the peace treaty In the sennte, the In-
dieatlons are that sn agreement for
early finnl actlon I8 at hand, Secre-
tary Tumulty arranged with the pres-
Ident’s physiclans for n visit by Sen-
ator Hiteheock to Mr. Wilson In order
to lay before him the entire situatlon,
explain the evident Intentions of the
majority concerning reservations and
ohtaln the president's word as to what
he would accept In that lipe. Over
and over agaln Mr. Wilson has sald
he would accept no change In the
treaty or reservation which would
compel the resubmission of the pact
to the other natlons, and the majority
senators are taking cognizance of his
determination, Already they have
changed the Lodge reservations by a
Sentence pointing out that the ge-
ceptance of the reservations by the
other powers, as required hy the pro-
poged ratifiention resolution, may he
obtained through an exchange of dip-
lomatle notes, They alzo planned to
strike ant the fourteenth reservation,
declaring the United States s not
bound to suhmit to the League of Na-
tions questions of vital Interest or pa-
tlonn! honae,

According to  Parla  advices the
treaty of Versnllles will become effec
tive on Novemher 28, when the ex.
change of ratifications between Ger-

many and such natlons af have ratie
fied the pact will take place, Ger
many has not yet fulfilled o numher
of the provislons of the armistice and
was Instructed by the supreme coun-
cll to send a delegation to Paris on
November 10 to slgn a protocol guar-
anteeing to carry them out, and also
to surrender certaln vessels and flont-
Ing docks as a penalty for the sinke
Ing of the warships in Scapa Flow,

Germany Is excited over the reveln-
tions In a lending Berlin paper of a
big communist plot for an uprising
this winter which, heginning  with
strikes to cripple Industry, shall end
In the establishment of a soviet form
of government In close associntion
with the present bolshevik govern-
ment of Russia. The conspirney, It Is
gald, I8 led and financed by Russinns,
The outhreak Is to have its heginning
in the Ituhr conl-mining district, al-
ready full of Spartncans, and Mun!ch
and Brunswick will be among the
maln centers of uprising. The com-
munists belleve a large part of the
natlonanl defense army will desert and
Join their red army.

The pendulum of civil war swings
back and forth with conslderable
regularity In Russia, At this writing
it 1= the bolshevikl that are winning,
General Yudenitch and his white
army of the northwest not only falled
to reach Petrograd hut are now sald
to be In a most precarious situation,
The reds assert they are surrounding
him, that they are recelving heavy re-
enforcements and that bolshevik
troops are attacking him In the rear
from Luga. This, however, came Af.
rect from Trotzky, and he Is a notord-
ous llar. Conslderation must be given
& report from Helsingfors that 20.000
Finns have secretly volunteered to
Join Yudenitch and are well equipped,
Denikine's artillery has destroyed
Derbent on the Casplan sea, and he
claims the Don Cossacks In the Intter
part of October eaptured 55000 hol-
shevikl, But he does not seem to be
getting much nearer to Moscow., Ad-
miral Kolchak's Siberian armies,
which were defeated on the Taohol
river, have retired far to the east and
likely are still on the move.

The bolshevik government leaders
have relterated thelr willlngness to
make pence and to pay the old Rus-
slan debt If they are let alone,

Congress had been dawdling along
in the matter of rallroad legislation,
bnt was aroused to action last week
when Director General Hines In-
formed Senator Cumming that Presl-
dent Wilson had determined to return
the roads to thelr owners on January
1 whether or not congress had pnssed
any bill for thelr regulation. It was
recognized as Impossible to pass the
Cuommins bill or anything llke it at
this session, g0 work was begun at
once on n temporary measure to meet
the emergency and to avert a threat-
ened finnnclal eatastrophe, It win
provide for the restoration of the
roqads to thelr former owners and for
contlnuation of the government gunr-
wnty, but all econtroversinl matters,
like the antl-strike provisions of the
Cummins bill, will be omitted.

General Pershing, appearing before
the sennte and house military commit-
tees, opposed the creatlon of an Inde-
pendent department of aviation as pros
posed In the New bill, but urged the
concentration of authority for the pro-
curement of airplanes for the army,
navy and post office departments,

A special army board has Just made
a report recommending that congress
enact an aviation policy hased elther
on n ten-year program with large an-
nunl  appropriations guaranteed to
stimulate commercial aeronnuties, or
make appropriations for alr develop-
ment by the post office, war and navy
departments, If the former policy 1s
adopted the board recommended that
A separate department of neronantles
be erented: If the latter, that n coms
migsion under the director of aeronnu.
ties reporting directly to the president
be formed to eo-ordinnte the work,

Secretary Baker transmitted the re-
nort to the senate committee, stating
that he disagreed with both the pro-
posals,  He sald If a single ngency
were to be ereated, It should he ap-
pointed and controlled by the cahinet
memhers whose departments would
be directly affected,
