usts believe thut when Zion's heauty Is known to
the publie Yosemilte will be put In the second
rnak. Of course the new Zion Natlona! park will
hardly rank with Yosembte ag o national park,
for the lutter contnins TID022 neres, while the
former will have only 76,800 aeres.  Dut the con-
test in loveliness bhetwesn Yosemite valley and
Zlon canon I8 lkely to be close nnd Interesting.

Yellowstone National park In Wyoming, Mon-
tunn and Idiho, As everybody knows, was the first
nationnl park to be established (1872) in the
workl, It I= our oldest and largest and  most
fumous scenie nntural park, s goysers and henrs
have made its nnme a worldwide household word.

Yorcmite in Callfornin, established In 1890, Is
sgearcely less fumous; all the world knows of Its
waterfalls and Its  blg  trees—the oldest and
largest living things in the worlil, And Yosemlte
valley, its greatest beauty, s familine to every-
one throngh pletures, 1t s vislied yearly by thou-
sunds; this season the attendunee wis 58,0561,

The proposed Zlion Natlonal park lHes In south-
ern Utal, about 200 miles south of Sult Lake
Clty. The state has mnde it necessible to the
tourist by bullding 100 miles of antomobile high-
way from Lund on the Salt Lake route, The Ar-
rowhend teall from Salt Lake Clty is glso avall-
able.  Presldent Taft in 1908 erented the Mun-
kuntuoweap natlonn) monmment of 15,840 neres to
preserve  the wonderfully seenle area of the
canon of the Rio Virgin. In recent years other
seenle ennong were discovered, and In 1018 'resi-
dent Wilson enlarged the natlonal monument to
TG800 neres and changed its nome to Zion, In
the debate over the Blon Natlonal park bill in the
house Representative Welling of Utah sald in
part:

*This reglon obtained {ts name Zlon ennon bee
cause of the devout reverence of the Mormon
ploneers who settled upon the Virgin river more
than 60 yenrs ago, Its perpendicular walls pre-
sented an lmpassable barrier to hostlle tribes of
Indians, who Infested these regions, and these
people looked upon Zlon eanon as a convenient
und hospitable refuge when threatened by at-
tuck from these troublesome Indian tribes. Zlon
canon {8 an extronordinury gorge ent from bril-
liantly colored sedlmentury rocks by the north
fork of the Virgin river. Its proportions are
alout équal to those of Yosemite valley, In Yo-
semite Natlonal park; the walls are several hun-
dred feet lower and the geanon 8 considerably
narrower, In the cutting of the gorge, however,
the torrential stream and wind and raln have
carved domes, splres, towers, and other curlous
forms that strikingly resemble many of the fea-
tures of Yoszemite valley,

“More Interesting than the earving of Zlon's
cliffs Is thelr exquisite coloring. Red predoml-
nates, as it does in the Grand canon In Arizona,
but there are amazing comb!natlons of brown,
black, nnd white colors with the red and with
ench other. White sandstone Is superimposed on
the red strata, and other layvers of the red rock
lie In turn upon the white. The actlon of water
upon the exposed surfaces of these rocks has
produced a symphony of color that gives the
canon lis greatest charm. The finishing touches
are glven by the forests of the valley floor and
the trees on the rim and in the niches of the
peurly perpendicular canon walls,™

Untll recently Zlon has been practically inne-
cessible, and secarcely tens have seen It where
thousands hnve seen Yosemite, But Zlon's visi-
tors have pald eloquent tribute. The Indlans
called It Munkuntuweap—Land of God—hecnuse
it was 80 benutiful, The fierce Mormon zealot

I the su-

pamed It “Little Zlon" becanse of its heav-
‘nly beauty. Away back In  the xeventles
ohn Wesley Powell of Grand canon fame

was tempted far out of his way by the exceeding
beauty of a temple of rock “lifting its opulescent
shoulders ngninst the eastern sky." It was the
vermilion body and shining white dome of the
West Temple of the Virgin at the entrance to
Munkuntuweap.

“Agaln we are Impressed with the marvelous
beauty of outline, the Infinlte complieation of
these titanic buttes. 1t Is doubtful If In this re-
spect the valley has its equal. Not even the
Grand canon offers n more varled spectucle; yet
all Is welded together In n superh ensemble,” F,
8. Dellenbaugh, topographer of the Powell party,
wrote this on his second vigit.

“Nothing can exceed the wondrous benuty of
Zion eanon,” wrote C, K, Dutton, “In lts propor
tions It Is about equal to Yosemite, but In the
nobility and beauty of its sculptures there s mo
comparison. It s Hyperion to a:Batyr."

RED OCLOUD,
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Jinek Lalt wrote a characteristic anppreciation
of Zion canon for a railrond administration book-
let, in which he snld;

“Zion canon is an eple, written by Mother Na-
ture In her wmost ecstatie humor, Nustrated by
Creation In It most majestie manifestations, pub-
lished by God Almighty as an lnsplration to all
maunkind, Zion ennon I8 the most beautiful spot
on this continent, 1 think I have seen all the
famed show-places that the evolution of the
earth’'s formation has made. And of them all
Zion to me stands first, stands alone.”

Zion has the double charm of form and color,
and It is hard to say which Is the more appenling.
The entrance to the canon is spacions and Im-
pressive. The course up the Rlo Virgin Is tor-
tuous and the variation of view nnd of formation
of the lofty walls Is great. At the end of six or
seven mliles of eapon the wall narrows to the
stream, What there Is beyond is practieally un-
known, Thus from the platean above the visl-
tor mny look down thousands of vertical feet Into
the painted ennon with Its river. From the river
bank he may look up thousands of feet with a
chunging view at every turn of the canon.

The entrince to the canon I8 most Impressive,
To the west rises the West Temple (7,050 feet).
flanked by the Towers of the Virgin. The guar-
dian to the east Is the East Temple (T7.000),
flanked by the Watchmen (6,350), and Bridge
mountain (6,650). Then come the Streaked Wall
on the west slde and the Brown Wuall on the east
side, topped respectively by the Three Patriarchs
and the Mountain of the Sun. Extraordinary fea-
tures of the wall formation include El Goberna-
dor, the Great Organ and the Temple of Sinawava.

The visitor finally comes to a point where the
chasm I8 more than 2000 feet deep and the walls
s0 nearly touch that he looks up to see no sky.
The walls ure practically vertienl and parallel and
warp In and out, thus cutting off the blue above.

Here Is revenled the secret of the Making of
Zion, ns Is polnted out by Dr, G. K, Gllbert of the
United States geologleal survey., This chasm |s
an example of downward erosion by sand-bearing
water, which acts lHke the marble saw., The cut
is not entirely vertical, becnuse the current has
carried the cutting sand to one slde or the other,
and the cut undulates both In its vertichl and
horizontal sections,

The forms along the canon walls are extraor-
dinary. And the colors are even more striking.
The fumous Vermillon CHIY of the Palnted Desert
here combines with the White CHUY and we see a
thousand feet of white superimposed on two
thousand feet of red. But this startling combina-
tion Is but the beginning of a verituble riot of
color, The Yermillon CHff rests on the Painted
Desert stratum-—3030 feet of a deeper red set off
by purple and mauve shales, Below this 1s a hun-
dred feet of brown and gray conglomerate. The
crowning touch I8 the coloring of the upper sum-
mits of the White CIiff. Here there nre In places
severnl hundred feet of vuricolored shales and
llmestones whowke seepage fantastleally stalns the
glistening white, In econsequence of the meetlpg
of these many colors Zion Is as gorgeous as a
Gypsy searf, and sunrise and sunset produce un-
believable effects.

For example, take the West Temple, From a
foundation of mingled reds, yellows, browns,
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grays and purples It rises ab
ruptly 4000 feet. The hody s
a brilliant red. The upper third
Is white, The huge nnss s o0
perfect In conformation that 1t
stiggests the work of a titan
architect.  And on top of (e
lofty central rectangle rests o
squared eap of red above the
glistening  white,

Across the eannon, and slight-
ly to the north, rising between
two penks of deepest umber
loowms the great silvery dome of
the Eastern Temple, clothed ln
colorings like to {ts western sis-
ter. This rounds to a brond
gsummit upon which Is mounted
a symmetrical cap of that same
beautiful bloodlike snndstone formation.

Just bevond the Enst and West Temples are
mngml thiree conc-shuped mountains, wildly rog-
ged In their ontlines and facing another court of
totally diferent typie from that which fronts the
Western Temple, Here again has Bible history
contributed the titles, for the three peaks nre
known as the “The Patrlarchs” and the spuce
at thelr bnse the “Court of the Patrinrchs™

A little further on Is another trio which ocecu.
ples the enstern wall. Of decldedly different for-
mation and coloring, they ure called the *7Three
Brothers.”

A great white dome Is known us the “Mountaln
of the Sun.” Here the breaks In bhoth canon
walls have hrought about n most Inferesting ef-
fect, for this beautiful mountain eatches the first
glint of the rising und recelves the Inst kiss of
the setting sun, Still another fenture of the
“Mountnin of the Sun"” Is the tint of the afterglow
that changes Its chalky summit into a rosy dome.

Many Intersectings canons and the tortuous
course of the maln eanon give great varlety to the
formations. Possibly El Gobernador I8 the gem
of them all, Standing at a turn of the canon, I8
mighty mass rises sheer 3,000 feet from the creek
that skirts Its base, this plle presents a plcture
unsurpassed, Gray at Iis base, it clears to a
glistening white with a summit that terminates in
n great tnble. Far up on one of Ite faces there
hangs n wonderful natural bridge, the top of
which has never been pressed by the foot of wan.

Beyond El Gobernador the canon twists and
turns untll it widens out into the most welrd of
all Its bizarre features. This is the “Great Tem-
ple of Sinawava,” which occuples a vast amphi-
theater shut In by wals of brilliantly coloreil
rock towering 2,000 feet above its floor. Here the
rippling creek horseshoes around a most remark-
ably formed sandstone object that closely resem-
bles & Buddha seated on his throne, Legend has
glven this place as the loculity where the pre-
historie people of this southwestern land gathered
to do reverence to Sinawava, thelr ruling deity.
The place fills the bill. If ever there was a spot
where welrdly mystie Incantations and wlldly
impressive ceremonlals would seem to necurntely
fit Into the surroundings, It Is this same rock-
bound pocket i the depths of Zion,

Just heyond the prehistorle temple the canon
enters 1ts narrows until the creek cecuples every
foot of the floor and feathery waterfalls dash
down from moss and lchen covered terraces.

A4 If these were not enough, It Is known that
there nre other benuties possibly of even more

wonderful quality, BSecretury Lane of the In-
terlor department, In recommending the bill,
wrote:

“1 have dwelt particularly upon Zlon canon be-
cause it Is now 8o readily accessible and because
it 18 actunlly being used as a tourist resort, but
there are other cunons in the reservation that
are blgger and even more benutifully eolored,
Still more remaln to be entered and explored, In
time they will all be open to the public, Further
more, there are In the reservation mountains, wa-
terfulls, uatural bridges, anclent clf dwellings,
and numerous other features Interesting to the
tourlst and exceedingly valuable to the sclentist
and student.”

I. Christ's Suffering (vv. 32.04),

1. The place (v. 32). The garden of
Gethsemune—an  Inclosure containing
ollve and fig trees, beyond Kidron,
nhout three-fourths of a mile from Jo-
ritsulem.  The nnme menns ollve pross,
The name is slignificant of the occaslon,
Edershelm says It 18 an emblem of
trinl, distress and agony. Perhaps the
gnrden was ownped by one of Jesus'
friends,

2. Hiz companions (v, 85). e took
with him the 11 diselples, that they
might shnre, so fur nx possible, this
sorrow with him. Being a real human
belng he ernved sympathy. He boade
them wateh with him., While he knew
that he must “tread the wine-press

“alone,” lie had n keen appreclation of

gympanthy &0 for ax those who loved
him eonld give It. The behavior of the
disciples shows the utter imitation of
humnn sympathy.

3. His great sorrow (v, 84). Thia is
the same as the “cap” In verse 36, It
was not primarily the prospect of
phygical suffering that was crushing
him; It was the suffering ne n sin-
benrer—the sensatlons of his pure soul
coming Into contact with the awful sin
and gu!lt of the world. Only pure and
refined natures ean understand this,
In nddition to%his, there was the judg-
ment stroke from the holy God as It
fell upon his Son Instead of the sin-
ner, God caused the Iniquities of the
world to strike upon Jesus (II Cor.
B:21: Isn. bl :0),

1. Christ Praying (vv. 856-42),

Though he prized human sympathy
In the hour of supreme need, his only
rocourse wns prayver. The sympathy
of our friends 18 helpful, but In the
great corises of life we enn find help
only when we go to God In prayer. “Is
any among you afflicted? Let him
pray"” (James 5:13). -

1. The first prayer (vv, 35-38). (1)
His posture (v. 85). He fell on his
fnce, prostrate on the ground. In the
hour of our grent need we naturally
prostrate ourselves before God. This
Is a becoming posture. (2) His petl-
tion (v. 86). "“Take away this cup
from me.” DBy the cup I8 meant his
death on the cross, He did not desire
to escape the ernss, No doubt It was
most grievous to him to face its shame,
but he pressed on, knowing that for
this eause he had come Into the world
(John 12:27, 28; ef. Hebh, 2:14). He
prayed that the “hour might pass from

| him,” that is, that his life might be

prolonged to dle on the cross at the
appointed time to make atonement for
the sins of the world, The burden was
g0 grent that It seemed his life would
be crushed out. His prayer was heard
(Hebh, 5:7). When God hears our
prayers he grants the petition desired
(1 John 5:14-15). Angels ministered
to him, giving the necessary grace to
endure to the end (Luke 22:43), (3)
His resignation (v. 38). His will was
in subjection to the Father. He knew
that hir death on the cross was the
will of God the Father; for he was the
Lamh slain from the foundation of the
world, (4) The disciples rebuked (v,
37). He singled out Peter, since he
had been the most conspleuous in pro-
claiming his loyalty (John 13:88).
Though he would go with him to denth,
he could not watch one hour, (5) Fx-
hortation to the disciples (v, 88).
“Watch nnd pray, lest ye enter into
temptation.” The only way to be ahle
to stand Iin the time of trial Is to be
watching and praying. Jesus knew
that although the disciples meant well,
they would fall in the trinl unless ald-
ed from above. The flesh Is too weak
to stand the strain.

2. Thie second prayer (vv. 30, 40).
He withdrew the second time from his
disciples and uttered the same words
In prayer. This was not vain repeti-
tion. It Is proper to repeat our re-
quests, He found the disciples asleep
agaln. Thelr shame and confusion was
more marked than at first.

3. The third prayer (vv, 41, 42).

He uttered the same words In his
third prayer (Matt. 20:44). He now
tells the disciples to sleep on and take

' thelr rest, na the hour had come for

his betrayal. There Is such a thing
as being asleep when wanted and
awaking when It Is too late. If the
disciples had been praying they would
not have fallen asleep.
