Carranza Refuses to Release
Jenkins and Hostilities With
Mexico Impend.

ARMY AND NAVY ARE READY

Yovernment's Efforts to End Coal
Strike by Negotiation Fall, Min.
ers Rejecting Garfield's Offer
of 14 Per Cent Wage In-
crease.

It appenrs at this writing that the
breaking polnt with Mexleo has bheen
renched ot last-—or should one say
sgain? Curranza's government, defy.
ing the United States, has flatly re-
fused to relense Consular Agent Jenk-
ing In response to the demand mnde
by our state department. Since that
demand was In the nature of an ulti-
mntum, threatening unpleasant con-
sequences, It would seem elther Wash-
ington or Mexieo must back water, or
Lostilities will result.

The Mexlean forelgn office sald the
demand of the United States was not
based on any legal foundation or prin-
piple of Internationnl law: that the
execntive department cannot  under
Mexienn law Intervene now in an affair
that I8 strietly in the hands of state
conrra: that the Imprisonment of Jenk-
fng wn¢ nelther arbitrary nor unjusti-
fiedd, andd that he Is preventing his own
freedom hy refusing to give ball, Mex-
feo's gesertlon that Jenking, ag a con-
gular pgent, was not Immuneg from ur-
rest 18 not eontested in Washingron
hut Secretary Lansing has stated that
his department has more information
bearing on this ease than has been
mnde publie. and presumably It Is this
Informntion that led to the demand
for the relense of Jenkins.

Reports from Mexico that have come
throvgh ofliclul channels show that the
Mexteans have done all possible to dis-
eredit Jenking, The court at Puebla re
fused to hear witnesses who wonld re-
fute the story that he was seen in
eonference with members of the gang
that kldnoped him: and necording to
the ecorrespondent of n newspaper of
Mexico City, n number of peons de
clured the Judge and pollée Inspector
bhad exerclsed pressure on them to tes-
tify ngainst Jenkins,

It was helleved In Washington that
the administrntion would maintaln s
firm stand In the crisis.  Otherwise,
sald the well-posted, congress would
take up the matter promptly after con-
vening, enll for all the facts In the
ease and proceed to frame a definite
policy. In both house and sennte, [t
was pssorted, the great majority was
in favor of n showdown with Carranza,
who for years has flouted the Enited
Ktates and In Innumerable ways dis-

orgetting or forgiving his attitude and

Shonld armed intervention he nee-
msary, we are In good condition for
quick nection, for the army has hod
thisc possibility In mind for some
monthe, Along the border these forces
are now nvalinble, Both wings of the
avintlon serviee, Including 15 aero
squadrons, ten’ hal'ann companies, five
regiments of fleld arvilery, ten of the
18 regiments of cavalry remaiping in
the army orgunlzation, three regl.
ments of engineers, one brigade of in-
fantry, with four within ealling dis
tance In the central department, 18
motor transport companies, one fleld
battallon and two telegraph battallons
of the signal corps, 28 or more pack
tralng and all the additional force of
supply to care for an army of that size.

Besldes looking on the arrest of

Joenkins ne deliberntely designed to of
fromt the Unbed Stites, the stte de
partment oflielals say the execintlon Inst
week of Gen, Feltpe Angeles nlso Indis
cutes the hostile priloade of Carranca
townrd this country, Angeles was the
foremost Mexiean soldier of this day,
antd was the outspoken adilrer of the
Unired States,  Buot he hind heen the
chief ald of Villa and waos eaptured;
therefore he was condemned and shot
to denth. While this many have been
technleally Just, it Is lkely that the
Hie of so eminent n man would have
heen spured If he hod not so freely
given volee to his feiendship for this
nutlon,

ainrtling, perhaps. than the
Mexiean erisis, hut of no less moment,
is the collnpse of the government's ef-
forts to end the coal strike by negotin-
tlon. Tts finnl offer to the miners was
i 14 per cent wage Incrense, This the
aperntors voted to aceept, and the min-
ors, throngh Acting Preshdent Fewls,
relected, Mr, Lewis declared that “re-
aponsibility for the crisis now confront-
ing the natlon must be upon those
statesmoen who are using the powers of
the government to oppress and deny
justice to the great element of citlzen.
ship dircetly concerned In the mining
Industry.”

The operators and the miners then
adfourned sine die, and It seemed that
there wns nothing left for the govern-
ment except to take over and operute
the mines,

The government's compromise offer,
appreved hy the cabinet and made by
Fuel Director Garfleld, provided there
shoulidl he no Inerense In the price of
conl to the consumer and that a joint
advisory hoard of operators and min.
ers should be created, with Secretary
Lane as chafrman, to work out the de-
toilg of wage ndjustments and furnish
information and advice In future dis-
putes, This offer must have been
made without hope of Its acceptance,
for Secretary of Lahor Wilson previ-
ongly had declared the men were en-
titled to an advance of 318 per cent,
and the operators had offered an ad-
vanee of 20 per cent.

The aceeptance of Mr, Wilson's con-
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ciuslons may be affected hy the fact
that he was 8 miner himself, Lewls
savs the men consider his offer a

pledge which the goverement must re-
ilevm,

Former Secretnry of the. Treasury
MeAdan projected himself into the con-
troversy with o statement that the op-
erafors have been mnking excesslve
profits sluece the war hegan and ean
well niford to pany much higher wages
without Increasing the price of coal,
He snld the treasury's records of ex-
cess profits taxes wonld prove this.
Of course the operntors entered Indig-
nant denia!, and Carter Glass, still sec-
retary, came to thelr defense with a
modified refutation of McAdoo's asser-
tlon as to profits,

While the dispute goes on the coun-
try's stock of fuel shrinks alnrmingly.
In some reglons, however, the mines
are belng operated stendily. Out in
the Sherldan (Wyn,) field the United
States  officials, eivil and  military,
solved the trouble surprisingly and ef-
fectively, They lenrned that the min-
ers hud voted to return to the pits but
were prevented from deolng so by a
enmpalgn of Intimidation by the radl-
eald, The military, therefore, at the
request of the sheriff, rounded wup
nenrly three score allen agitators and
sent them to Fort MacKenzle, A
moeeting of the miners' unlon was then
enllod, and the entlre strike sltuation
explained by Major Dean, whereupon
the men voted unsnlmously to end the
sirike Friday.

Governor Allen of Knnsas has called
for volunteers to work the mines and
protect the people of the state from
“unspenknble suffering.” and hundreds
of men have responded. Unlon leaders
sny these volunteers will be regarded
us strike-brenkers,

D'Annunglo, the Itallan frebrand,
seems to have ns many schemes of an-
nexation as the kalser had, According
to various reports, he pluns to return
with strong forees to Zara and proceed
thence to Sebenico; after selzing that
city, he will attack Spalato, and there
he may run afoul of the American
navy, which 18 guarding that part of
Dalmatia; also he Is sald to alm at
establishing a militarist government at
Triest, and now has emissaries In that
city. The allled officials In Paris, how-
ever, now have rencewed hope that a
compromise settlement of the Adriatle
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question will be reached, sntisfactory
to all parties, including D'Annunzio,
This I= the expected result of conver-
sutlons there between Breitish, French,
Itatian and Jugo-Slay representatives,
"I'In- Jugo-Slavs nre st pervons and
cladm to have Information that Iinly
plins to tnke all of Dalmatia and Mon-
tenegro,

Maxim Litvinoff, representing the
sovier government of Russin, Is in Co.
penhagen conferving with British emis-
sirles,  Peimnrily the matter in hand
I8 the exchange of prisoners, but Lite
vinolf ndmitted that If the British at-
titude was fuvorable, peace negotine
tions world he taken up. He hended
the holshevik dolegation that met the
representatives of the Baltle states In
Daorpat, and the latter say hig manner
wins cold and threntening throughout,
and that unless he hehaves otherwise
in Copenhingen it will be diffieult to ne-
gotlnte with him, The Baltle states al-
rendy have lost fulth In the bolshes
vist's professed desire for peace with
them. The soviet government of Rus-
sln hns announced new victorles over
Denikine's forces and further advances
In the Omsk reglon.

On Thursday Premier Stambullwsky
of Bulguria signed the treaty of peace
between his country and the allles,
The pact was slgned by all the allled
nntlons except Roumania and Jugo-
Sinvia, which are awalting the signing
of the treaty with Austria. Bulgaria
I8 to pny an Indemnity of $445.000,000;
to surrender all works of art and other
viulufibles taken from allled countries;
to aholigh compulsory milltary service,
and to reduce Its nrmy to 20,000 men.
It 1s deprived of Thrace and of Strum-
nitzn. the Intter golng to Serbin.

Germany, at last reports, was still
holding out on slgning the protocol
which the allled nations drew up, and |
the supreme council has expressed its
surprise and displensure at this course,
The conncil told the Germans that If
the treaty of Versallles were not put
Into effect on December 1 the respon-

government.
Germnn delegation at Versallles M.
Clemencenu, as president of the coun-
cil, sternly refused to deviate from
the terms of the treaty In favor of
Qerman prisoners employed In recon-
‘stroetion work In the devastated part
of France, and he used some very plain
languaee eoncerning German brutality
and Insincerity.

Another Irish erisis Is at hand, for
the British government, according to
dispatches from Dublin, has lssued a
prociamation prohibiting and suppress-
Ing the Sinn Fein and other llke or-
ganizations In all countries and bor-
oughs In Ireland. Tt Is belleved the
British now have 150,000 troops In Ire-
lund., and on the other hand the sup-
porters of the Irish “republic” clalm
they have an army of at least 100,000,
ready to fight for the cause,

The new Labor party held its first
nationnl convention In Chlcago last
week, and It was searcely what could
be ealled a success, The official list of

eredentinls, but a good many of them
faded awany before the convention
cnme to a close, Moreover, not one
of the 124 International Iabor unions
was represented, and of the 34,000 lo- |
cal unions in the Amerlean Federation |
of Lahor and 6,000 Independent unions
only 642 sent delegates, One delegate
from. Boston sald about 80 per sent of
those In attendance were Soclnlists
and ex-Soclallsts. Among those who
deserted the conventlon were the mem-
hers of the Nonpartisan league, headed
hy Governor Frazier of North Dakota,
The platform adopted Is almost lden-

tienl with those of other radical
groups.

tloned, and moreover were on a hun-
ger strike becnuse they were separated
from callers by bars, Of course the
obvious course I8 to let them stn o,
and the applause would bhe genern)
It was also disclosed that Frederle o
Towe, former commissioner of Immi.

Crepe de chine wash silk nnd satin
and batlste In white and pale pink fur-
nish the mwaterials for nearly all un-

derwear, lallan sllk, belng a little
heavier, 1s favored for petticonts, while
lavender and other pastel shades ex-
tend the cholee In colors. In the mats
ter of decoration, val and fillet Iaces,
hemstitehing, embroldery and other
fine stitehery, retnin thelr unassailas
ble place In the esteem of gentlewom-
en, French knots, In light colors, slm-
ulate tiny flowers on much of the
flesh-colored underwear, In both silk
and cotton materinls, and small bows
or rosettes of ribbon have not lost
thelr charm upon familinr acqualnt-

In the larger clitles and In some of
the smaller cities and towns, women
have put very practical ideas into op
erntlon along lines that are helpful to
the poorer members of the communlty,
without making them objects of char-
ity. We learned during the war, when
drives were made for clothing for the
Belgians and French of the devastated
reglons, that nenrly everyone had
clothing that could be spared, It Is
almost a crime to keep garments that
are not worn or necded, stored away
when they might be of use to oth-
ers who really need them. Therefore
influentinl women In the larger com-
munities have orgonized yearly sales
—nsunlly ealled “rummage sales,” and |
they contribute to these events all
kinds of clothing—shoes, hats, gloves,
hose, underwear, as well as all outer
garments, The contributions Inelude
clothing for men, women and children.
The more progperous usually
outright what they can spare, Oth-
ers nsk that a selling price he put upon
their articles and n certuin per cent
of It be returned to them,

But clothing Is not ull that appears
ot these sales; bed coverings, furni-
ture, brica-brae, and all sorts of
household belongings find a place at
the sale. If there Is no regular wom-
nn's exchange, preserves and eanned
frults and vegetables are xure of flnd.
Ing purchasers. In fact, ahout every-
thiug appears that (s useful or orna-
wental in the home.

It mkes a few enterprising and
eapable women to put over a rum-
