When the fur 1s t6 be cut, it Is
marked with eholk on the skin side
and cut with the razor ®lade
this marking. Pleces are joined by
holding the edges together evenly and
sewlng  them by
thrend and deawing It tight so that
the edges are firmly held,

Before mnking a fur coat one
should eut and fit an interlining, it
one s to be used, or tnke a cheap
enmbrie and cut and it it by the pat-
tern selected, making any nlterations
necessary, ‘The fur is to be cut by
this lining so n® to avold waste and
alterations, Experimenting must be
done in the lning and not in preclous
furs. For the silk lining, erepe-de-
chine, certain tnffetas, and Japanese
silks prove very durable,

A short coat of striped fur and one
of senlskin are shown In the picture,
ne gooil models to copy In making over
furs. Squirrel, either natural or dyed,
kolinsky, mink or muskrat might be
made In this fashion, The coat has a
wide collar with dark stripes vertieal
and is finished at the bottom in front
with & wide border of skin® running
horlzontally.
