(7:24).

He assures
them that deliverance would come as
soon us thls was sincerely complied
with,

V. The Victory Over thé Philistines
(vv, 10, 11),

This was the result of God's (nterpo-
sition.  “The Lord thundered with o
great thunder on that day and discom-
fited them."”  The men of Isrnel fol-
lowed up this advoantage to such cone
plete vietory thut the Prilistines did
not come back to power during the
duys of Samuel, The Lord will tight
our patiles if we put our trast v him;
no enemy «can stand before the Al
mighty.

Vi. A Memorial of Deliverance (vv.
12-1d).

Sgmuel set up o stone hetween Miz.
peh and Shen and called it Ebenveer,
which meuns “Hitherto inth the Lord
