MANY GERMAN NAMES SHED

Some Are Turned Into English
Equivalents and Others Are Re-
placed by Plain American Names

~—8imple to Make Alteration.

Washington.—A young man dropped
Into a luwyer's office here the other
dny.

“I want to change my name,” he
sald sadly., “I'm a locksmith, 1 have
my nnme on the door—B., Ware—and
customers are plways erncking Jokes
and pretending to be afeald of me,
People even ecome In Just to make
sllly puns and take up my time.”

“Why don't you write your first
name out? suggested the attorney.

“Ob, that would be worse, My
name's Barry Wore—It sounds ke
bow-wow."

The lawyer drew up a petition for
the young man, to be called Barry
Ward, and In three weeks the chnnge
was effected to the client's Joy,

Many German Names Changed.

The lawyer who told us this story
Rays business in changing nnmes has
been humming ever since the war.
Familles who had been In this coun-
try for four generations, and who
prided themselves on thelr American
qualities, woke up In 19016 and 1917
to find thelr German sounding pat-
ronymics were regarded with disfa-
vor, If not with suspiclon, There was
Just one remedy, tnd a grent many
fook It. German names were legally
turued Into Engllsh equivalents, or
were replaced by plain Amerlean
Smith, Carter or Johnson,

In some cnses, owners of German
names desired changes as a means of
showing they were not hyphenated
Americans, In others, It was n matter
of business. Such names as Kalser
and Hindenburg, the owners stated,
were Injuring thelr trade, as Amerl-
cans regurded them as German firms
and were prejudiced by war assocla-
tions,

Names besldes those
sound sometimes have
able effect on business, Such names
Beem to be discarded by thelr owners
In greater numbers than ever before.
These are chlefly the masterpleces of
the Russian, Greek, Itallan and Slavie
languages, Some of these comblna-
tions contaln the best part of the al-
phabet and defy pronunciation, let
alone spelling.

Occaslonally a clever man mnkes
eapltal of a pecullar name, as the
man named Easum, who once adver-|
tised “Easum's pllls” all over town.
But as a rule the odd name which sug-
Yests amusing comparisons Is regard-
s as something to put up with, like
awkward hands or a stiff neck.

sirnhle name Is simple, Here In Wash.
ington nll you have to de I8 to file »
petition with the Supreme court of
the District of Columbin, saying It
wnstes too much of your friends' time
to cull you by your proper name, or
whatever renson you mny have for the
ehnnge.  You must swear that you are
not abandoning your old name to
avold debts any demands, against
you. Then i have a notice of the
change of name prioted In a local
newspaper once n week for three
weeks, At the end of that time, If
nobody comes forward to object—and
nobody ever does—the court formally
grants your petition und you go forth
with whatever nanme youn have pleked
out. Consldering how easy It Is, we
wonder that there are so many people
with nomes that are unmelodious te
say the least.—Frederic A. Haskin, In
Chicngo Dnlly News.

700,000 of the Pests Are Killed
in Utah.

State-Wide Campaign Results In Sav.
ing of More Than $100,000 for
the Farmerc.

Washington.—Seven hundred thou-
sand I2=zlish sparrows, ench eating six
quarts o1 whent a year, would mean a
feed bill of more than $131,000. There-
fore the killing of 700,000 English spar-
rows means that asmount of money
saved for the farmers concerned, And
nearly 700,000 sparows were killed In
a state-wide campalgn In which 783
Utah farmers joined forces to get rid
of the pests during the winter months,

County agents helped In the ecam-
palgn, which used 5,243 pounds of pol-
soned bait. In most cases the balt
was mnde of whent, polsoned with
strychnine In accordance with a reclpe
sent out by the blological survey of the
United States department of agricul-
ture. It was put up In one-gquarters
pound paper bags In the county
agent's office, Full Instructions were
printed on the bags for the use of ‘the
poison. Each co-operator recelving the
balt agreed to report on the results.
Usually the sparrows were enticed for
a few days by putting unpolsoned balt
In places not frequented by other birds
nnd also Inaccessible to the poultry of
the farm. Then a few grains of pol-
soned wheat were put out each day.
The dead sparrows were gathered up,
counted, and elther burned or buried
every few days to prevent the sparrow
population from becoming suspiclous.
The number of sparrows counted by
each farmer was reported to the com-
mitteemen or the county agent at the
end of the season.

As many ns 240 dead sparrows were
guthered up as the result of a single
puckage of polsoned wheat. It ia be-
lieved that where care was used In
placing the poisoned balt an average
of 76 spurrows were killed with each
one-quarter-pound package. In each
of severnl counties 50000 to 100,00¢
sparrows were destroyed.
