A copy of the booklet may be obtain-
ed by writing to the Bureau of War
Risk Insurance, Washington, D. C,, or
upon application to organizations of
former service men and welfare or-
ganizations cooperating with the Bu-
reau of War Risk Insurance.

Former service men whose insur-
ance has lapsed or been eanceled, and
who wish to reinstate it or convert it,
or to effect hoth these processes at
the same time, are advised to secura
a copy of the official form described
az “LD-R", “Good News For All Ex-
Service Men,” which is a combination
of information sheet and reinstate-
ment and conversion blanks, the lat-
ter to be fi'led out, detached and mail-
od directly to the Bureau.
