not prevent, the infMation which was
world-wide, Elected  upon  speeific
promises to curtail  publie  axpendi-

tures and to bring the country buack
to a status of effective economy, the
Republican party In congress wasted
time and energy for more than a yvear
in valn and extravagant investiga-
tions, costing the taxpayers great
sums of money while revealing noth-
ing beyvond the Incapacity of Republi-
ean politiclans to cope with the prob-

lems.
