eommigsioner of docks, and approved
by the sinking fund commissicn,

The Improvement will cost $50,000.-
200, and will require ten yenrs to com-
plete, Work I8 expected to be sturted
mext spring.

This, with the proposed vehicnlar
tunnel to New Jersey, I8 expected to
wsolve Now York's West slde dock proh-
lem. The new water front system Is
to consist of wide plers, slips and
marginal streets, with warehouses and
tracks where avablable In the rear.

WIill Pay Out In Four Years.

*“The cost of construction I8 expect-
ed to pay for itsglf within four yenrs'
‘time,” mald Deputy Dock Commlssion-
€r Michnel Cosgrove. “A permanent
