Desdemonn, Tex,, wns hardly more
than a stop for wayfarers on the road,

them a horde of shifty-eyved gentry
und red-lipped women., The word was
passed out that the 1ld was off in Des-
demona.

Then the ring ran up ngainst The
Americnn Legion, Individually for a
long time the members of Peavy-Brice
post tried quletly to combnt the spread
of vice In Desdemona.

Intter returmed a contemptuous  re-
fusal. Desdemona seethed. From oll
fields und enmps hundreds of men
poured into town to be present when
the ultimatum should expire.

Fighwen Legionnnires were sworn
In o= deputy rangers and mingled witk
the erowd while the offending officers
swiggered down the maln street, Just
ag the time 1imit expired one unarmed |
member of the Leglon post stepped up
to the offlcers and ordered them to
surrender, A dozen revolvers leaped
from o dozen hips and nll the bravado
went out of the fing, The Leglon dep-
utles disarmed the leaders and marchs
ed them off to an oflice, where they
wrote out thelr resignations as town
officials,
