SPECTACLIE believed to be al-

most unique In Amerlean history
und one that has given tremendous
fmpetus to the natlon-wide fight of
the Amerlean Legion to obtain at
least shimple justice for sick and dls-
abled heroes of the World war, wns
staged In the thriving little desert
city of Tucson, Ariz., recently,

Led by Gov. Thomns E, Camphell
and national, state and local repre-
sentatives of the Leglon, the entire
citizenry of the community brought
every business activity to a stundstlll
for a day while more than 5,000 men
and women In overalls or other appro-
priate working garb, drove their auto-
mobiles to Pastime park, three miles
north of the town, and Iabored with
thelr linnds to expedite construction
of an emergency publle health serv-
Ice hospltal for tubercular ex-service
men.,

Governor Campbell, E. J. Winslett,
national vice commander of the Le-
glon; State Commander Bert H. Clin-
gan, Mayor O. C. Parker and hundreds
of other prominent business and pro-
fessionnl men of the city and state
appeared In renl working clothes and
manipulated shovels, picks, hummers,
saws and wheelbarrows in the great-
est frenzy of activity the communlity
had ever known, The Immediate re-
sult was that the emergency lnstitu-
tion which government engineers
originally had estimated it would take
three months to bulld, was brought to
virtual completion within one week,
and more than 500 tubercular dere-
lHets of the war who had been unhos-
pitallzed and partly shelterless, sud-
denly found themselves with a roof
over thelr heads

The whole demonstration was
planned and earried out within a 1lit-
tle more than 48 hours, while Governor
Campbell and State Leglon Comman-
der Clingan made flying trips from
Phoenix to address a mass meeting
under legion ausplces at the armory
on the evening preceding the park
event, and to participate In the “heavy
work”™ there next day. The chief
executive of the commonwenlth
pushed a wheelbharrow full of rocks,
drove an ex-army truck and wound
ap his strenvous afternocn with an
tmpassioned plea to Tuesonlans and all
good Awmericans to get together apd
stand squarely behind the legion In
“the mnost lmportant movement now
starting here for the benefit of dis-
abled ex-gerviee men that has yet bes
gun in the Unlied States,"

At the conclusion of his address,
the overnlls the governor had worn
during the afternoon, and which fig-
uréd conspleunously In geveral hundred
feet of “movie” film unvwound by a
Pothe News camern min, were aue-
tioned off to the highest bidder, the
Morgan MeDermott post of the legion
at Tueson, Anproximately $200 for
the Lhenefit of a welfare fund for pa-
tlents at the hospitnl was renlized
from the auctlon, each bidder hefng
obliged to hand over the sum offered,
irrespectlve of whether it was high
enough to get the clothes, The hid
of the Leglon Post was 870,

The attention of F. W. Galbmith,
Jr., the leglon's natlonal commander,
wus first attracted to the Tucson situ-
atlon after H, D. MacArtan, the publie
health service physiclan In charge of
the Rospltal, had gone to Washington
and reported that more than half of
the 128 patlents then In the Instltu-
tlon were sleeping In condemned
army tents, and that there were asp-
proximately 450 other tubercnlar ex-
service men entirely unhospitalized
in the community as a result of the
congestion which followed the usual

influx of “white plngue" vietims at |
this season of the year, These 450
mwen In dire need of the care and treat-
ment they were not receiving, were
distributed through the community
with such llmited housing facllities
nnd shelter from the extreme cold of
the desert nights ns thelr weary wan-
derings happened to bring them,

Commander Galbraith sent E. J.
Winslett, national vice commander of
the legion, and a representative of the
American Leglon News Service to Tuce-
son to see what could be done to
remedy the situation. Thelr Instruc-
tlons were to do all possible to speed
up construction work, co-ordinate the
efforts of all community Interests and
visnalize the loeal situation as an ob-
Jeet lesson to thrust “under the nose
of congress” In the leglon’s natlonal
fight for justice for the nation's he-
roes of two years ago and the legion's
comrades then, now and always,

Governor Campbell was In the East
at the time and assisted Dr., MacAr-
tan In Inducing Director Chomely
Jones of the bureau of war risk In-
sursnce and other government officinla
to bring about the cutting of a vast
amount of red tape, Dr, MacArtan
finally returned to Tueson with author-
lzatlon to spend approximately 300,
000 for the erection of an emergency
hospital, and he brought with him
George B, Kirk, a federal engineer to
whom with his assistants much of the
credit for the record-breaking com-
pletion of the project 18 due. Gover-
nor Campbell placed state workmen,
matedals, trucks and tools at the dis-
posal of the government and there
was from the beginning a hearty and
enthusiastie co-operation on the part
of the business and professional men
of Tucson, as well as the citizens gen-
erally.

Arriving at Tucson, Mr. Winslett
surveyed the slfuation and then called
it conference of leglonnalres and state
and municipal publle officlals and ]
husiness men,

At the confereénce he told of the
leglon's nation-wide fight, just begin-
ning, to obtain justice for the derellcts
coming baek from the war ond up-
pealed to all organizations and ngen-
cles to make a unlted stand &9y »
square deal for those who offered
thelr all to thelr country In time of
need and hiave become vietims of neg-
leet, Inciliclency, red tape nnd dere-
liction of duty as their rewardy,

The following evening a mass meet-
Inz was held In the Tucson armory,
with  Governor Cumpbell, Nutional
Viee Communder Winslott, State Com-
mander Clingan and James I Du#-
geath, a prominent Tucsan lnwyer and
business man, as the principal spen k-
ers,  An informonl dance under the
auspices of the leglon post followed
the meetlng und Governor and Mrs
Campbell led the grand march,

The followlng day was proclalmed a
holiday by Mayor Parker and every
store, factory and business establish.
ment of every description closed {tg
doors, ‘

Waomen and girls of the community
took an uective part in the demonstra-
tion, and members of varlous women's
clubs and clvie organizations entered
whole-heartedly Into the spirit of the
event and backed it one hundred per
cent,

In every sense, It was a red letter
day In the history of Tucson, Arlzona,
and America, and an exemplifieation
of the unity and unselfish co-operation
which animated the whole natlon dur-
Ing the war and which rarely, If ever,
has been so conspicuously displayed

In the provions parable the respon-
sihilitles of the subjects of the king-
dom were before us for eonstderation
In the Hght of the obllgntion to ren-
der to the houscholder the frulte of
his vinexard. In this one the ethle
I8 changed. and the prigleges and
blessings of the kingdom are plneed
on exhibition, This parable lifts the
conception of the kingdom and places
It on a high plane. It 18 wuch more
than paying rent to a king: it s fenst-
Ing at the King's table on fut things
which He has prepurgd with great ex-

| pense to Himself,

I. The King's Feast Despised (vv.
1-7).

The previous paralile exhibits the
attitude of the Jewlsh people toward
the king up to the crucifixion of
Christ.  Thigs one earries us beyond
the cross, even through the present
The marringe
feast which the king made for his son
and to Which he invited guests repre-
sents the gracions offer of God to give
Joy and blessing to certnin of His
creatures. This feast has been made
In honor of hiy Son and Is an exceed-
ing rich one. His oxen and fatlings
are ready. His repeated Invitations
ghow God's earnestness In secking
to bless men. QGod does more than
simply Invite men once; e presses
His Invitation again and again most
earnestly. How many times from our
childhood has He not pressed His In-
vitatlon upon as! "The attitude of
those Invited, toward the invitation and
toward the king Is passing strange
and exceeding sinful. To treat the
king'® Invitation with such contempt
after he hag made such costly prepn-
ratlon deserves the geverest punish-
ment.. They not only neglected It but
made light of It and hurrled on to
their worldly business, showing that
they regarded it as of more Impor-
tance than the salvation of thelr poor
lost souly, Bome went forth and even
did violence to the messengers of the
king, killing them.

While this Is a plcture of the atti-
tude of the Jews from Christ's erucl-
fixion to the destruction of Jerusalem,
it has its counterpart in the day In
which we live, Some today are Indiff-
erent to God’s invitation; some are
munking light of God's way of salvation,
and others are hostile to the mes-
sengers of Christ, Thelr attitude and
behavior Incited the nnger of the King
and he executed vengeance upon them,
burning up their eity, This was his-
torleally fulfilled in the destruction
of Jerusalem by the Romans In 70 A,
D., and {8 typleal of what He will do
to those that neglect or reject His in-
vitation at the close of this dispensa-
tlon.
