BIG SUMS FOR WORK NOT DONE

Rallways Asking Labor Board to
Abrogate Wasteful Agreements
Made Under Federal Control.

“The entire country, its consumers,
its farmers, Its workmen, and even the
rallway employees themselyves, are dl-
rectly Interested with the rallrouds In
cutting down rallway operating ex-
rpenles."

unted by the rullroads to the Unlted
‘Stutes Rallroad Labor Board, now In
sesslon In Chicago,
" The rallroads have submitted evl-
'‘dence to the board to show why the
National Agreements affecting rallway
ghop labor should be abrogated, be-
lleving that thls is a vitally important
step In the process of reducing op-
erating expenses,

This step 18 not only necessary to
insure adequate earnlng power to the
rallroads, but will make possible an
ultimate reduction n rates,

The agreements were mnde by the
Rallroad Administration just before
the end of Federal conirol. The sum
total of the rules and working condl-
+ ‘tions provided by the National Agree-
ments have Increased the operating
'expenses of the rallroads by hundreds
‘of millions, and have decrensed the
efMeclency and output of the employees
ia other ways resulting In losses
wblcl cannot be calculated In dollars

“The ¥l Paso & Southwestern Rall-
rond recently had an englne set out at
Douglas, and about the time It wns
rendy to go to its truln It developed
that a window Hght wus broken In the
eab. Tt was necessary for the foreman
to call n earpenter to do the work that
he could have performed himself In a
few minutes, The traln was delayed
one hour and %0 minutes, and the ems.
ployee called to do the work was paid
five hours for work’ requiring 20 min-
utes." '
