Cambridge, Mass,—Discoverles made
by Dr, Walter I, Cannon of the Har-
vard Medieal gchool and other Ameris
can, Liritlsh und French medical off-
cers townrd the close of the World
war have brought forth new evidence
regarding the enuse nnd nature of the
strunge phase known uas “shock” a
condition that led to Innumerable
deaths in war time and frequently has
a shinllar result after nceldents o thoe
of peace,

“Shock, or wound-shock, ns It Is
often enlled, has long batlled the medl-
ol professinn,” Doctor Cannon sald
to a press representative, on belng
usked to deserlbe the results of hls lw-
portunt work,

Occurs After Any Accident,

“This condition, which, by the way,
should not be confused with shell-
shock, an entlrely different phenome-
non, usunlly  develops  some  hours
ufter a serlous wound or necident, It
frequently  followed  grave  shell
woutids In the war, and often comes
on ofter a person hias been serlously
hurt In an anceldent In thmes of pence,
after, for exuwple, he has had a Hmb
crushed In oo rallrond aneeldent,

*“I'here have boen numerous theorles
of the nnture of shock, Some doctors
held that shock resulted from nervous
collapse, others that It chme from a
clogging of blood vessels by fat from
wounds, some that It was due to pa-
ralysls of the nerves controlling the
arteries, others that the adrenal gland
was somehow nffected so as to do the
migchief, and so on,

Our work In France gave us oppor-
tunlty to study shock In the utmost de-
tall, ©One by one we threw out the
thicorles advanced in former years,

results from the tearing or crushing
of muscles or other tlssues by misslles

Large Increase in the Industry
in This Country,

Jowa Boy Clears $1,200 In One Year

by Raleing Them In His
Back Yard,
Washington.—~Rualslng rabblts  for

the market Is becoming a pleasurable
and profitable industry In  certaln
parts of the country, A resldent of
Kapsas Clty, Kun,, has raised 300 to
400 pounds of rabblt ment a year for
his own table at a cost of only elght
to ten cents a pound. In Nebraska a
lurge rellglous Institutlon that has
ralsed rubbits lustend of poultry re-
ports the ment more satisfactory than
chicken and the experlment profitable,
According to n former county commls-
#loner of Washington, rabbits were
grown on the county farm to provide
@ subsutule for chicken for the

county  hospltals; the initial  Btock,
wumbering 110 rabblts, Increased to
1,200 I fen months, besldes those used
In the hospitals.

A high school boy In Town, who
breeds reglstered stock on a spuce 33
(et squure In his back yard, ralsed
tnough rubbits In 1918 to clenr more
than 81,200,  An Ohlo farmer sends
400 pounds of rabblt meat a week to
clty restaurants, yet Is unable to meet
the demuand,  The foregoing are cons
