New York.—Norweglans are no long-
er the leading sen rovers they once
were, but thelr mdventurous spirit Is
not yet extinguished, There i1s a
round tower ut Newport, bullt of rude
stones, a Iasting monument to some
forgotten visitors to these shores. Who
bullt It no one can tell, but surely not
aboriginnl Americans for It embodies
principles of architecture unknown to
them. Anthropologists belleve It was
bullt by the Norsemen, who, there is
evidence to show, found Amerlen long
before Columbus, a8 early ns the
Tenth century, Indeed there s a

Adventurous Norwegians.

Henry street, Brooklyn, where a re-
porter was told thele plans. Ton-
ning acted as spokesmun while the
other two listened and gave nssent.

Will Be Sloop Rigged.

It will be sloop rigged, having a
26-foot mainmast and a 12-foot top-
mnst, three feet of which will be
above the hounds, thus affording a
82-foot sall holst. Two sets of salls
will he carried, one of light canvas
for light and moderate wenther, and
one of heavy cunvus for stormy wenth-

Royal Residence Two Centurles,

It was built about 1528 and for two
centurles was a roynl residence. Louls
XV gave 1t to Marshal Saxe and Na-
poleon presented 1t to Marshal Ber-
thier, Eventually It fell into the pos-
sesslon of the duke of PParma,

At the beginning of the war It was
owned by Prince Eling of Bourbon-
Parma and was sequestrated because
he was serving In the Austrian army
as an attache of the Austrinn general
staff. Prince Ellng Is a brother of
Zitn, wife of the former Emperor
Charles of Austrln, who lately at-
tempted to regaln his throne ns king
of Hungary,

After the war Prince Elins at-
tempted to recover possession of the
estate, but the French courts hnve just
disallowed his elalm. This, however,
does not settle the question of its
ownership, for Prince Sixtus, also of
Bourbon-Parmn, brother of Prince
Eling, hag put In n clnim to the oww
ership of the chateaun.

Princes' Services Refused.

Prince Bixtns does not suffer the
disability of Prinee Ellns, as Nixtus
and his hrother, Xavier, both offered
thelr services to the French povern-
ment In the war and heing refused on
the ground that descendants of the old
royal houses could not be permitted
to fight for France, they both eniisted
In the Belglan army, where they
served as streteherbearers, Thele brave
ery In this serviee wos afterward ree-
ognlzed In n French eltation,
