In complying with the law, and in|
order to realice the primary object |

of the law, the State Department of
Fublic Works has taken into consid-
eration two main points. These are:
1.—The light must be properly con-
trolled,

2. ~The light must be sufficient for
safe driving and to illuminate
¢bjects which are at least 200
feet ahead of the car,

The glare of the headlight ecannot
be gliminated by dimmers, and these
are neither required nor recommend-
¢, Focuzing alone will corvect this,

What ig focusing? 1t must not be
confusod with tilting. Focusing a
biulh placing it in the correct posi-
tion in the headlight with reepeet to
the reflector.

Tilting iz the bending of the head-
light itself g0 that the rays of light
are parallel, and are inclined toward
the greund at the proper angle. Un-
less the bulb is in the correet posi-
tion in the reflector, the headlight will
rot give out the proper amount of
light nor will the rays go in the
groper direction,

The all important requirement,
therefore, before a legal lens has been
placed on the car, is the focusing of
or adjustment of the bulb,

A eor driven 30 miles per hour, the
everage speed rate in the open coun-
try, will cover 200 feet in 4 and %
seconis. The driving light, there-
fore, to protect the driver, must be
strone enough to =ufficiently illumin-
ate ohjects at least 200 feet abead.
The lenges thus far approved by the
Department of Public Works meet
these requirements, but no lens which
1as been approved will be legal un-
