ous Lady Blesslogton,” ag an lmagin-
atlve ndinirer called her. Bul she was
not born Lady Blessington, er Lady
anything else. Her father was a
drunken, rolstering squire of Tipper-
ary, and Marguerite one of seven chil-
dren. He used to bent her with a
heavy strap, and perhaps she was glad
when he married her to a British army
captain from the nearby garrison, This
captain was a drunkard and half lo-
sane., He beat poor Marguerite worse
than had her father. She fled to the
parental roof, and the father ordered
her back to the captaln.

Then Marguerite disappeared. Her
career as a vampire had begun. We
find her at twenty, one of the beautles
of Dublin. Sir Thomas Lawrence
painted a plcture of her which made
both famous, She had several lovers
before meeting the earl of Blessing-
ton, peer and man of fashlor. He
still held a large part of a once vast
estate.  Blessington marrled her and
they opened house In St James' square,
London, In 1822 the couple went to
Parlg, where she met the Count 4'Or-
say, then elghteen years old and one
of the tonlented dilettantes of the
French eapitul,  Muorguerite was thir
ty-two, but they instantly loved.
count joined the two’ on thelr trip to
Genon.

After romantle wanderings through
Italy, Marguerite came back to Lon-
don, Then Blessington died, and she
found herself (n stralts,  She turned
to writing, for which she always had
had some talent, and wet with at least
0 show of success, Her efforts served
to attract many notables to her salon,
She continued to live with d'Orsay,
while Bulwer-Lytton, Dickens, Thack-
erny, Tom Moore and Diarnell pald here
court, The "Greek god” did not seem
to care. Among the visitors was Louls
Nuapoleon, afterward XNapoleon 111,
then broke and without friends. Mar-
guerite entertalned him  well,

But at last all of this fine living end-
ed In o erash, There still were dehit-
ors' prisons In England. Marguerite
and d'Orsay saw them vewning Just
ahead. They owed more than SHO000,
a huge sum then. It was Impossible
for them to leave the house except on
Sundays, o many bailiffs walted about
the door. .

Then the two escaped to Parls. As-
suredly Napoleon III would help. But
he had not been ealled “Napoleon, the
Little,” for nothing, He showed thim
the door. Marguerite, past sixty, soon
died. D'Orsay followed her three
years later, and they sleep beneath
one stone,

De Musset
returned to Paris, George Sand fol-
lowed hlin, heartbroken but accom-
panled by the doctor, She beseeched
the poet to forget the past, e would
not heed her appeals. Then the doctor
went back to Italy. In desperation,
George Sand cut off her beautiful
black halr and sent It to de Musset
as a token of complete surrender, Still
he would not relent. In anger she
wrote a book attacking the poet, and
he replied with another, Parls laughed,
Swinburne summed up the matter thus-
Iy: “De Musset wns W rong; but
George Ald not behave as a gentleman
should."”

Balzae, Liszt, Dumas and many oth-
er famous men worshipped at George
Sand's feet—then passed on. At last
came Frederle Choplin, the musiclan,
He was o delleate wreek of a man,
She restored him to souething almost
like health by the very foree of her
love and vitallty, He repald her with
the worship of a true artist's soul.
But even George Sund could not hold
back the course of nature, Chopln
grew worse, She tlred of the musl-
clan at last, and Jeft him, Dylng, he
sent for her, but ghe did not go. “Ab”™
he sald, “she had promised that 1
should dle In nobody's arms but hers,”
And Lhe called for her until the last,
