near the antipodes of the western
world, far from the beaten track.
This Island has come to notice re-
contly  through the oction of the
League of Natlons in glving to Aus-
trulla the mandate for its portheastern
quarter, formerly a colonlnl possession
of Germany. It 1s prohable, too, that
it may be one of the subijects of dis-
custlon when the problems of the I'a-
citie are taken up In Washington,
Except for a fringe of a few widely
sepurated settlements and rlsslon sta-
tlong along the coasts, New Gulnen (or
Papua, to give it {ts natlve name) is
a paradfze of savogery. Probably In
no other area of equal extent In the
world has eivillzatlon made so lght
an Imprint,  In the Interior of the
great island heads are hunted as in
emaller reglons elsewhere, cannibal
fensts are held, savage dinlects are
spoken Innocent of any maodification
by elvilized language, primitive weap-
ons are used, and there Is practically
no contact with and no knowledgze of
the outside world,
Origin of Papuans Unknown,
The origin of the “oriental negroes"
of Papun Is an unsolved prohlem to
ethnologists, On most of the islands
to the east and north and toward
Asln, stralght-halred, relatively falr
Malays are found.  But the Papuans
are black, woolly-haired negroes ke
the natlves of the far-away Guinea
const of western Africa. It was this
resemblance between the inhabitants
of Papun nnd Guinen that guve the
fsland Its more common nume among
westerners,  Though the Papuan race
is distinet, and though large numbers
of the pure stock exist on the Island,
the negro straln has also heen mixed
with Malayun blood, result!ng o nu-
merous raclal gradations,
The natives of the
part of the Island
hark bagk to  the
arhoreal, pre-human  ancestors, for
they live In rude leaf nnd straw-
thatched hovels which they construct
in trees,  Though this custom of trie-
dwelling Is not followed to nny great
extent In  other portions of New
Guinea, the natlves of the Island nll
goem determined to lve well off the
ground, The favorite habitations
throughout a-large part of the country
are constructed on high plles. On the
protected ground beneath these sirue-
tures the enlinary operations are usy-
ally carrled on,
fngs are long, narrow communal af-
falrs, houslng a score or more of nn-
tives. In many coses these habitn-
tlons are merely dark tunne!s. but In
otherg they ure divided Into eompnrt-
ments, Clothing hothers the Papuans
but little, but they give much atten-
tion to painting and tatooing thelr
bedles. and to hedecking themselves
with neck, nose and ear ornuments.

Odd Native Customa.

There Is very little furnlture In
Papuan dwelllngs to be shifted ahout
by the “lady of the house" on clenaning
day, TImportant among the fow mov-
ables are hard narrow wooden hlocks,
scooped ont to fit the neck—"pillows"
which would %ardly appeal to western-
ers as substifutes for thelr soft down-
filled cushlons.

Some of the tribes near the coast
have a passien for bathing, so great
that they impute a love of the water
to the spirits of thelr departed tribes.
men. To facllitate *“spirit bathing,"”
surviving reintlves and friends eare-
fully construct and keep open paths
leading from each grave to the sea.

When they are not dining on cholce
cuts  from some encmy tribesman,
Papuans eat In the maln a prosale
enough diet of bannnns, ynms, sago,

Beeanse New Guinea 1s so far from
countries with whose size we are fa-
millar, we are likely to consider Its ex-
tent rather vague. If the Island could
he lnld down along our Atluntle const
we would soon appreciate Its vasiness,
It 1s approximately 1,500 miles loug,
and would reach from the southern
tip of Florlda to the northernmost
peint on the coust of Maine, Its 400
imbles of width would cover two-thirds
the distance of Bermuda ‘The area of
the island 1s close to J00.00) square
wiles, and it Is supposed to huve
about 1,000,000  Inhabitants,

History of the Island.

New Guinea was discovered more
thun hinlf a century before Australin
wis first sighted; but while the latter
s come to have a population of
5,000,000 white people, and (s the seat
of an hoaportant, modern Christian goy-
ernment, the former 1s still almost
the undisputed domaln of suavagery.
The Duteh Inld the first clahn to ter-
ritory In the island, but confined thelr
operntions to the western end.  In
1884 the British estabilshed a protec-
tornte over the southwestern portion
of the country, and the Germuns an-
nexed the northeastéern part the snme
year,  The three countries agreed on
houndaries In 1885 but their partition
of the land was salmost wholly un ac-
tlon on puper, for there had been lttie
exploration of the Interlor, Each coun-
try In the years sloce has establishied
n few trading nnd misslon posts and
plantationg In the coast country and
hus got up the skeleton of a govern
ment, whose functioning, however, has
had Hitle effect In the Interlor,

The British portlon of Papua has
had the stutus of a territory of the
federal government of Australla since
1906, and the recent uction of the
League of Nations In pluelng the for-
mer German New Guinea In Anstrallan
hands under mandate gives that com-
monwenlth control of a lttle over nulf
of the Is'and's total area.

Strange Animal Life.

The anlmal life of the world's big-
gest t opical Island, like that of neigh-
boring  Australln, Is strange and
hizarre In western eyes. In anclent
geologle ages Papua and Australla
were connected. Apparently for mil.
llons of yenrs they have been sepa-
rated entlrely from the rest of the
world, so that their anlmal types ure
a survival from the remote past, With
the exception of the plg, which proba-
bly was brought from Asia relatlvely
recently, all of the mammuls of New
Giuineny are elther marsuplals which
carry thelr young In pockets, llke the
opossum  and the kangaroo, or are
hensts that lay eggs like birds,

What New Guinea lacks in beasts
of the field it mnkes up In birds of
the alr.  As the home of hundreds of
species of feathered creatures, It Is
more favored than many other por-
tions of the earth's surface. 1ts dense
tropical forests are allve with them—
hirds of almost every concelvable slze
and shape and of a bewlldering com-
binatlon of colors. Most striking of
the many birds that count New Gulnea
their home I8 the gorgeously col-
ored and beautifully formed bird-of:
paradlse. Most Interesting 1s the ro-
muantle  and  Ingenlous  bower-bird,
which bullds a “pleasure dome" golely
as a place for Its love-maklug,

The corn ordinarily 1s hauled to the
cutter on commmon, flut hay rncks, The
low-wheeled wagon s much prefer-
auble to the high one. Ao undersiung
riack ean be constructed with compura-
tive ease and will save much nbor,

If the silnge cutter and Litting mna-
chinery have not been selected, every
effort should be made to get machinery
which has suflicient or excess eapneity,

A Low-Down Flat Wagon Saves Labor
in Handling Corn When Filling Silo.

The mistake ls often made of getting
an outtit that I8 too small, thus mak-
tng the operation of flling the stlo very
glow and Interfering with the continu-
ous employment of the entire force of
men. A mmnber of satlsfuctory silage
cutters are on the market, The chilef
features to be considered In n entter
are that It 1s strongly made and will
cut fine,

Harvest Corn Before Fully Ripe,

Ordinarily corn should be harvested
for the sllo abont a week or tepn days
hefore It would be cut for shocking:
that I8, when ahout 0 per eent of the
kernels are dented and ot least 75 per
cent of the kernels are hardened so
that no miltk ean be squeezed out, At
this time the lower leaves on the stnli
are turning yellow und the green corn
fodder contalns 63 or 70 per cent of
molsture, which Is sufMielent for slloge.
Silnge made from corn containing ginls-
ture enough for proper preservation is
more palatable than that made from
corn g0 matiure as to require the addl-
tlon of wanter,

Good Plan to Clean It Off and Apply
a Coating of Manure to Pre.
vent Freezing.

If the asparngus bed has  heen
cleaned off it will be in hetter shape
in the spring If o good conting of ma-
nure Is put on, This will keep the
hed from freezing and thawing nnd
will work In the fertilizer and get the

Not Much Difference Between Split
and Round If Heartwood and
Sapwood Equal.

Some peaple belleve split fence posts
last longer than do round ones,  Prob-
ably ns lnrge a nomber hold the oppo-
slte view, The forest products Inhora-
tory of the United States Departinent
of Agriculture says that one will last
about ns long as the other If the per-
centage of henrtwood and sapwood 1a
the same In both, If the percentage of
sapwood 18 Increased by splitting, the

ereased 1t wlll be more durable than
the round one, Exceptions to this
should be made If the posts are of
spruce, hemlock or nny of the true firs,
whose heartwood and sapwood are
ahout equally durable,

If the posts are to bhe treated with
ereosote or gome other preservative,
the round post Is preferable to the
split, beenuse of the comparntive ensa
with which the supwoad can be treated.
Xperiments at the Inhoratory demon-
girnte that the heartwood faces on
gplit posts do not, as n rule, absorh
the preservative ny well as does the
B pwood.

COOPERATIVE EGG MARKETING

Encouraged by Extension Workers and
Is Saving Money for Farmers of
Nebraska.
