though probably we change less than do the thnes,
Tor Chieago, young as it Is—Iit was not Incor-
poruted pus a city until 1R37—has seen many a
curavien headed west in the old days,  DBut thev
were curaving of “prairie schooners,” drawn by
oxen or mules, And the men and women were go-
ing forth to face the unknown, fight Indians, tuen
up: the prairle sod, contend with grasshoppers nnd
drought and pnt up a fifty-fifty buttle with fute
for a home and a living.

The tigures of the census of 1920 show that the
trend of the population from the country to the
elty has become greatly aceentunted since 1010,
Now, for the first time in the country's history,
raore than half the entire population Is lving In
“urbonn territory.” That I8 to say that of the popu-
Intion of 105,683,108 persons 61,9 per cent nre ly-
tng In clties and 48,1 per cent In rural communities
In the census of 1910 the corresponding percent-
pes were 40.3 and 53.7.

This Is a condition that ls regardel ns nelther
deglrable nor eutirely safe, Therefore many are
the projects to get city dwellers hack to the soll,

Buack to the soll! An American slogun for Amer-
teans! Yet the country does not extend u general
tuvitation to all comers. It 18 not ready to support
an indefinite number of miscelluneous apiplicants,
Mother Nuture Is very far from belng the henevo-
lent old soul she is pietured by the fictlonists who
write furnn prospectuses, She does not give her
tiounties for nothing, She demands full payment.
ynd she exects full penalty for mistakes,

It 1= the surest kind of a sure thing that the
country home that pays Its own way means hard
work for gomebody, ‘There will be blisters, back-
unches and sore museles that will have to he worked
¢rom sorenesa Into strength,  Lre the billowing
graln delights his eye, the city man will under-
stand why providence or nature or evosition pro-
vided him with eyebrows,

Moreover, there 1s n glowness and n deliberation
In noture's ways and methods that 1o the elty man,
used to doing things upon the Instunt, will be littls
lesa than maddening, It 18 useless to rage ngalnst
the ordered procesces; they cannot be hurried,
The clty man must learn to wait for seed time
and harvest and to possess his soul in patience,

S0 It 18 evident that there {s a balunee to bhe
gtruck, The clty I8 one thing: the country I8 an-
sther. The clty ennnot be trantplanted In the
rountry, And no one cun strike this balance for
the would-be back-to-the-lander; he must do It
for himself,

In striking this balance, howeyer, there Is mora
to be tauken into account than the dollnrs. There
gre the heauties of nuture, There s pure air,
undefiled by smoke and soot; a place In the sun,
with no skyscrapers overhead to shut out the blue
sky and the stars and the moon; honest thirst
that makes nectar of the gods out of water from
the well und buttermilk from the spring-house;

One of the photogruphs reproduced  herewlth
ehows Noyal N, Allen of the Chicago Motor club
welcoming Willln 1), Scott, leader of the eara-
van,  Mr, Scott used to live in Minpeapolis,  ‘Then
he went to Boston,  Later be became 0 successful
sules nmnnager in Brooklyn, with a home at 200
Decatur street, He is o mbiddie-aged man, with a
wife and two children,  Durlng the war he made
a reputation as a “four-minute won'  He had
made up his mind to drive to the West this sum-
mer, buy a ranch, hung up his hat and grow up
with (he country., Severmd of his nelighbors grew
Interested and gsked to go along. And that's how
the colony Idea started,

Then Mr. Scott wrote to commercinl clubs and
state and county officlals In different parts of the
West, Gov, David W, Davis of Idaho responded
promptly with o definlte offer, Mr, Scott went to
Idaho and made o study of land In Twin Falls
county, along the Snuke river, Here's the way
AMr, Scott tells It:

“That =ettled It, When 1 saw that land I knew
It was just the place 1T was looking for, and I hm-
medintely took an option on 5,120 geres. The land
was offered to we at the uniform price of $1205 an
acre, with water rights, 825 an acre to be pald
down nt purchuse and the balunee within ten years
ut 0 per cent Interest,

“This whole land project Is supervised by the
stute, It Is finapeed by the ldaho Farm Develop-
ment eompuny, the president of which Is E. 7.
Meredith, who was President Wilson's secretary
of agriculture and who is a practlenl farmer and
the proprietor of an agricultural newspaper In
I'es Moines, In, Mr, Meredith and his associates,
Incorporating under the Cary act, spent S6235,000
developing these traets, The waters of three trib-
utaries of the 8nake river, draining the watershed
of the Jurbidge mountaing, 47 miles southwest-
ward from our colony, were damued and im-
pounded in the Cedar Creck reservoir. Thence n
steel flome leads the water down through the
canvon of the Little Salmon rlver, irrigating the
lands which we have taken up for our future
homes and ranches, We have, in all, an area of
ubout three mliles by six,

“Ihis rrigation enterprise (mmedintely made
marvelously fertile many thousands of neres which
theretofore had heen merely a sagebrush prairie,
The area had been used only s cuttle range and
wis one of the most sparsely settled distriets n the
gtnte.  With ieeigation, there isa't a better country
for growing alfalfa, onlong and the famous Idaho
potatoes, On farme In the sume nelghborhoml aned
enjoying Mke advanteges to purs there huve bheen
grown world record crops of alfulfn, wheat to the
tune of 02 bushel to the aere, and potatoes ratidg
s high as G42 bushels to the acre,

“puhl, our nearest rallroad town, I8 about 12
miles from the most distant ranches of our colony
It Is » Hvely town only nine years old, but with
pnhout 7,000 population. A fine rond, whieh Is more

“than 00 mtles long and which rans directly throush

onur traet, connects Bahl with the new mining town
of Jarhidge, Out of the Jarbldge mountaing the
Guggenhelm Interests have taken more gold than
all the yellow metal vielded by Alaska, The town
of Jarhldge Is the natural center of that rieh coun-
tey, and our colony wiill be lts nearest source of
supply, with a good road running strolght Into It

Mr, Scott returned to Brooklyn bubbling over
with enthusiasm, His enthuglnsm was Infectious,
He was besleged with applieations for member-
ship. But the 5120 acres will mnke only 128
tracts of 40 acres each, Bo a weedlng-out process
was begun, Every prospective member wus put
through the third degree, The rule was lald down
that every accepted member must be “100 per cent
Amerlenn™: must have at least §3.000 in ecnsh;
must be ahle to take care of himself and family
until the first crops nre marketed, Even then the
128 members of the colony were quickly secured,

In the meantime, the Idaho people, who had evl-
dently tnken a shine to the Brooklyn people, were
dolng thelr part, Governor Davis visited Drook-
Iyn and addressed a meeting of the colonlsts, The
Buh! chamber of commerce sent Ben 11, Bushiman,
one of its lenders and secretary of the Rotary clul,
with offers of service from the chnmber and the
club, 8o the deul went through without a hiteh

The vnly sewblinee of troubie was over the s
lection of those to form the fipst caravan. Of
course, there was disappointiment on the part of
those who hud to walt, But there were reasons
why all could not go, The principal one Is that it
Is Impossible to elear the sugebrush off all of the
6,120 acres all at once and prepare the land for
cultivation,  Also, some members require time to
close out thelr business Interests to advantoge.
Frobably the second caravan will not et out till
next summer, Of the eolonists a8 o whole Mr,
Beott suys this:

*Of the 40 or more in our colony ahout G0 per
cent are Brooklynites, Approximately 25 pwr cent
pow live in other boroughs of New York chiy;
ubout 10 per cent hall from New Jersey or New
Englund, while the remalning tive per cent come
from wscuttered loealities, some of them In the
South, About 10 per cent of the whole number
of these ploneers are former wsldents of the West,
but not moere thon 15 per cent of them have hoad
uny proactleal experience at furiing either in the
East or In the West,

“Nobudy Is borrowing troubile becnuse of lack
of expericnee, however, ldaho Is by no means
shortsighted to the advantopges the success of so
widely pdvertised an enterprise holds out,  Experts
from the hlanho Agricultural college ure to provide
supervision and skilled labor for the first year
We are told that If we work In harmony with those
experts, oheying thelr divections, they will guaran-
tee results, The Tdaho authorities predict that we
can puy out by the emd of the third year on the
procecds of alfalfa, onlon seed and potato crops,

As further evidence that Idahio wults for us
with weleoming arms outstrotehed, n construction
compuny already 18 at work erecthig permnnent
bunigulow homes for sany of our party, to be
avallable directly on our arvival.  And there s
being bullt 0 warehouse In which may he stored
siiele houseliold effects pending  thely ocenpaney
of their new domlellos ns the colon'sts mny elect
to forvard to Idahe instend of consigning to the
tinetion man hefore they ghinke thie dust of Dot
Iyn from thelr feet, Probably there will be not less
