In & few weeks the sult came on.
Davis' defense, as glven In the an-
awer, alleged that the noles were to
be pald out of the proceeds of the
sale of lots und that In consequence
of the collupse of the boom there hud
been no such procecds, As te the un-
derstunding upon which the notes
were drawn, there was a direct Issoe
of veracity for which Abe Lincoln
was excecdingly well prepared, His
Cross-exnminntion was as merclless
as sunlight “falling round a helpless
thing.” It was kindiy and polite In
tone but relentless In lts searching.
When It ended, the welght of Davis'
character had been accurntely estab.
lished. In his mosterly summing up
Mr. Lincoln presented every elrcum-
stance ln favor of the defendant's po-
mitlon, With remarknble insight he
anticipated the arguments of his at-
tormey, He presented them falrly and
generoun'y to the court and jury.

It was n new town to which SBamsaon
returned. The governor and the state
officers hnd moved to Springfield, The
new capltol was nearing completion,
The hard tlmes which had followed
the downfall of '37 haa unjustly dim-
Inished Mr. Lincoln's contidence In his
abllity as a legislator, He enjoyed
the practice of the law, which haod be-
gun to turn his Interest from the af-
fulrs of state. DBut the pot of politienl
sclence bolled before the firepluce in
the rear of Joshua Speed's store every
evening that Lincoln and his assocl-
ates were In Springfleld. The wit and
wisdom which bubbled Into its vapors
and the heat that surrounded It were
the talk of the town. Many ecanme
to witnhess the process and presently
It was moved, for a time, to more
necommaodating quarters. Before a
erowd of people In the Preshyterian
church, Lincoln, Logan, Buaker nnd
Browning for the Whigs, and Douglas,
Calhoun, Lamborn and Thomas for
the Democrats, having  nssiduonsly
prepared for the trinl, debated
burning Issues of the time. The efTort
of ench filed an evening and Linecoln's
speech gave him new hope of himself,
Wise men began to have great coudl-
dence In his future, He had taken
the style of Webhster for his madel,
He po longer used the broad humor
which had chinracterized his efforis op
the &tump. A study of the bext
speeches of the great New Englander
hnd made him question (18 value in
f publle address, Dignlty, clear rep-
soning and Impressiveness were the
chief nlms of his new wethod, the lut-
ter of which (s aptly (Hustrated by
this pnssage from his speech In reply
to Douglas In the debonte mentloned :

“If 1 ever feel the soul within e
elevate and expand to those dimen.
stons not wholly unworthy of {ts Al-
mighty Architect, It is when 1 con-
template the cnuse of my country de.
serted by all the world besides, and
1 standing ap boldly and alone
hurling definnee at her vietorious op
pressors.  Here without contempinting
consequences before high heaven and
In the face of the world 1 swenr eter
nal fidelity to the just ennse, as |
deem t, of the land of wy [ife, my
liberty and my love”

In these perfervid utterances one
muay find little o admire save a groat
spirit seeking to express lisedf nnd
Incking as yer the refinement of e
equal to his undertaking. He was
no heaven-horn genlus "sprong in full
panoply from the hend of Jove" e
was Just one of the slow, common
folk, with n passion for fustice nml
human rights, slowly feeling his wuy
upward, 1is spirit was  growing,
Strong In (s love and knowledge of
commen men and of the things neces
sary to thelr welfare, it was heginning
to geek and know “the divine power
of words" Every moment of leisjyre
he gave to the study of Webhster aml
Burke und Byron and |Shakespeare nnd
Burng. e had begun to study the
nrt of Irving and Walter Scott and of
n new writer of the nume of Dickens,

There were four men who slept with
him In the room sbove Speed's store,
and one of them has told how he used
to lle spruwled on the fHoor, with his
pidow and eandle, reading long aflter
the others had gone to sleap, Samson
writes that he pever knew n man who

But Lineoln wns only one of many
remarkable personalities In Springtield
who hnd discovered themselves and
were seeking to be discovered., Sun
dry Individunls were Hifting thelr heads
nhove the crowid, but not w.th the
modesty and  self distenst of  Honest
Ahe. “Steve" Diouglng, whom Bapmson
hindd referred to ng * that Hitle rooster |
of 8 man' put on the stilts of A brave
nnd  ponderons vigor.  His five-foot
atnfure nnd his hundred ponnds of
welght did not it the part of Achilles,
But he would have no other, He Wus.
tered mueh with o gpear too heavy for |
his bands.  Lincoln used to eall him
a kind of popzun,

This free-for-all Joust of individunl
lsm—one of the first {roits of freedom
In the West—gave to the life of the lit-
tle villnge a rich flavor of comedy.
The great talents of Douglas had not
heen developed, 1lis character wns as
yet shifty and shapeless, Sone of
the lending citizens openly distrusten
him. Lincoln never liked this Iittle |
man, In opposing whom he was to
come to the fulness of his power an
the platform. It is evident that Lin.
coln regarded him as an able advocnte
of small slneerity looking chietly for |
personnl advancement, |

There Is n passage In the dinry |
which tHustrates the chinrneter of Do
glng and Lincoln's knowledge of it
The pussage relates to & day In the
fomons debates of 1858, Linealn had |
not renched Havana In time to hear
the speech of hils opponent. A great
crowd had  come hy train nnd In
wagons, Tuking advantage of his ab
sence, Douglus had called Lincoln “a
linr, a cownrd and a sneak,” and de
clared that he was golng to fight him.

Lincoln heard of this and said In
his speech :

“T ghall not fight with Judge Doug-
lns, A fight could prove nothing at
issue In this enmpalgn, Tt might prove
that he 18 A more muscular man than
I, or thut 1 am a more muscular man
than he, but this subject is not men-
tloned In either platform.  Again, he
and T are really very good friends and
whoen we are together he would no
more think of fighting me than of
fighting his wife. Therefore, when the
Judge tolked about fighting, he was |
not glving vent to any {1l feeling, but |
was trying to excite—well, let us suy,
enthusinsm ngninst me on the pare of
his nudlence.”

Justive accomplighed her ends now
and then with comie displays of vio
lenee In the prafrie capital, One night
Abe Lincoln and certain of his friends
caprured o shoemnker who had bheaten
his wife and held him at the villnge
pump while the aggrieved woman gave
him a sound thrashing.

He leaped upon it and selzing n stone
wuter plicher defled any one 1o Inter
fere with the right of free speech In
a worthy enuse,
