Charles of Austria-Hungary and now
the last of the Hapsburgs and an
exile and internationnl ontlaw,

Cl arles and Zita are In a vitla on
the islund of Madelra and have be-
wun their e of exile as decreed by
the allied council of ambassadors,
They arrived from Constantinople on
the DBritish buttle cruiser Cardiff,
As they motored to their villn
crowds gathered along the way and
checred them. ‘Thelr seven children widl be taken
to them from Switzerland,

Charles and Zite, as everyone knows, sought re-
fuge In Swhizerkund, after the collapse of the cen-
tral powers in 1018, The Swiss government was
not enthusiagtle over Charles, but consented to
allow hhin to remain within Its borders on the
distinet understanding that he would hold aloof
from nny movement whatsoever for the recovery
of the thrones that he had lost and aguinst the
new govermnents, duly recognized by the potwers
of Burope, thut had been established In hils former
dominions,

Last spring Charles abused the hospltality relue-
tautly accorded to him by the Swiss government,
Lie left his bonutiful resldence on the shores of
Luke Geneva, and procecded In disguise to Hun-
gory, turning up at the royal palace at Budapest
und requesting the regent, Admirul Horthy, to sur-
render to hilm the supreme power to which the
admiral had been elected by his fellow eltizens.
The admlral quite naturally refused, and the coup
came to u paltry end, Charles wans turned out of
the country without he or his followers making
any fight,

Switzerland announced that it would no longer
harbor him within its borders, but relented at the
pressing instance of the powers of the entente,
who at the moment did not quite know what to do
with him, 8o he was nllowed to rejoin his fumily
tn Swiizerland In return for his giving his parole
and pledging his most snered word of honor thut
he would abstain from any further attempt to re-
cover the Hungarian throne,

Yot desplite these solemn pledges, he attempted
last October another coup, leaving Switzerland
by alrplune with Zita and alighting In Hungary,
A number of disaffected troops flocked to his flag.
Flghting ensued, There was a conslderable amount
of blood shed, and the nelghboring states went toe
the heavy expensge of mobilizing thelr respective
armies, threatening to Invade Hungoary If Haps
burg rule was restored at Budnpest, Charles’ see-
ond coup ended In dismal faflure, The forces that
he gathered around him were surrounded and
crushed, while he himself was taken prisoner,

Then enme the guestion of putting him where
Le should be harmless, The congress of Versailles
had adjourned, but it had delegaied its powers to
a commission composed of Its ambassadors, which
had become a more or less permancent body, and
represented the views of thelr regpective premlers,
who constitute a sort of supreme International
councll, These ambassadors, In the nume of the
wongress of Versallles and In that of the supreme
wouncll, decreed Charles of Hapsburg an interna-
tlional outlaw, unworthy any longer of belief and
as a standing mennce to the peacc of Europe In
ithe event of hls belng left In relutlve freedom,
lalnce no dependence could be ploced upon his
iword of honor,

Charles freely admitted when taken prisoner in
Mungary that he had broken his plighted word,
but malntained that no promise that he might give,
no matter how saered, could welght in the balance
when he felt himself called by his people to resume
Nis throne.

Moreover, Charles persisiently refused to re
jounce his “bereditary rights.," Bo In November
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Charles was dethroned and the Hapsburg dynusty
wis ousted from Hungary by a law passed by the
Hungarian national nssembly,

Portugal, which owns Madelra, has consented to
the residence of Charles on the island and has
given assurances that she will prevent him from
making any further attempts to recover the crown
of St, Stephen. That may be anothier story, since
Madelra contalns many Germans who largely con-
trol the trade und Industry of the island. Deside,
the government at Lishbon s not the strongest In
the world or the most stable,

Anyway, It's pretty soft for Carl and Zita. They
are treated as honored guests by the governor,
MaJj. Acaclo Correa P'luto, Their only guard I8 a
plain elothes pallceman—and his principal duty 1s
to keep off the heggars,

“It's better'n sawing wood at Doorn,” the jingle
saye. It may be so. Holland Is not plensed with
the resldence of Willlmn Hohenzollern in  her
boundaries. The only reason she keeps him Is her
time-honored tradition of refusing te surrender
political offenders who have gought refuge on her
soll. He is to all Intents and purposes & prisoner
of state there, Queen Wilhelmine's government
being determined that he shall have no opportunity
of making Holland the place of any lntrigues or
conspiracles, either agninst the German republle
or ngainst the powers of the entente,

So far, Willlam Hohenzollern has abstalned from
abusing in any overt fashion the unwilling hospital-
ity of the Dutch government. Anyway, he hos
not been caught at It, and the government keeps
Lhim under the closest supervision, censoring hia
mail and telegrams and keeping track of his visit-
ors, So he has not been gullty of breaking hls
parole. And though probably the most-hated man
in ull the world, he can not be properly called an
internutionnl outlaw, as is Karl of Madelra, But
If he should ever take It Into his head to escape
from the Nethrelands, and to return to Germany,
or In any way to disturb the peace of Europe, he
wowld probably be promptly proclalmed by the
councll of nmbassadors an International outlaw,
and would be fated to Internment in some remote
Atlantic or Pacifie island, He knows this, And
that's why he's keeping qulet and sawing wood

To naume Napoleon and then Karl of Madelra is
strongly suggestive of descending from the sublime
to the ridiculous, Yet it is Interesting to reeall
that Napoleon also broke his parole—thie unpaor-
tonable =in in the eyves of the elvilized world,

Napoleon was eompelled by the allles to abdl-
eate the imperial throne of France In 1814, He
was treated with great conslderntion, Tle wns per-
mitted by the allied powers assembled in congress
ut Vienna to retain all his eivie rights, He was
allowed to keep the title of emperor. Ile was
necoprded for life the soverelgnty of Elba, one of
the mogt beautiful Islands in the Mediterranean,
The honors due to n soverelgn were left to hilm.
He was assured of an sunulty from the treasury
of France, and all that was asked of him In re-
turn was that he should give his parole, pledge his
most =olenmmn and sacred word not to leove the
island or to take nny steps, directly or Indirectly,
to plupge onee more all Europe Into the horrors
of war.

A fow wonths luter, in 1815, Napoleon deliberate-
Iy broke his parvole, quitied Elba in secrecy, landed
in Franee, roised the standard of revolt agalnst
King Louls XVHI and sgalnst the royal govern-
ment whileh had been reestablished In Paris, Thus
he threw down the gauntlet to all Kurope, The
congress of Vienna, still In session, united at the
Instunce “of the French plenipotentiary, Prince
Talleyrand, in proclalming him an International
outlaw and ag beyond the pale of honor and of law.

That Is why Napoleon was not allowed to set
foot In Kugland, where he had begged to be per-
mitted to spend the remainder of his days, and
wns shipped off to the lonely and remote Island of
St. Helena, In the south Atlantie, to spend the rest
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of life n peculinrly bitter form of exile,

Muadeirn, compared with St. Helena, is an carthly
puradise. Madeira, the Portuguese word tor “for-
est," Is directly In the Atlantic ocean trade routes
and thus is kept in daily touch with the outside
world, The island, 400 miles west of Moroceo, hns
a temperate cimnte, It is 12 miles wide and 35
miles long and elliptical In shape,
Islands pearby complete the Madeira group.
