An net was passed In 1014
which granted the use of the
Fort Mellenry Military reservation to the city of
Baltlmore for park purposes. The new bill
amends the 1014 act o as to read, In part:

“The secretary of war Is hereby nuthorized and
directed, so soon us It may no longer be needed
for uses anil needs growing out of the recent war,
to begin the restorution of Fort Mellenry, In the
state of Maryland, now occeupled and used ns a
milltary reservation, Including the restoration of
thie old Fort McHery proper to the condition In
wlhilch It was on the 1st of Reptember, 1814, and
to place the whole of sald military reservation In
such a conditlon as would make It =ultable for
preservation permanently ns a national park and
perpetunl national memorinl shrine ns the birth-
place of the Immortal ‘Star-Spangled Banner,
written by Francls Seott Key; and that the sec-
rotary of war be, and he Is hereby further author-
{zed and directed, as are his successors, to hold
the sald Fort McHenry In perpetulty ns a mill-
tary reservation, natlonal park and memorial, and
to maintain it as such , . . the sald reserva-
tion to be maintalned as a nntionnl- publle park,
subject to such regulutions as may from time to
time be Issued by the secretary of war: Provided,
That the citizens of Baltimore elty nnd of the
#tute of Muaryland shall be glven as free and full
aceess to and use of sald natlonal park ns they
would enjoy If this were a part of the park system
of Baltimore city.”

I'rovision is made for restoration and Improve-
ments under approval of the secretary of war and
ut the expense of the United States. The sum of
£100,000 s nppropriated for the work and §10,000
annually for maintenance,

Nothing I8 sald In the bill about A museum of
approprinte relles, Nevertheless, If Fort McHenry
{8 to be restored and preserved as a “perpetunl
natlonal memorial shrine as the birthplace of the
fmmortal “Star-Spangled Banner," it would seem
that the Flag which Insplred the natlonal hymn
ghould be a feature of the shrine,

For the original Star-Spangled Banner—the ac-
tunl plece of red, white and blue bunting that Key
waus so anxlous to see “by the dnwn's early light,”
15 still In exlstence. It Is probably the most Inter-
esting bit of bunting In the world to good Amerl-
cans, It Is In the Natlonal museum In Washing-
ton and thousands go to see It every year.

This sacred relle i1s now more than one hundred
years old and looks Its age. It has, however, been
mounted on net' and has been earefully mended.
With good care It should last a long time,

As every good Amerlican knows—or should
know—the Flag now consists of thirteen alternate
red and white stripes, representing the thirteen
original states, and a blue fleld on which are
forty-eight white stars, arranged In slx rows of
elght stars ench, reprezenting the forty-elght
gtntes now constituting the Unlon, The forty-
seventh and forty-eighth stars were added In 1012
when New Mexlico and Arizona were admitted,

The original Flag was ndopted by congress June
14, 1777—that's why June 14 I8 observed as Flag
Day. It had thirteen stripes and thirteen stars,
It wns the plan in the early days to add both a
star and a stripe to the Flag for each new state,
Iiut It was soon seen—hy 1812 there were five new
stntes—that while a star could easily be added,
addittonnl stripes were out of the question, The
addition In 1704 of two stripes for YVermont (1701)
and Kentucky (1702) destroyed the proportions
of the Flag. 8o there were never more than fif-
teen stripes and the fifteen were officlally reduced
to the original thirteen In 1818,

It's of Interest to note that the Fort McHenry
Flng has but fifteen stars, though In 1814 there
were elghteen states, Tennessee (1700), Ohlo
(1502) and Louisiana (1812) having been admit-
1ed.  But fifteen It hns—iR six alternate rows of
three and two stars, beginning at the edge of the
field next the staff. The explunation Is that no
officinl chituge wns made in the Flag between 1704
and 1818, The Flag In 1818 was given twenty
stars, Indinnn und Mlisslssippl having been admit-
ted, and thirteen stripes.

DId yon know that by correct usage the Flag
in time of peace is not permitted to float all night,
except at the grave of Francls Scott Key?

senator France, in introduclng the Fort Me-
Henry bill, put Into the Congressional Record the
contents of a booklet prepared by himself and
wother patriotic eitizens, This booklet contalns,
among other things, the following interesting
matter:

The 1st of September, 1814, saw the clty of
Washington burned, the handful of American war-
ghips driven to port by force of superior numbers,
the Atlantie coast from Malne to Loulslana opéen
to attack, nand the fate of the Union in the balance,
It was then that Fort McHenry stood firm agalnst
the Invader, redeemed our eastern seaboard, and
dellvered the federal government from serlous
disaster or utter ruin,

In the two and a half years of war preceding
the defense of Fort McHenry, scores of (he fastest

Ity parapets, Eluding the frigates that once Im-
pressed Amerlean seamen, these light-armed elips
per ships pursued and eaptured enemy merchant.
men by the hundred, prisoners by the thousands,
and booty that ran into millions,

To the enemy the waters of the Chesapeake
had now become little better than a “nest of pri-
vateers and plrates,” It was clear to them that
the Chesapenke must be rid of these pests, the
federal capital eaptured, and Baltimore forced to
pay for damage done and be made the polnt of
a wedge to drive the North and South apart. Then
Frederickeburg and Richmond could be threatened
or captured on the south, Phlladelphia and New
York on the north,

The British were driving south from Canada
and were at Plattsburg. They proposed to sweep
down nnd make a junction with the 9,000 troops
Then
by uniting thelr forces from Lake Champlain and
the Chesapeake and having neutralized New Eng-
land, they would coerce and subjugnte Amerlea
once nzain,

Washington had fallen easily, a body of our reg-
ulars and militla had been defeated at Bladens-
burg, and the Chesapeake const line was at the
mercy of the “redcoats”—all hut that section pro-
tected by the guns of Fort McHenry and troops
gathered In the vicinity. To be pitted agalnst our
goldiers were continental veterans fresh from
thelr victorles on the continent of Europe. In.the
Chesapeake were not only Wellington's Invinelbles
but Nelson's marines, distingulshed at Tratalgar
and the battle of the Nlle.

The Invading fleet numbered some fifty sall—
a large proportlon of them classed as ‘men-of-war
and frigates of the llne, Agninst this armuada
with its troop transports, Amerlca could oppose
nothing atloat,

The hope of the Middle Atlantie sesboard and
perhaps the Unlon Itself lay In the city of Baltl-
more, and the hope of Baltimore lay In the garri-
gon and guns of Fort McHenry and such un-
tralned troops as could be mustered for other lund
defenses,

No wonder that Gen, Sir Robert Ross, who com-
manded the British traops, declared that he
would “ent his supper In Baltimore" subsequent
to his first day on land. Nothing seemed to him
more certaln even If, as he sald, “It rains militin."
Baltimore was pleked to be his winter headquar-
ters and a logleal base for further operations
north, south or west,

Early on Sunday morning, September 11, the
anlarm was sounded through the streets of Bualti-
more. The British fleet had entered the Patupsco
river. The cannon boomed on the courthouse
plaza, summoning the militia to arms,

The defenslve force and equipment of Fort Me-
Henry were supplled largely by the citlzens of the
belenguered port. Regardless of a binzing sun,
men and women tolled with plek and shovel to
throw up breastworks at every approach to the
city and its chlef rellance, Fort McHenry, Mal.
Gen, Sumuel Smith was In command of the ml-
ltla, and under him was Brigadier General
Stricker. Sallors, lacking ships to go to sea, were
converted into land forces under the brilliant Com-
modore John Rogers.,

Before dawn had streaked the sky on the 12th
of September the British were astir, and boat after
bont carried men and arms to North Polnt, where
now stands Fort Howard. -Genernl Ross, who had
won his Inurels In Holland, Egypt and the penin.
suln, took command. At his slde was Rear Ad-
miral Cockburn, who was hated for his plundering
of defenseless villages, Admiral Sir Alexander
Cochrane, successor of Admiral Warren as com-
mander in chlef of the Britlsh forces In America,
remained on his flagghip and In person supervised
the plans for the attack by water,

The American commanders sent forward out.
posts to engage the Bridsh, and scarcely were
the latter assembled on shore when Genernl Ross
fell. Tradition has¥g that two youths, perched in
a tree, shot him when he passed within range of
their rifles. As he was carrled to the rear, he de-
manded that he be covered, for fear the knowledge
of his fall would reach his men and dismay
them, Shortly after glving these directions he
lost consclousness, and dled in the arms of his
ald, Sir Duncan McDougall,

The encounter at North Point was that phase of
the engangements which In thelr entirety might be
called the Battle of Baltimore, the attack upon

Fort Mecllenry being the cruclal or decisive ne-
tion, The first encounter, wholly on land, was on
the nfternocon of the 12th. The Dritish stormed
the Ameriean enarthworks, but were checked by n
fire of shot, slugs, scrap lron and nalls, The lines
of both armles swnyed back and forth, with vie-
tory smiling first on one slde and then on the
other. The British lost 000 that day, the Amerl-
cans 150,

At dusk a great storm broke nnd the fighting
halted. At daybreak the raln ceased and the bat-
tle begnn anew, the Britlsh commander, Drooke,
who had succeeded Ross, ordering his men for-
ward to avenge the sethacks of the day before,

The fleet was all commotlon, for an officer from
Colonel Brooke's staff had urgently requested Ad-
miral Cochrane to open the bombardment of Fort
McHenry, which, If successful, would seal the fate
of the city. Soon the ships welghed anchor and
snlling up the Patapsco, got Into battle formation
2% miles off the fort. The decks were stripped,
the homb and rocket vessels opened thelr fire, and
18 ships hurled bombs, rockets and solld shot into
the ramparts. The garrison of the fort—1,000 vol-
unteers and regulars—was under Col. George
Armistead. Armistend unmasked his batterles and
directed a brisk fire, but the range of his guns and
mortars fell short of the ghips. This was disheart-
ening, and his anxiety wans not lessened when n
24-pounder In the southeast bastlon was demol-
fshed by an exploding bomb, mortully wounding an
officer nnd several of the cannoneers,

Observing the confusion In the fort, Admiral
Cochrune signaled three of his bomb vessels, nnd
they moved cloger to the ramparts to hasten .the
victory., Armistead selzed his opportunity, and or-
dered n well-directed fire, and his wide-mouthed
cannon wrought havoe on the decks of the three,
one of them, the Erebus, being disabled,

In the shadow of the British fleet that day and
night rode the Amerlean vessel Llinden, fiylng o
flug of truce, and used by Amerlean agents In the
exchonge of prisoners. While the bombardment
raged, none watched with more nnxiety than Fran-
cls Scott Key, He had gone to the British fleet
in the Potomae to seek the relense of an old friend,
Dr, Willlam Beanes, a physiclan selzed on charges
of taking up arms agalnst Britlsh stragglers. Key
obtained his release, but on the cve of the opera-
tions hoth were transferred to the Minden, which
was detained under a guard of mnrines until the
DBritish plansg should be ecarrled ont.

From the decks of the cartel ship Key and his
companions wutched every belch of the cannon.
Midnight came and 1,250 men, equipped with
scealing ladders, dropped from the fleet (nto barges,
with the intention of surprising from the rear,

How the hearts of the patriots beat ns, helpless
to glve the alarm, they saw this strategy under
way with every prospect of suceess. In attempt-
ing to effect a landing, however, the expeditionary
foree struck lights and these lights cost it n pos-
sible vietory. The defenders promptly set fire to
n haystack and, as Its glow revealed the harges,
Fort McHenry and the redoubts shook with the
salvos of the guns, The six-gun battery under
Sniling Master Webster, which the British had
plunned to take by storm, was served that mild-
night eoolly and quickly by o little group of can-
noneers, whose valor was sustained by the thought
of home and country, and to whom Colonel Armi-
gtead afterward sald he was “persunded the coun-
try wus much Indebted for the fimal repulse of the
enemy,” Muany of the landing party were killed
und others wounded; two boats were sunk and

the survivors wade back to the fleet, The de-
fenders lost 4 kllled and 24 wounded. The mns-
ter stroke had been delivered and had falled;

1,800 shells had been thrown into the fortfications,
but no white tlag flew from the great staff.

Sunset had cast a leaden gloom upon the splirits
of the detenders, but dawn found thelr hopes high
und the Invader beaten off. That nlght, with the
fute of the city and perhaps the existence of the
Union hanging by a thread, Key paced the deck of
the Minden, and each shell that sped screaming
from the ships was a stab at his heart, a chal-
lenge to all lie held dear. When the first blush of
morning tinged the sky Key guzed toward the bat-
tlements and with straining eyes beheld the Sturs
and Stripes, scarred, but still deflantly floating,
The cannonading had ceased ; the troops, many of
them wounded, had been coneveyed to the ships
and the fleet was setting lts salls, The joy of Key
was unrestrained, and from hls soul there came
“the Star-8pungled Banner."
