When marriage falls, or 1s unduly de
layed, action becomes Imperative, For-
merly, marringe was the Invariable
remedy; today there are not enough
en to go round, and girls must look
for some alternative to wifehood and
motherhood when they leave school,

An alm In life Is essentinl. Thelr
parents are the first to realize this,
and turn reluctantly from matchmak-
Ing to the cholce of a career. The girls
are less reluctant, because they do not
despalr of finding a husband and are
Rlad to think they may meet him and
choose him for themselves,

Sometimes thelr dreams are realized,
and there are many happlly married
,women In France whe have been
wooed and won In the English way.
They met thelr husbards through their
‘work, The numbers of educated gen-
tlewomen who are enrning thelr living,
or preparing to do so, Incrense every
year. The llberal professlons Include
‘many qualified women, There are a
few notable cases wherq women are
fssoclnted with big busin®ss concerns,
hitherto only run by men. In agricul-
ture women sometimes direct thelr
estates, but there Is no general fem-
Inine movement towards outdoor man-
ual labor, Women gardeners can be
‘counted on one hand; farmers are al-
'most as rare,

Upholds Modern Mothers.

Mme. Leon Daudet in her recent
book, “Comment Elever nos Filles,"
|puts herself on the side of modern
mmothers In such things as sport and
liberty of thought “within measure,"
'but 18 opposed to the idea of women
taking a part In politics, law, medi
clne or business, She does not be-
lieve they wil: find happiness in a pub-
lle career: “La veritable vie des
femmes est a la malson.” She would
have her daughters accomplished In
fine arts and fine manners, charltable,
domesticated, “sachant composer un
menu et au besoln 'executer.” They
should excel In well chosen sports, and
In their late teens Balzac's novels
might be set before them.

In all the; do they should be
watched cver and guarded, For daugh-
ters s0 educated marringe is the only
desirable end. They are 1l fitted to go

Sound common #bnse and a
practlcal conception of the value of
money keep most girls from extrava-
gance, even when family traditions
fall,

Strange Tale

Exciting  Adventures  Follow
Wreck of Vessel on Coast
of South America.

WATCH INTERESTS INDIANS

Sallors Spend Weary Months on Coast
Waiting for Rescue—All on Verge
of Starvation When Picked Up
by Coast Guard.

Houston, Tex.—A strange tale of ad-
ventures In the wilds of South Amer-
lea, of shipwreck and wenry vigll on
the coast was told recently by Captain
Whittemeer of the Mount Evans,

“It was In 1803, during the days of
the sall boats,” Captaln Whittemeer
sald, “that 1 had what probably was
the stravgest adventure of my history,

“1 wus very young then, and bad
been to sen only a few years, 1 was
still with the St. James, a salling ship
on which I set out for my first voyage.

*On this voyage we were out of Rlo
de Janelro for Valparalso.

“We had been vonr several days—I
forget the exnct number—when a gale
hit us. We tried to stay safely out
fromn shore, but all efforts were futlle,
For three doys we were battered and
torn by a heavy sea, and on the fourth
our vessel was cust on a reef near
what 18 now known as Good Success
bay.

When we saw that the ship was
doomed we declded to leave her,

“We went overboard In lifeboats and
rowed for 20 milles up the coast,

“We bullt a fire and walted for
morning, It was terribly cold. Our
clothing was wet and fear was felt
for severnl of the men,

elded to eplit Into two partles. One

The Indians were re-
puted to be eannlbals, Then a woman
in the band noticed my watch fob,

“I took out my wateh and gave It to
her, 1 was surprised to find that It
was still running. The ticking nolse
proved Interesting to her, and she dl-
rected the attention of the whole band,

“The rest of the party ohserved that
I was having no diffienlty with the
Inillans and started back to me. As
they drew near they came In for a
great deal of comment from the In-
dinns, but there were no Indleations
of violence,

"I walked slowly awny from tha
Indlans. No effort was made to Etop
me, When I had drawn a short dls.
tance away I halted and motioned the
others to follow me. They, too, lefe
the Indians without difficulty,

Live on Grasses.

“Afterward we learned that these
Indinns were known ns the Terre del
Fuego Indians, Thelr name was de-
rived from the land In which they
lived, dubbed Terre del Fuego by sall-
ors, because of the pecullar blue light
that shone over the islands at times,
The Imllans wore no clothes except
i loln belt, desplte the extremely cold
weather. The belt they obtained from
the skin of a Gunaco, a specles of
deer that thrives in that territory,

“We lived for several days on what
few grasses we could find and upon a
smnll shellfish, something llke a clom,
We found these growlng on rocks,

“About n week later we reached St,
John's lghthouse, That 18 a coast
guard statlon for the Argentine govern.-
ment, but a boat calls only once every
three months. For five months we
waited for a bont to eall, During that
time one of our comrades died from
exposure and the rest were on the
verge of death by starvation when we
were pleked up by the const guard
boat Amatlo. We found out that g
revolution had taken place In Argen-
tine and that it had been necessary
to tnke off all the coast guard boats,

“We were taken to Ooswar, the most
port In the world, and
stayed there for about a month hefore
we finilly caught a boat to San Fran.
clsco sgaln”
