CARE OF FRENCH WAR ORPHAN

Argonne Association's Plan May Be
Used for Unfortunates In
United States,

A plan for the care and training of

French war orphansg, worked out by
the Argonne association, an organizos
tion formed as n permanent memorinl
to the Americans who fought In
France, = suld to be functioning so
gatisfactorily that a similar organiza-
tion may be formed for the care of
orphans In the United States,
The Argonne nesgoclution was formed
In 1018 by a group of Americans in.
terested In French orphans, It hins as
Its motto: *“To provide for the child
who has no parents, a home and n
family lfe; to secure him his birth-
right of health; to educate him und
trnin him to earn a livellthood; to de-
velop his character that he may be-
come a useful and an upright citizen
and to do these things so well and so
economienlly thnt others shall follow
thig example—Is the alm of the Ar-
gonne association”™

The orphnans cared for under the ns-
sociation's plan are placed In private
homes In a community where they are
really wanted. They are not “farmed
out.,” There I8 a community school,
playground and vocational training
center where the children are dally
brought together to get their mental
and physical development. There are
three such centers In France where
the orphans are given three distinct
stages of training.
