PERILS OF NIGHT ARE BARED

Dark Clothing Often Shuts Man on
Street From Gaze of Driver in Au-

New York.—DPedestriang along coun-
try ronds and those who wulk In the
treets at nlght In preference to using
the sldewnlks can contribute material-
\y toward the reduction of automobile
aceldents by wnlking on the left side
of the road, facing oncoming traflic,
according to D, . Lewls, acting ex-
ecutlve chalrman of the American Au-

tomohile asggociation,

"Courtesy on the part of the auto-
mobile driver demands the use of
dimmed lights at night,” sald Mr.
Lewls, “and this factor, while it con-
tributes to the safety of passing mo-
torigts, makes It exceedingly difficult
for the automoblle driver to see a pe
destrinn walking along the edge of the
rond In the same direction the ear is
travellng. This diffficulty 18 Increased
if the pedestrign happens to be wear-
Ing dark clothing. The result Is that
the driver Is practlieally on top of the
pedestrian before the latter becomes
visible,

Warning to Pedestrians,

“Walking on the left hand side of
the road I1s Just as good for the pedes
trinn and ennbles him to see the ap-
proaching automabile in time to step
aside If the wotorlst does not see him
in time to swerve,

“The pedestrian should remember
!ﬂmt the rules of the road require the
autolst to keep to the right and should
contribute to the factor of safety by
keeping to that side of the road which
best enables him to eseape the oncom-

Scarcity of Officers Means Every Man
Who Passes Should Get Commis-
sion—Regulations Provide
Liberal Exemptions,
Washington, — Examinations con-
ducted by the War department to fill
up the ranks of the second lleutenants
among 1,771 officers required by the
new army appropriation bill will be
started throughout the country early
in September. The number of second
lleutenants now with the colors Is ex-.
ceptlonally small, so that it Is ex-
pected that every man who qualifies

will recelve a commigsion.
Appointments will be tendered suc-
cessful candldates as soon A8 prac-
ticable after December 81, 1022, These
appointments will be made In all
branches except the judge advoente
general's department. It Is the pol-
fey of the War department to appolng
an officer in the branch of his cholee,

Preliminary examinations will be
conducted to determine the physieal,
moral and mental quallfications of ap-

Subjects Embraced.

The elementary portion of the final
examination embraces the subjects of
history, grammar, geography, arithme-
tic, algebra, geometry, trigonometry
and physics. The advanced part of
the examination consists of 1 large
number of subjects, Including mathe-
matles, advanced mechanles, survey-
Ing, languages, literature, electricity,
chemistry, law and minor tacties.
Examination is required In but three
of the subjects of the advanced
group, these to be selected by the can-
dldate.

Candidates for appolntment In the
alr service, engineers, signal corps
and ordnance department are re-
quired to satisfy certain technlcal re.
quirements, either by examinatlon or
by having graduated from technical
schools,

The regulations provide llberal ex-
emptions from examination In varlous
subjects according to education, train.
Ing and experlence of the candldate.
The granting of exemptions has been
placed entirely In the hands of the
examining beards u'.d requests for ex-
emption cannot, threfore, be consid-
ered by the War department.

Where to Apply.

Applieation blanks may be secured
from the commanding general of the
corps aren In which the candidate
lives. All Information concerning the
examinntlons may he obtalned from
the same rource or from the adjutnnt
general of the army.

Removal of Restrictions Necessary Durs
Ing the War Has Shown World's
Faith in Dominion's Future.

For a period during the late war,
ana for n while after its close, there
wWas put Into operation by the Canadinn
government leglsiation restricting cer-
i clasges nnd people of the countries
which were not Hoed up with the allled
nitlons from belng admitted to Canada,
This wis quite necessary, and the rog-
gons for it will be so apparent that
they need not he given  However, the
thne came, 1o the early summer of this
Yeur, when it was deemed possible to
remove gome of these restrictions, It
wng found that there were many who
cume under their rullng that were of
0 oclass that Canada needed and who
needed  Canoda, The  restrictions,
doubtless, were drastie, but were need-
ful, The news of their removal, sent
broadeast, has met with such a re-
sponse a8 to give ample evidence that
they had not killed Interest In Canada,
and that faith In the Dominlon as a
country where a new existence, happy
and froitful, was as complete a8 ever,
Az has been stated by one writer deal-
fng with this subject, “the opening of
the doors a Httle wider has but dis-
closed the dammed-up state of the
streim, which, glven freer release, s
pouring In fuller force over the Do-
minion,”

As to the moral effect of the legisin.
tlon that enabled these restrietlons to
be carvied out, it showed that while
Canndn wus seeking =ettlors, its lands
nmdd [t homes were not Intended as a
shelter for those unable to meet the
stundard set as Cannda’s lnws of elv-
zation, the corcessions which have
removedd these restrictions still have
In view the maintenance of this stand-
ard, and thoge who are still allowed
In are subject to the snmme require-
ments that have prevalled for yeors.
As poluted out by the writer previously
quoted, “"Canmda has snecessfully Ime
pressed on those countrles from which
she draws her people that her prime
and erying need is for those who will
go on Jand, and of those entering the
country the hulk Is composged of agri-
culturists, Every country which has
formerly contributed to Cananda’s pop-
ulatlon has resumed Its mission to its
shores,

“The lowering of the barriers hns
had a farther-renching effect than the
entry Into the country of many for-
merly debarred by reasons of financinl
etringency. It hias had a moral effect,
The restriction was rightly regarded
a® an Indleation of Canada's Internal
economie condition, and many persons
and families of comfortable means con-
templating Canadlan settlement werae
discournged from doing so. In the re-
moval I8 seen the first blush of the
dawn of better days, and consequently
mnany of those arriving are In a condl-
tlon to establish rapldly and securely,

"Though Canadlan Immigration falls
broadly Into the two classes, British
and Amerlean, many European peoples
have contributed in a lnrge measure to
the agricultural development of the
Western provinees, and It Is gratifying
to note the same healthy Interest In
Canada evinced by the most desirabla
of these,

“Amongst those from the Eunropean
countries are Serbinns, Poles, Swiss,
Roumaninns, Duteh, Jugo-Siavs,
French, Danish, Norwegiong, Swedes,
Fiuns and Lithuanians. All have con-
stituted fine, desirable citizen-building
materinl, as the few detentions and
lesger  deportations bear testimony.
Furthermore, the digturbed Industrial
conditions of the New England states
have resulted In the commencement of
an exodus of French-Canadian familles
back to thelr old homes, which may
rench an appreciable size.

“On all sides this awakening of In-
terest I8 evident, It 18 a new falth
borne on the erest of the wave of
brighter prospects, the #awn of a fuller
renlizotion, In the continued Inability
of many other countries to emergo
from the economle glough Into which
the war plunged them, of the deslrabll-
ity of Canada as a country more rapid-
Iy throwing off its post-hellum depres-
glon, and its grent place in the world's
Immedinte future,
