PROSECUTOR IN CALIFORNIA,

BULLET FIRED INTO CHEEK

Lodges Below Ear and Wound Prob-
ably Not Fatal-—Assail
ant |s Saloon
Keeper.

San Francisco—Francis J. Haney,
a leading ligure in the prosecution of
municipa) corruption in this clty, was
shot and gerfously injured Friday by
Morris Haasg, a Jewish saloonkeoper,
who had been accepted as o juror in
a previons trial and aflterwards re.
moved, It having been shown by the
prosecution that ho wps an ex-convict,
a fact not brought out in his ex
amination as a venlreman,

The shootlng occurred In Superior
Judge Lawlor's court room during a
recess in the trial of Abraliam Ruef,
on trial for the third time for ribery.

At pix o'clock Mr., Haney was con-
selous. He sald: 1 will live to
rrosecute him.”

The physiclans in attendance on
Mr. Heney expressed the opinion that
he would live. It has been ascer-
tained that the bullet which had en-
tered the right cheek lodged near the
left ear and had no entered his
braln as was at first feared. Mr.
Heney 'has been taken to the Lake
hosapital, where he s receiving the
care of skilled surgeons,

CASE NOT EXTREMELY SLOW.,
Fair Progress Being Made In the Two
Cent Fare Suit,

KANSBAS CITY, Mo.—United Siates
Judge Smith MePherson, before whom

Smuggling in the Chinese.

San Francisco.—It Is stated that
charges involving officers of the trans-
Pacific Steamship Company in a plot
whereby many Chinese have Leen
smuggled into the United States un-
der the very eyves of the Immigration
authorities have been flled with Hart
H. North, immigration commissioner,
and that the authorities at Washing-
ton have been requested to Institute
A special investigation., According
to the gnarded admission of Commis-
sloner North, charges of this charac-
ter have beem preferred against a
captaln and other officers of one of
the Paclfic mall liners, and it is in-
timated that other wvessels on the
China run are under suspiclion, It is
gald that the Chinese came over as
members of the erew, were photo-
graphed and permitted to land under
bonds, furnished by the steamship
company, but that after they had re-
turned and been Inspected, others of
thelr countrymen who desired to re.
turn to China found opportunity to
substitute themselves in the places of
the original’ sallors and servants.

Will Locate a New School,

German Evangelical Lutherans of
Nebraska plan the establishment In
Lincoln of a seminary and a Lutheran
settlement about this institution, much
as the Methodists have worked out for
the Waesleyan school at University
Place. At this time a commlittee of
Lutheran church people are investigat-
ing school locations about Lincoln.
