The population of the Soldiers’
home at Milford December 1, 1908, as
shown by the blennial report fled
with the governor by Joseph Presson,
commandant, I8 183, There were re-
celved during the blennium 100; dis-
charged and died, 132.

THE DUTCH DEMANDS ANSWERED
WITH A CALL TO DEFENBSE.

MANY WOUNDED AND ONE DEAD

Excitement Over Capture of Venezula
Guard Ship Causes Bloodshed—
National Sovereignty Threat-
ened-—Other News,

The news of the capture of the Ven:
ezuelan coast guardship by the Dutch
crulser Gelderland became known in
Caracas Sunday morning, A big erowd
at once assembled in the Plaze Boll
var and demonstrated In support of the
government,

A decree issued by Acting Presldent
places the republic In a state of de-
fense,

A crowd of citizens, Including a
large number of students went to the
office of the El Constitutional, the or-
gan of President Castro, and indulged
in a counter demonstration. The feel
ings of this erowd were plainly hostlle
to Castro and to the steps taken by
Gomez. A pitched battle ensued be-
tween the employes of the paper and
the crowd on the streets. Many shots
were exchanged and the fighting lasted
for five minutes. Several men were
wounded and one has since dled. The
pollee were summoned and when they
appeared on the scene armed with
rifles the crowd dispersed. .

The eaptain of the Alexis, who cam
ashore at Puerto Cabello, has sent to
Caracas the following nolte handed
him by the Dutch officer who came on
board from the crulser Gelderland,

“Her majesty, the queen of Holland,
has given orders for her warshipa
temporarily to sequestrate and embar-
go all Venzuelan government vessels.
This Is a retaliatory measure. We de-
mand that you lower your flag and sur-
render your ships and persons to the
commender of the Gelderland, All re-
sistance will be useless. If you resist
the result will be the logs of your ves:
sel and death to many of you,

(Signed)
“SECOND LIEUT. BOINAR."

Acting President Gomez issued a de-
cree Monday in which he relates, the
capture of the Alexls, after which he
declares:

“I consider these actg a true inva-
slon of Venezuelan territory and an
aggression against the Venezuelan gov-
erminent. They constitute a grave of-
fense, The national soverelgnty Is
threatened, and the territorial Integ-
rity, honor and dignity of the father-
land, is in danger,

"1 decree the natlon in a state of de-
fense and consequently the executive
nssumes and willl exerclse the extra.
ordinary facultles conferred upon him
by section VIII of article LXXX of the
Venezuelan constitution.”

Proposes Memorial to Lincoln,

Senator Dick, of Ohlo, Monday, intro-
duced a resolution urging that Febru-
ary 12 1909, the one hundreth anniver-
sary of the birth of Abraham Lincoln,
be celebrated In a fitting manner, He
sugzested a joint sesslon of the two
houses of congress on that day to lis.
ten to an appropriate address upon
Lincoln’s 1ife, genius, patriotism, and
public services, and to otherwise com-
memorate in a fitting manner hig in-
valuable services to the nation. He
suggests that the centennial be cele-
brated by the whole country through
meetings in every ety and town. That
a monument to Lincoln he erected also
I8 proposed. .
