Greater New York-—steam, elevated,
subway and surface—are L2 50f Of
this number 414 vietims were killed
outright or died afterward: 166 suf
fered fractured skulls; 62, amputation
of llmbs; 491, broken limbs, and 1,875,
other serlous injuries. It is ostimated
that the year's record of fatalitieg are
around H00,

These Hgures represent a ecaraful
canvasg of the territory mentioned hy
agents of the public service commis
slon. For purposes of comparison
with the preceding year, 1907, a report
on the last six months onuly is avall
able, the work of the commission hav.
lug been begun in July In that half
vear 24,209 casnaltles oceurred, and

Wife of Society Man Sues for Divorce

ARY BLAIR BROKAW, throngh

her lawyers, has obtained an order
from Justice Maddox of the supreme
court at Mineola permitting her to

He made his
way to the Country club and thence
to his estate in North Carolina—HIigh
Point, where the defendant has a hunt-
ing preserve.

Mrs. Brokaw alleges that her hus
band has been there ever since, She
says that process servers have been
trying to reach him, but that he has a
habit of evading subpoenas.

Mrs. Brokaw avers she was married
in Chittenango, county of Madison,
New York, September 16, 19057, She
charges cruel and Iinhuman treatment
and abandonment in her complaint for
sepuaration,

In addition, Mrs. Brokaw elaims that
on several occasions her  husband,
when under the influence of drink,
struck her, fnflicting black and  blue
mirks on her body; accused hey of
flirting with strange men, commanded
that she musgt not take her meals in a
publie dining room, and that she must
never walk out unaccompanied by her
malid,

Mrs, Brokaw estimates  her hus
band's fortune at §$4,000.000 and his in
come at $200,000 a yvear.

Katherine Polllon
sued him for $260,000 for breach of
promise to marry and the sult was
settled out of court,
