mense Concourse Gathered to Wit-
ness Exercises in Connection with
Laying of Corner Stone of Memo-
rial Hall,

Hodgenville, Ky.—The corner stone
of the gplendid memorial to be erectod
to the memory of Abiaham Lincoln
was laid by President Roosevelt.  Tha
exercises woere partlelpated In by many
of the nation's leading wen
Gibbons and ex Goy

Cardinal
Molk of Missourl

belng among those who made ad
drl't_::-'l'H.
From all polnts, by teain and over

roads not particularly smooth at this
geason of the year, the people ganthered
to the exercises, A bullding four
times the size of the tent provided
could not have accommodated the
crowd.

The corner stone of the Memorial
hall wag laid by President Roosevelt,
In an impressive address the chief ex.
ecutlve eulogized the life and work of
the great statesman. Ile spoke as fol-
lows:

“We have met hore to calelirate the one
hundredth anniversary of the birth of
one of the two greatest Amerleans; of
one of the two or thres greateat men of
the nineteenth century. of one of the
greatest men In the world's history. This
rall splitter, this boy who passed his un-
galnly youth In the dire poverty of the
poorest of the frontier folk, whoss rise
was by wenry and pain.ul labor, lived to
lend his people through the burning
flames of a struggle from which the na-
tion emerged, purified asx by fire, born
anaw to a loftier life, After Jong years
of Iron effort, and of fallure that came
more often than victory, he at last rose
to the leadership of the republie at the
moment when that leaderstiip hind become
the stupendous world-taxk of the time,
He grew to know greatness, but never
ease. Success came 1o him, but never
happlness, save that which springs from
doing well & painful and a vital task
Power was his, but not pleasure, The
furrows deepened on his brow, but his
eyes wera undimmed by elther hate or
fear. His gaunt shoulders were bowed,
but his steel thews never faltered as he
bore for a burden the destinies of his
people, His great and tender heart
ahrank from giving pain; and the task
allotted him was to pour out llke water
the life-blood of the young men, and to
feel In hia every fiber the sorrow of the
women., Disaster saddencd but never dis-
mayed him. As the red vears of war
went by they found him ever dolng lhils
duty In the present, even facing the fu-
ture with fearless front, high of heart,
and dauntless of soul. Unbroken by ha-
tred, unshaken by scorn, he worked and
suffersd for the people. Triumph was his
at the last; and barely had hie tasted it
before murder found him, and the kind-
ly, patient, fearless eyes were closed for-
ever.

Washington and Lincoln.
