ANIMALS A MENACE TO PENNSYL.
VANIA FORESTS.

80 Troublesome That Reward Is Put
on Their Heads—Splendid Wood.
ed Area Little Known Ex.
cept to Natives.

Laporte, Pa.—The war of Kilchen's
creck Is on. It Is a war of exterminn-
tion, or attempted extermination, of
the porcupine tribe of that locallty,
in the hope of saving to future genera-
tlons the virgin hemlock trees that go
to make this famous vétreat the ple
turesque place that it Is.  The care
tuker, who Ie on duty for the owner,
Col. Rickettg, Is offering one dollar
for every porcupine killed on the pre-
worve,

Colontes of poreupines have this
winter virtualiy killed some of the big
hewlocks, and as these are the very
pride of thelr owner and the delight
of the tourist who explores the Kiteh
en’s creek gorge the loss of the giants
of the forest |8 n very serlous one.
The mischiefl of the porcupines con-
si=ta In gnawing the bark from the
Hmbs In search of ants and other e
gects, resulting In the tree’s rapld de-
cline and often in its death.

The hemlock forest which covers
the Kitchen's Creek preserve s the
only virgin tree growth yet standing
in Sullivan or Luzerne counties, and it
alfords the student of present day tim-
ber conservation a fine lesson in what
the hemlock growth was when the
woodman's ax began the slaughter.
And because |t I8 the only congider-
able thick timber belt still standing it
serves to attract innumerable num-
hers of the denizens of the forest o
its shelter., The Kitchen's Creek pre |
serve rung  from  nesn Falrmount
Springs in Luzerne county to  Long
Pond, or Ganoga lake, in this county.
a distance of elght miles, and for the
modt of the way It fs through a rock:
ribbed gorge, surpassing In pletur
esque grandeur the famed Watkin's
Glen in New York state, containing no
less than a half dozen cascades, some
of which are 60 feet high, and one de-
clared to be as gorgeously heauntiful
as the storled Minnehuha, Compara:
tively few Pennsylvanlans know of
the exisience of this retreal, for the

Enters Into Contract with Owners of
Lease to Dig in Nova Scotia
Pit—Modern Machinery to
Be Used.

New York—H. L. RBowdoin  has
glgned contracts to dig to the boltom
of a hole In Nova Scotia and deter
mine for all tme whether $10,000,000
in plrate gold lles buried there. He
i¢ @& bond broker most of the time and
described himself as the latest and
most eheerful recrolt to the ranks of
treasure hunlers,

There Is o hole in Oak Island, Nova
Scotia, at least 100 feet deep and 13
feet In dinmeter, It was dug more
than a century ago. Why was it dug?
History records that Oak lsland was a
rendezvous for plrates and tradition

saysw that Capt. Kidd had his head
quarters there. Several expeditions
have tried to find the "Oak Island

treasure” and have failed,

“The reason that fallures to solve
the mystery of the hole have resulted
heretofore 1w that the Investigators did
not enjoy the advantage of modern en-
gineering appllances,” Bowdoln says
“I do not permit mysell to believe
that o vast fortune is concealed, but
I'm going to throw light on a mys
tery unsolved for more than a cen-
tury.”

He has diplomas as a hydranlie and
mechanienl engineer and Is the in-
vontor of the appliances used In the
spectacular water scenes at the hip-
podrome. Ie says he will not organ-
ize a compnny to defray the expenses
of his quest, preferring to play the
game with o lone hand and take a
chance at raking in the whole pot, O
good's “Mariilme Provinees” pub:
lshed in 1884, contains the following
account:

“Oak island s celebrated as one of
the places where it is alleged that
Capt, Kldd's troasure 18 hidden, Iu
179§ three New Englanders found here
evidenee of a burled mystery, coineld-
ing with a tradition of that effect. Dig
ging down, they passed regular layers
of flagstones and cut logs, and thelr
successors penetrated the earth over
100 feet, finding layers of charcoal
putty. West Indian  grass, sawed
planks and other curlows substances,
together with a quaintly carven stone.

“The pit became flooded with water
and was pumped out steadily. Halifax
and Truro merchants Invested in the
enterprise and great slone drains were
discovered leading from the sea into
the pit, After much money and labor
wag spent In the excavation It was
given up ten years ago, and the object
of the great drains and concealed pit
remains a profound mystery.”

“The quaintly carven stone” is on
exhibition at present in Crelghton’s
book store In Halifax, but the inscrip-
tions were erased long ago after the
stone had endured the blows from @
bookbinder's mallet. But at the time
of the discowery of the stone the In-
geviptions were translated to read:

“Ten feet below, 2,000,000 pounds lie
burled,”
