THREE MEASURES ARE VETOED

Complete Digest of the Bills Pasaed
by the Thirty-first Seesjon of the

Nebraska Legislature Which

Have Become Laws,

The thirty-first session of the Ne-
braska legisiature passed 203 acts,
124 of them originating In the house
and seventy.nine in the senate. Two
senate blils and one house bill were
vetoed by Governor Shallenber@ar.
The senate bills which falled to re-
ceive executive approval were No.
865, Brown's indeterminate sentence
act and No. 174, an irrigation bill by
Raymond, The house measure ve-
toed was No, 60, by Gates, to allow
the llcensing of saloons within two
and one-half miles of military posts.
