The selectton of seed corm by the
farmer from his own crop is generally
accomplished in one of three wiays:
Firat, by picking out the seed after
the corn hag been cribbed; second, by
selecting the best cars while guather
ing, and third, by going Into the field
belore harvesting time and selecting
the most desirable ears Of  these
three wayes my experience has shown
the last to be the best, hecause u het
ter gelection can be mwade when that
is the only aim in view and when the
entire plant, and not simply the ear,
can be considered, Whatever  the
method, more seed than is really need-
ed should be sgelected, In order that
a second “weeding ont’ ol the poor-
est ears just before planting may still
leave enough good seed

On our farm we have tried still
another method for obtaining the best
seed corn—namely, to grow it In a
special plot of ground, \We used the
following method: Take any number
of selected ears—say 00, for example
—and plant them In 50 separate
parallel rows, one ear to the row
This makes It necessary for the plot
of ground to be at least 50 corn rows
wide, and it ghould be long enough for
the planting of about two-thirds of an
ear in euch row, If possible, thig
ground should be as far removed Trom
other fields of corn as can be, to pre-
vent outside pollination. To further
protect from foreign pollen we have
found it & good plan to tike the re
malping one-third of the selected corn
and use it to plant a border around
the breeding plot. Hefore the pollen
matures every alternate row Is detas-
seled, to prevent sell or cloge pollina-
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Two Best Ears.

tion; also any stalks in the rest of the
rows that are Imperfect to a marked

degree in any way should be detas
seled,
All the seemingly good ears from

good stalks, in good position on the
stalk, should be gathered from the de.
tasseled rows. Out of all these ears
first pick out the best ones for next
year's breeding plot, From that re.
maining the best ears can be selected
for next season’s geed corn for the
main crop,

In regard to the type of car to se
lect for seed the following points are
eggential: The main object in view s
the production of as large & quantity

of grain to the ear as possible: the
enr should be cylindrical in shape,
about ten inches in length and 7
inchies In elrenmierence., HBoth ends
should be well filled ont with large
kernels, The rows of kernels, as well
s the kernels theomselves, should be

clogely pressed together, In order that
the ear will be compact and solid.
Each ear can be rveadlly tesied for
weight by weighing the entire ear
first and then the shelled corn ob-
tained from it. The grain should con
stitute from 86 to 90 per cent, of the
whale ear. The kernels should be as
nearly uniform in slze as possible, to
insure a good, even stand; they should
be wedged shaped,

The vitality of the corn should al
ways ways be tested, Tmproper dry
ing and storing away of seed corn
very often lowers the vitality of the
secd, but if it I8 thoroughly cured and
kept dry no injury ia likely to take
place. We have found it a very satis-
factory method to string the corn and

tle It up o the barn, provided It 1s

We have bored holes through
the sldes two inches from the bottom
and 2% inches apart; through thege
holes we have stretched fine  wire,
both lengthways and crogswayes, thus
dividing the box into 2'-inch squares,
At one end these rows of squares are
numbered; along one shde the gquares
in ench row are numbered, When
ready to test the corn, we get enough
moist, rich dirt to fill the box up even
with the wire; next we pumber the
ears to be tested,  For example, the
frst ear is marked ecar one, row one;
the next, ear two, row one,. When we
have enough for the fHirst row, the
first ear in the second row ig marked
sdr one, row two, and so on,. When
the ears are gl nmnbered, take four
or five grains from different parts of
each ear and plant them in the square
with the corresponding number.  In
this box we can test about 275 ears at

one time. O eourse, the hox can be
larger or smaller, ag the cuse may de
mand

MAKING MONEY

RAISING SKUNKS

How the Animals Are Bred and
Why their Breeding Profitable,

Skunk farming is becoming an im-
portant industry in some parts of the
United States, and yet the man who
suggested it was regarded ag mentally
unsound. To-day there are hundreds
of such farms on 4 paving basis,

The average skunk produces n
quart of oil and the fur or skin always
brings & good price, faghion regu-
lating the value. At the present time
the gking which are the most valuable
are the darker ones. A pure black
gkin Is worth from $1.20 to $250, ace
cording to the quality and size; a
striped skunk skin brings in the mar-
ket about 50 or 6u cents, while those
with a part stripe are worth in the
neighborhood of a dollar.

It has been figured out that a man
who understands skunk farming can
begin on 20 skunke, 15 females and
five males, and in a few yveargs he can
have a bedlthy bank account. It is
not dificult to calenlate how rapidly
these 20 skunks will nerease in nums-
ber, Bay you begin work early in the
fall and that In December they breed.
At once you have an Increase of 120
skunks, putting the average of ecach
litter at elght In June they breed
again, and if the same ratio of in-
crease be Kept up, at the expiration
of a year and a halfl you will have
7490 skunks.

Pul the pelts at one dollar each, the
pelts of 200 male skunks would bring
$200; the oll at 50 cents an ounce
would be worth §800. Then figuring
as wae done on  the Inerease in
skunks, at the explration of a year
and a half you could kill 3,700 male
skunks, the pelts of which would be
worth that many dollars.

The amount of oil gathered from
this number would be 28600 ounces,
worth just §14 500, At the expiration
of four vears you would have killed
1,860,000 males, the pelts of which
would be worth $1.85%0.000, and the oil,
15,020,000 vunces, worth  £7,560,000,
And you would still  have 2,760,000
skunks left!

It is not surprising  that  skunk
farming is being taken up throughout
the country, and If it was possible to

deodorize the skunk the industry
would be even more papular,

Dry Potatoes for Food.—According
to the Magdeburgische Zeitung, Consul
Frunk 8. Hannah says that the recent
experiments o the drying of potatoes
under the ansplees of the imperial in-
terlor departiment has had such good
results that a new and important field
of activity may be olfered for the Ger-
man farmers,

The potatoes are reduced by this
nrocess to about one-quarter of thelr
orfginal welght and can be Kept In

good condition in this compressed
form for an indefinite length of time.
The military authorities  have made
thorough experiments with this prod
uct and have becomoe convinceed that
itg nutritious value is fully equal to
that of corn, and that the dried pota.
toes can take the place of one-third of
the former ration ol ouls,
