Discovered In Montana,

New  York —=Two  dinosanrs
boen discovered In the fossil beds of
Montana by an  expedition of  the
American Museum of Natural History
led by Barpum Prown of the depart

Monster Found by Sclentists,
under the charge of Mr. Walter
Granger, went to the Wind Rlver

basin, In Wyoming, where Its most im-
portant find was a skull of the cory-
phodon, a creature which somewhat
resembles  the hippototamus of the
present  day.  This expedition  also
fonnd some five hundred smaller specl
mens which are of great value in
fiMling in connecting Yinks In the chaln
of evolution,

The expedition of Mr. Brown, which
went to the Lamarle formation, re-
sulted in the unearthing of the fossil
skeletons of a new reptilo of the eerw
topsia varlety, and of one of the pro
dentata family bhitherto wnknown to
sclontists,

The eceratopsian specimen, whose
classic name translated means “horn
face,” Ia a dinosanr, and s clogely al
lHed to the triceratops, of which there
I8 a complete skeleton In the museam
The bhody measured 29 feet in length
and seven In helght, while it was ful
Iy four and a half feet across the
back, The skull was missing, and
some other expedition will have to get
him a head. The frame of the reptile
is lighter than that of the triceratops

The accession from the predentatn
race Is a Hzard which walked about
llke a kangaroo. Three skeletons were
found, but no head, and it Is now for
another expedition to see that he does
not remain acephalus

The new reptile measures seven
feet from tip to tip, nnd when he stood
up he was probably five feet high.
The preparation of the specimens
which have been gathered by theso
two expeditions will vequire a year's
work and research.
