How important the civilization of the Navajo
I# to that section of the country s also apparent
when it Is considered thut there sre sote S0,000
of them ecattered over a reservation in New
Mexico, Arvizona and Utab, which contains o
larger arew than all the Now England states and
fncludes thousands of acres of fine agricaltural,
mineral and timber lands, and is almost com
pletely underlald with coal. The fincrense  of
their productiveness means an increase in the out
put of the sonthwest, Thelr education and per
manent scttlement upon small howesteads will
lenve a large surplus of land o be sold to white
settlers.  Thus the work being carrled on at
Bhiprock hns many points which commend 1w
the people who are fnterested in the dovelopment
of that section,

The holding of a fidr this foll was not decld
ed upon until about two weeks before It was held
and when the deciglon was reacheod it wis so late
fu the sengon that it was necessary to arrange
for it at once, thus less thin two weeks' notice
wiis given the Navajos by means of lndian polliee
and messengers  barely time to gathor up whaot
they band op bhand and bring it in without any
preparation or opportunity to gather or
anything especiplly for exhibition

U'ndor these circumetances the pmoant and
quality of the exhibits displiayed was no less than
remarkable. The extent to which they responded
to the call to bring I thelr products was o sur
prise to Mujor Shelton, the Indian ageut for this
resorvation, hilmsol He knew that they could
and wonld make a very creditable showing,

Two hundred and uinety  pgeneral  exhilbits
were recelved amd displayed, while several others
arrived too Inte to be accepted,  These exhibits
contalned from five to €0 articles each. Agricul
turnl products formed the chlef part of the exhl-
bition, but by no means all, as the fumons Navajo
blanket was there in many styles and sizes, bean:
tiful sliver jewelry of varions and unlgue designs,
old blankets of great value, o few buffalo robes,

These blankets were judged by Frank Stapling o
Navajo blunket expert of Farmington, N. M., J. L
Parsons of Duraingo and 3 igs Emma loomis, of
the agency, and the st prize was awarded to
4 beantiful black, white and grey blanket of
artistic deslgn and remarkably even and close
weave, shown in the center ploture

The Navajo sgilver Jewelry Is hand-hnmmered
from Mexiean dollars, which the traders procure
for the Navajos, aud many of the pleces are very
beantiful in design aud odd and exquisite as an
ornamwent,  The jewelry consgists of riugs, brace-
lets, neck chados, charms and many other articles.

It should be remembered that none of the prod-
uets radsed at Shiprock under the supervision of
the superintendent and employes were permitted
to participate for prizes, but every prize woent to
resorvation Navajos for products purely  their
own. The vegetables and othier agricultura) prod-
nets of the apeney are, however, worthy of spe
clul mention, ns they formed a tine exbibit in
themselves and  included, bosldes the ordinary
products of the section, wany of the new vegoe-
tubles brought from forelgn Innds by representie
tives of the depoartment of ngricultire,

Some of the Indian exhibits were brought no
less than 70 miles In wagons and on harschack,
by the interested owners, and one lot of 30 gen
eral exhibits, which deserves speelnl mention,
came trom Su-Noos-Tea, the vicinity of ¥, L. Noel's
trading post, This lot contusined the prize-win-
ning assortment of silver work and other prize
winners.

The success of the first NavaJo fair, which
the uniappreciative noizhboring public bad  sup-
pored  would consist of a few pony races and
chicken fights, but which turned out te be an
exhibit of agrienltural producta which probably
equaled any other ever made In the county, for
quality, and contained at least five tlmes the
quantity, 1 due entirely to the work of Major
W. T 8helton, the superintendent at Shiprock.
It i3 true the Navajos were producing most of
these articlvs long before they ever saw or heard
of Shelton, but they were not producing as much,
as woell, nor as fine o guality as they have been
sluce coming into contaet with the influenece of
the institution which he has founded. Nelther
could they have been induced to have brought
together their most valuable and cherished per-
sonal effects for public Inspection but for the con-
fidence which this agency has awalened within
them

We have therefore scen the first beneflcial
effects of education and proper example upon this
neglected people.  The ehanges which have been
wrought upon thoge coming in contact with this
Ingtitution have been so rapid and sweeping that
it challenges credulity The difference between
them and the Navajos on gome other parts of the
reservation 1s g0 marked that they would not be
tiuken for the same people, and it la these differ
eneceg (hat commend the policles and pracllces
Initiated by Mr. Shelton at this ivstitution and
places It In favorable contrast with other govern-
ment and private Indian schools,
