Miners, Acording to Reports, Deter

mined not to Yield, and Great

Industrial Struggle Re-

garded Probable.

Indlanspolis, Ind, —Ope of the great-
rst Industrial battleg in the history of
the United Stuteg hinpends, in the bhe
el of the leaders of the united mine
workers of Amlmelea. The convenilon
of the oygonization, which has been
in wesslon in this ety for two weeks,
will adjonrn Monday night, nand it i
probable that a “majority of the 1,100
delegates Tmmediately will depart for
Toledo for the joint conference with
the bituminous conl mine owners of
western Pennsylvania, Onio and In-
dinna, which will open Tuegday., This
conference s speclally for the purpoge
negotlaoting & wage contract for
these disivicts, to go into effect April
1. But as the trietote contract in all
the other districts of the United States
and Canada it may be determined that
most or all of the soft coal miners' rep-
resentatlves pssembled here ghould
take part in the Toledo conference.

The operators, scording to reports,
will not yield to the miners" demands
for un Increase in wages, and some of
them have talien the stand that econ-
omie counditions warrant o decrenve,
